On one side is $100 million in revenue, and on the other is just a few million in profit. Based on 

this ratio, the Yamaguchi-gumi’s annual net profit is, at most, a few hundred million dollars. 

However, the Yamaguchi-gumi’s strength lies in its ability to support tens of thousands of 

people, from low-ranking foot soldiers to middle and senior leaders, enabling them to live 

comfortably while still generating hundreds of millions in profit. These individuals function like 

worker ants in a colony—working tirelessly and even risking their lives to protect their 

organization. 

This army of tens of thousands is the foundation that keeps the Yamaguchi-gumi standing strong. 

Yet, even a powerful gang like the Yamaguchi-gumi pales in comparison to the Mitsui family.
