But facing Jianmu, Yi Han dared not agree no matter what.

If he showed any intention of teaching Jianmu, wouldn’t that be equivalent to slapping Qixing in the
face, and trying to steal his disciple!?

Thinking about this, Yi Han couldn’t decide whether the young man on the phone was genuinely humble
and polite or whether he was setting a trap for him to fall into.

To carve out a share of the cake as a new commerce organization, or even to strive for the leading
position, some troubles were sure to occur.

Someone had to shoulder these troubles.

Fang Mu couldn’t possibly rely on Qixing’s reputation to resolve all problems all the time.



When it came down to infringing on the territories of others, there would always be some reckless
individuals willing to risk everything.

If the newly promoted Grandmaster Creator, Yi Han, could provide some support and help Jianmu
Commerce Association face issues,

The journey of Jianmu Commerce Association would be a lot smoother!

Hearing Fang Mu’s words, Yi Han eagerly agreed.

”

“My nephew is opening a commerce association on my turf, of course, | have to take good care of it.

“Rest assured, your association won’t encounter any trouble in The Capital!”

“May | ask the name of your commerce association?”

Hearing Yi Han’s assurance, Fang Mu was taken aback.

What startled Fang Mu was not Yi Han’s grandstanding, but that Yi Han implicitly referring to The Capital
as his own turf in the conversation.



Such audacity!

The Dragon Rising Federation currently has two Grandmaster Creators residing in The Capital.

Besides these two Grandmaster Creators, the high-level members of the eight major official
organizations were all top-tier experts.

It seems that even after much consideration as a newly-promoted Grandmaster Creator, Yi Han still
cannot curb his arrogance. His behavior of trying to get close to Qixing by befriending Jianmu implies
this. But subconsciously, Yi Han still thinks too highly of himself!

Fang Mu stated directly,

“My commerce association has not started official operations yet, it’s called

Jianmu Commerce Association.”

“It will probably open for business next month.”

Hearing this, Yi Han seemed to have thought of something and laughed.



“The opening next month is a good time!”

“When it’s time for the grand opening, | will personally attend.”

“Your commerce association is surely participating in the Commerce Association Festival next month,
right?”

“I just happened to be a guest at the Commerce Association Festival, | will gladly assist you!”

Yi Han, seeking to entice Jianmu and get close to Qixing, indeed spared no difficulties nor insincerities.

Otherwise, a Grandmaster Creator wouldn’t attend a commerce association’s grand opening as a special
guest.

However, Yi Han was not aware that his generous commitment would cause him significant trouble in
the future.

Right now, Yi Han felt that he had done Jianmu a favor and that if he put forward some requests, Jianmu
shouldn’t refuse..
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“Nephew, do you know if your master has any free time recently?”



“I hope to have the opportunity to have a good chat with your master about academic issues related to
Creators!”

Fang Mu had already guessed that Yi Han wanted to meet with the fictional master he had fabricated.

However, for such an impossible task, Fang Mu would surely not agree.

But he needed to find a reason that would convince Yi Han, or rather, shock him.

He had already thought about this reason when he received Yi Han’s call.

“Uncle Vi, | will pass on your request to my master.”

“However, my master is currently busy trying to break through and can’t possibly focus on anything
else.”

“My master usually asks me to stay by his side, but recently, he only keeps me around when he gives me
lessons.”

“Aside from asking for Creator resources, | usually don’t disturb my master.”



Fang Mu had made himself very clear.

He figured if Yi Han couldn’t understand this, then he was incredibly unperceptive!

Not only was Yi Han stunned by Fang Mu’s words, but so was Lu Yuyu, who was beside Fang Mu.

Judging by the Creator resources that Fang Mu was now presenting, Qixing had demonstrated the level
of a senior Creation Zenith Master.

Should he make another breakthrough under these circumstances, wouldn’t he become a top-level
Creation Grandmaster?

Legend has it that a top-level Creation Grandmaster can make a Life Elixir and Elemental Energy Potion
with a purity of ninety-six percent.

The Shuoyang Grandmaster still had a long way to go in this regard, something he had admitted
personally.

But now, Qixing had surpassed Shuoyang!



Thinking about this, Yi Han was very pleased with his decision to please Jianmu, as he had proactively
called Lu Yuyu.

Since he couldn’t meet Qixing, Yi Han had to take the next best step.

“Nephew, | wonder if | could get a few high purity elixirs from your master by making an equivalent
exchange?”

When he said these words. Yi Han was somewhat shv.

It was disgraceful for him, a Grandmaster Creator, to order elixirs from someone else. If this got out,
he’d lose face!

Just like Sect Master Xiao Xiang used to order elixirs from the Shuoyang Grandmaster, although this was
never made public.

For a Grandmaster Creator to obtain higher-end elixirs, the only way was to obtain them from a higher-
ranking Grandmaster Creator.

Yi Han placed great importance on benefits, and even if he couldn’t meet Qixing, if he couldn’t even get
an elixir...

This must be the so-called pride that comes from being spoiled!

However, having such a middleman like Jianmu did increase his chance of acquiring resources from
Qixing, the high-ranked Creation Grandmaster.

Knowing that Jianmu, the middleman, would capitalize on his disadvantage, Yi Han still had to protect
him.

“Then I'll have to trouble you, nephew!”

“However, | wonder how many bottles of Life Elixir with a purity of ninety percent | would have to give
in exchange for a bottle of Life Elixir with a purity of ninety-four percent?”

The unwritten rule of exchanging resources between Grandmaster Creators, is to exchange resources of
the Grandmaster level.

Exchange low-end for high-end at a premium.



And the premium that high-ranked Grandmaster Creator resources have over low-ranked Grandmaster
Creator resources is always more than 1.3 times.

With Jianmu as the middleman “ripping him off”, Yi Han feared that he would bleed heavily.

However, due to the scarcity of high-ranked Grandmaster Creator resources.

Even if he lost a lot, he was still determined to make the exchange.

When Fang Mu heard Yi Han’s words, he couldn’t help but frown.

You’re exchanging a Life Elixir with a purity of ninety percent with me, isn’t that the same as giving me
garbage?

Using random Alien Beast Corpse in the incineration room can easily make a dozen or so bottles.

“Uncle Vi, | know you just became a Grandmaster Creator, and your whole Yi family is scarce of Life
Elixirs with a purity of ninety percent.”

“Uncle Yi is willing to help me in other matters, so | am willing to help Uncle Yi in this matter.”



“So, | won’t need the elixirs produced by the Grandmaster. Uncle Yi just needs to help me collect some
spiritual materials that | need.”

“What do you think, Uncle Yi?”

Upon hearing these words, Yi Han’s fondness for Jianmu increased significantly.

If this was the case, it would be fantastic!

Being a Grandmaster, he could easily acquire spiritual materials if he wanted to.

If he made an announcement about wanting to buy certain spiritual materials, people would rush to
hand them over to him.

Yi Han had confidence in this.

But those Life Elixirs had to be made little by little by himself.

Even if Yi Han did nothing all day, the quantity he could make was limited..
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Trading for these Life Elixirs would inhibit the development of the Yi Family.

Although Yi Han is proud, he is absolutely serious about developing the Yi Family.

Besides the newfound affection for Fang Mu, Yi Han also felt a sense of gratitude towards him.

Of course, this gratitude was based on Yi Han’s perception of Fang Mu’s position as equal to or even
higher than his own.

Otherwise, he would certainly not express gratitude to anyone he considered of lower status than
himself.

“My dear nephew, | wish to exchange for two bottles of Life Elixirs with a purity of ninety-four percent,
along with two bottles of Wood Element Potions of equivalent purity.”

“What supplies do you require in return?”

“I will offer you 1.4 times the original price for any supplies you need as a show of my appreciation.”

“If there’s anything you cannot disclose to your master, feel free to confide in me!”



Fang Mu had been waiting for these words from Yi Han. It seemed that Yi Han was very cooperative!

Having the Starwheel to help him search for advanced Blood Race hearts and Shadow Eye Stones was
sufficient.

Considering the Dracoid Research Institute’s need for Shadow Eye Stones, Yi Han would not be able to
assist him in wrestling for them from the hands of the Institute.

After all, a Senior Creation Zenith Master backed the Dracoid Research Institute.

But for other supplies, Fang Mu could freely request them from Yi Han.

Yi Han, thus, became a channel for him to acquire resources.

He felt that as long as he did not directly compete with other Creators for resources, Yi Han would
generously help him procure them.

Fang Mu possessed two souls and theoretically could form contracts with two Guardian Beasts from the
Ghost System.

However, thus far, Fang Mu had not even managed to obtain one.



Fang Mu didn’t need the Contracting Blood in order to contract with a Ghost System Beast.

On the contrary, if he could provide them with the Contracting Blood later on, he could potentially cause
the Ghost System Beast to evolve.

When he first joined the Scavengers, he simply did not have the ability or the qualifications to own a
Ghost System Beast.

At that time, such resources seemed too far out of reach for him, but the situation had since changed.

Given Yi Han's capability, he certainly had the qualifications to obtain a Ghost System Beast.

Previously, Fang Mu did not have any specific requirements for the Ghost System Beast.

Now that he had the means to obtain one, he hoped to get one that could control undead creatures.

This would also ensure that he did not waste the function of his Sequential Spiritual Instrument, the
Forest Resentment Bell.

“Uncle i, | need a Ghost System Beast!”



“Before, whenever | needed something, | could directly ask the master, but recently the master has
been quite busy and | don’t want to disturb him.”

“As for my requirements for the Ghost System Beast, | need one that can

control undead creatures!”

“Uncle Yi, do you have access to resources like these?”

Upon hearing Fang Mu’s words, Yi Han was taken aback.

This was the first time he had heard of someone choosing a summoning-type Ghost System Beast when
selecting one.

The summoning-type Ghost System Beast’s own abilities are not strong, its main advantage lies in
enhancing the combat power of undead creatures.

Thus, each controlled undead creature needs to be nurtured.

The returns from investing resources into undead creatures yield far less than investing them into living
Guardian Beasts.



Fang Mu daring to contract such a beast showed just how generous Qixing was in providing resources to
Fang Mu.

However, Yi Han was unsure whether Qixing would be willing to let his disciple Fang Mu contract a
summoning-type Ghost System Beast.

If he disapproved and after he had located one for Fang Mu to contract with it, would he be blamed!?

With some apprehension, Yi Han carefully asked Fang Mu.

“Are you sure you want a summoning-type Ghost System Beast?”

“If you're looking for other types of Ghost System Beasts, | may need to expend some effort to locate
them for you.”

“There are few who contract with the summoning-type Ghost System Beast, so, | should be able to find
one for you quickly.”

“However, once a Ghost System Beast is contracted, it would harm the soul to change it; damage to the
soul is not as easy to recover as damage to spiritual power!”



While speaking, Yi Han intentionally emphasized that few people contract with the summoning-type
Ghost System Beast as a caution to Fang Mu. On the other hand, after hearing Yi Han’s words, Fang Mu
learned that the Beast he wanted, which could control dead creatures, was referred to as a summoning-
type Ghost System Beast.

“However, | do know for a fact that a summoning type Ghost System Beast is produced from the
Catastrophe-Level Dimensional Rift, and it’s always been managed by the Chang Le Pavilion.”

“If you want it, | can use my reputation and some resources.”

“And it’s possible to exchange it for the summoning type Ghost System Beast from Chang Le Pavilion
that was born from a Catastrophe-Level Dimensional Rift!”

“Don’t underestimate this just because it’s a summoning class Ghost System Beast.”

“But because it’s produced from a Catastrophe-Level Dimensional Rift, Chang

Le Pavilion’s price tag will not be low.”



“However, it’s certainly not as much as the four bottles of elixirs | ordered from your master.”

“Nephew, | will keep a record of our transactions for you to check anytime, and there won’t be the
slightest error.”

Fang Mu blinked at these words.

“Chang Le Pavilion” was an influence that Fang Mu had never heard of before.

From Yi Han’s words, Fang Mu felt that he had gained a lot of insight, and also understood one thing.

Even as a Grandmaster Creator, because the output of high-star Creator resources is limited and the
demand is extremely high,

It’s not possible to recklessly consume the high-star-level Creator resources at

hand.

So even if one is born into the Yi Family with an elder like Yi Han, the direct descendant members of the
Yi Family can cultivate their Guardian Beasts with the best resources.



They wouldn’t contract beasts like Eden Greenfield or summon type Ghost System Beasts.

Because the operation of a family must always consider maximizing benefits, and the same is true for
resource allocation.

“Uncle i, | have no worries. | believe you won’t cheat me in trading!”

“It’s just that | want to keep an eye on it in case my master asks occasionally.”

Yi Han intended to make a long-term trade with Fang Mu from the beginning and would not trick him.

Now, hearing that Fang Mu needed to explain to his master, Yi Han thought privately,

Maybe he should send a detailed account list to Jianmu after each trade.

It would save Jianmu the trouble of explaining, and Qixing wouldn’t think that he had tricked Jianmul!

Fang Mu, who hung up the phone, gave it back to Lu Yuyu.



Fang Mu took a deep breath. This call from Yi Han brought him great gains.

Even the Ghost System Beast was settled.

It’s thanks to his idea to get the Ghost System Beast through Yi Han.

Otherwise, if he obtained it from somewhere else, the other party would very likely not explain the gap
between the levels of Ghost System Beasts to him. Fang Mu wasn’t afraid of the gap that could be made
up later, but he was afraid of the innate talent that could not be remedied no matter how hard he tried.

Fang Mu once heard She Wan sigh, there is a gap between Ghost System Beasts.

She Wan seemed a bit regretful when she said this.

Looking at it now, what She Wan was regretting was probably the level, not the power.

At first, Lu Yuyu only guessed that Fang Mu and Yi Han might know each other.

Now hearing Fang Mu directly ask Yi Han for a Ghost System Beast, Lu Yuyu thought that these two who
call each other “uncle and nephew” must have been very familiar with each other.



Otherwise, even two drunk people wouldn’t develop a relationship this quickly in a bar!

Fang Mu and Lu Yuyu had just sat down when Qian Yan arrived.

Fang Mu only exchanged a few words with Qian Yan, then he excused himself with the reason that “his
master was waiting for him to return”.

He took the silver spiritual instrument Clear Pond Bracelet, containing the Sacred Relics Sakura
Tempering Carp and two All-Kinds Carps, and left the Creator’s Guild.

When he left, Fang Mu specially called out to Brother Lv and suggested meeting again when they had
time.

Fang Mu heard about Qian Yan from Lu Yuyu, and he didn’t really want to get close to Qian Yan.

People who are too keen on networking, in their dealings with others, usually are not sincere.

As long as you are useful to them, they will maintain the relationship with you even if you don’t want to
get acquainted with them.



This time Qian Yan came mainly to deliver things. Fang Mu just greeted him to make Qian Yan familiar
with him, that’s enough.

Qian Yan saw the interaction between Fang Mu and Lu Yuyu and immediately changed his opinion of Lu
Yuyu.

His conversation with Lu Yuyu was noticeably warmer than before.

Seeing the change in Qian Yan’s attitude, Lu Yuyu sneered but didn’t say much.

But he knew that he would not encounter resistance from Qian Yan in similar situations in the future.

He Qing drove the Crystal-stepping Reindeer, a Beast Car, frantically toward the manor on the rear
mountain of Jinghai Tianyu University.

At this time, Fang Mu’s mind was completely focused on the upcoming cultivation of the Sacred Relics
Sakura Tempering Carp and development of the two All-Kinds Carps..
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Fang Mu slid open the window of his Beast Car, letting the cool summer night air pour in.

He felt extremely content, basking in the breeze.



That night, Fang Mu had enjoyed immense personal gains, beyond what he could have previously
imagined.

In addition to the Sacred Relic, the Sakura Tempering Carp that he had originally planned to compete
for, he also acquired two All-Kinds Carps.

Fang Mu had never heard of a mythical beast like the All-Kinds Carp before.

Only after hearing that the Sakura Tempering Carp evolved from the All-Kinds Carp, did his curiosity
peak.

Under the table, Fang Mu had purposefully asked She Wan about the All-Kinds Carp to understand these
creatures better.

The All-Kinds Carp served as a template-like Guardian Beast.

When induced with different resources, it can evolve into various carps or koi-type Guardian Beasts.

Generally, the purer and more precious the resources used to induce the All-Kinds Carp, the greater the
chance it will evolve into a high-quality Guardian Beast.



The evolution of the All-Kinds Carp, as the name suggests, could be multitudinous and unpredictable.

Fang Mu had a keen interest in this kind of Guardian Beast.

In his hands, he had a high-purity elixir that even a Top Creation Master could not produce.

Through Yi Han, Fang Mu learned that the life elixir composed by a Top Creation Master had a
concentration of only 96 percent.

In the world of Beast Masters, there was no such thing as a life or element elixir with 100 percent purity.

Fang Mu was glad he had been cautious, choosing to not disclose such high-purity life or element elixirs.

The Clear Pond Bracelet was a two-series spirit instrument associated with the elements of water and
space.

This dual-element storage tool, with its water properties, has a space inside filled with water.

This kind of space spirit tool was particularly suitable for holding water-attribute fish-like Guardian
Beasts that had not yet been contracted by a Beast Master.

It could create excellent living conditions for these water-based creatures.

Qian Yan, who helped Fang Mu transport the goods, didn’t need to use this dual-attribute spirit tool just
for cargo.

However, he specifically chose a silver dual-element spirit tool that Fang Mu surely could use.



This was a sign of goodwill towards Fang Mu.

Fang Mu planned to form a contract with the Sakura Tempering Carp but obviously not just yet.

Before he had enough Contracting Blood, the Sacred Relic Sakura Tempering Carp could stay in the Clear
Pond Bracelet.

Faintly smelling the scent of azaleas in the evening breeze, Fang Mu was in high spirits.

Because Fang Qin loved the exceptionally vibrant and long-blooming azaleas.

Furthermore, the scent emitted by the high stamen of the azaleas, similar to a dragon tongue, had a
strong insect-repelling function.

In areas where azaleas bloomed, generally there wouldn’t be any pesky insects or flies, let alone insect
Guardian Beasts below the azaleas’ rank.

The azaleas’ stamen, akin to a dragon’s tongue, was a great treat for Dragon Beasts.



While the stamen of the azaleas might not enhance a dragon’s bloodline, it could activate and invigorate
it.

This enhanced the digestion efficiency of a dragon Guardian Beast in absorbing materials that improved
their bloodline.

The scent of the azaleas was sweet with a hint of spiciness, tasting like sweet liquor and exotic tropical
fruits.

On smelling the scent of the azaleas, Fang Mu knew he was near home.

However, unlike Fang Mu’s comfort, the top circles of the Dragon Rising Federation were perturbed due
to the competition between him and Yi Han for the Sakura Tempering Carp.

Almost all the forces were waiting to see Yi Han’s reaction.

After all, the Yi Family’s high-profile ambition for the Sacred Relic Sakura Tempering Carp, made it hard
for them to save face in the face of their fruitless efforts.
