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Fang Mu used his Destiny Guardian Beast, Fool’s Shadow’s innate divine power-the Eye of Omniscience, 

to investigate the Abdominal Territory Worm which had already advanced to the diamond rank of 

legendary quality. 

 

The diamond rank skill of the Abdominal Territory Worm is [Void Mist]. The spatial haze that surrounds 

the Abdominal Territory Worm is clearly produced by its diamond rank skill. 

 

[Void Mist]: The spatial mist that gushes out from within the body can effectively shield external 

perceptions, cloaking one’s form. It also strengthens spatial shuttle abilities; shuttling through space 

under the cover of spatial haze becomes smoother. 

 

In Fang Mu’s view, the diamond rank skill of the Abdominal Territory Worm is decent, but not 

exceptional. 

 

Although concealing the form of the Abdominal Territory Worm and shielding its detection is crucial, 

Fang Mu can achieve this by placing his other Guardian Beasts on the Abdominal Territory Worm. 

 

Luckily, the diamond rank skill [Void Mist] enhances the Abdominal Territory Worm’s [Wormhole Travel] 

ability, making the worm’s shuttle ability faster and smoother. 

 

Although the diamond rank skill of the Abdominal Territory Worm is quite common, the exclusive trait it 

acquired from advancing to the legendary quality astounded Fang Mu. 

 

[Void Agreement]: By sacrificing spatial energy, it induces the arrival of a powerful life from the void. 

Once the powerful life from the void arrives, for a limited time, it will not attack any objects that have 

been tainted with the aura of the Abdominal Territory Worm. 

 

This exclusive trait gives the Abdominal Territory Worm a potent offensive ability directly. 

 

Once the power of the Abdominal Territory Worm is further enhanced into a sequence, the void life 

summoned by the exclusive trait of the Void Agreement will undoubtedly be very powerful. 



 

Even more so, the strength of the arriving void life is also related to the purity of the spatial energy 

sacrificed by the Abdominal Territory Worm. 

 

When Fang Mu needs the Abdominal Territory Worm to performs [Void Agreement], he can provide the 

Abdominal Territory Worm with pure spatial energy for sacrifice. 

 

Fang Mu now has another powerful trump card at his disposal. 

 

The Abdominal Territory Worm, since a young age, has been raised with the aid of Fang Mu. Fang Mu 

has also spent a substantial amount of time accomponying it, so the Abdominal Territory Worm is very 

affectionate towards Fang Mu. 

 

It’s feelings towards Fang Mu are very similar to those of the Aromatherapy Rabbit. 

 

After frolicking with the hulking Abdominal Territory Worm for a while, Fang Mu fetched a jade barrel. 

 

Soaked in this jade barrel was a wooden box, the size of Fang Mu’s forearm, and as thick as an Aquarius. 

 

This wooden box was the first Epoch relic Fang Mu obtained. 

 

Now, only a trace of death qi and Curse Power remains on this wooden box, which will completely 

dissipate in about half a day. 

 

As the dead qi and Curse Power fade away, Fang Mu can feel the life fluctuations emanating from the 

wooden box more and more clearly.

“Since we are fewer in numbers, killing enough undead in the Panfeng Federation to obtain tickets

The enhancement of one’s horizon and status directly lead to a transformation in one’s demeanor. 

 

The current Lu Xiaoyin is no longer as easily surprised as before. 

 

Even though Lu Xiaoyin has never heard of the Mechanism Fortress, a mechanical beast. 

 

After receiving Fang Mu’s instructions, Lu Xiaoyin calmly directed four servants to carefully arrange the 

interior of the Mechanism Fortress using the available resources at hand. 

 

He ensured that Fang Mu would have a refined living environment when he was prepared to travel to 

the Panfeng Federation the next day.

“And you need to tell Gao Hongying exactly, if he wants to trade Grandmaster Creator resources from 

me, the price would be one and a half times that of my transactions with other forces!” 

 

“This is only because I still respect you that I am willing to trade with him, otherwise there are many 

families in Lu City who are willing to trade Grandmaster Creator resources with me at one and a half 

times the price!” 

 

Wen Yuan took Fang Mu’s words very seriously. 

 

When he heard Fang Mu suddenly bring up his name and say he is willing to trade with the Gao family 

because of him, Wen Yuan knew that Fang Mu had not abandoned him. 

 

Wen Yuan tentatively asked. 

 

“Lord Jianmu, how can I contact you after you leave Lu City?” 



 

Fang Mu raised an eyebrow at the remark. 

 

He was going to the Panfeng Federation for training, and Wen Yuan would not be able to reach him with 

a phone call before he returned to the Dragon Rising Federation. 

 

Since Fang Mu decided to use Wen Yuan as his intermediary to get resources from the Gao family, he 

was sure to provide Wen Yuan with a way to obtain Grandmaster Creator resources. 

 

“You can directly contact the Jianmu Commerce Association in The Capital afterwards. There will be 

someone to deal with you, ensuring you don’t encounter difficulties when dealing with the Gao Family.” 

 

“Gao Hongying’s popularity in the Gao family is now declining, but you can still obtain Grandmaster 

Creator resources for the Gao family.” 

 

“I suppose many of the upper echelons of the Gao family have already contacted you of their own 

accord and have reached out an olive branch to you.” 

 

“You can make your own choices in this matter. Your ability to truly hold power in the Gao family in the 

future will depend on your own development!” 

 

Upon hearing this, Wen Yuan repeatedly thanked Fang Mu. 

 

Fang Mu had effectively planned his future. 

 

Some senior members of the Gao family have indeed made secret contact with him, hoping to gain his 

support. 

 

But Wen Yuan has not responded to any of the senior members who have contacted him. 

 

Others cannot really help in this kind of family power struggle. 



 

With the channels he has with Fang Mu, Wen Yuan’s position in the family will inevitably become higher 

and higher. 

 

In a few years, he can enter the elder council of the clan. 

 

Even if Gao Hongying suppresses him, with the support of others, there is nothing to worry about. 

 

Gao Hongying has made a big mistake and his residual power in the clan is still present, but his position 

and power will decline gradually. 

 

The old fellows in the elder council who act like anchors for the family are very unsatisfied with Gao 

Hongying. 

 

Perhaps when Gao Hongying completely withdraws from the power center of the Gao family, he can 

repay him in the same way Gao Hengyun treated him! 

 

After talking with Wen Yuan, Fang Mu asked She Wan to negotiate with the Gao Family on his behalf. 

 

Fang Mu didn’t want to spend more time on power struggles. 

 

As time was running out, Fang Mu returned to his room and took out the jade bucket containing the 

artifact of the Epoch from his Purple Ice Crystal Ring. 

 

Fang Mu found that the two bottles of Life Elixir with a purity of 100% he had just poured in had not 

been completely absorbed. 

 

But the Dead Qi and dirty energy on the wooden box had completely disappeared. 

 

Fang Mu took a deep breath, opened the wooden box, and prepared to see what could be grown from 

his first artifact of the Epoch. 



 

Upon opening the wooden box, Fang Mu saw a piece of withered vine inside. 

 

This vine, about 35 centimeters long, twisted in spirals, with about twenty to thirty leaves on it.

The only leaf that was yellow-green, had now completely withered, and a new, fresh green leaf emerged 

from the bud point where the stem was swollen. 

 

At this moment, the life energy and wood-series energy in the bucket were completely consumed by 

this plant. 

 

Fang Mu took a deep breath, knowing that he had successfully revived a plant-type beastmaster from 

the fourth or fifth epoch, just like the Bright Moon Golden Osmanthus. 

 

The former withered vine had completely shrank now. Through the withered vine, Fang Mu could not 

identify what type of creeping plant this vine exactly was. 

 

Fortunately, the leaves of this creeping vine were quite special. Based on the leaves, Fang Mu thought 

this plant-type beastmaster looked like some kind of grapevine. 

 

To confirm this, Fang Mu used his Eye of Omniscience to explore the plant which had now completely 

revived in the bucket. 

 

After his investigation, the name Blood Brewing Grapevine appeared in Fang Mu’s mind!

①: The Bloodied Grapevine Demon, ②: Blood-killing Grapevine, ③: Twining Dragon Grapevine. 

 

Fang Mu has been constantly looking for a Guardian Beast that can help him speed up blood production 

without any side effects. 

 

However, despite poring over all the books currently accessible to him, Fang Mu has not found the 

existence of such a beast. 

 

Fang Mu secretly asked She Wan, Shu Liangjun, and Shui Miao, and all three knew of some Guardian 

Beasts that could help recover Qi and Blood. 

 

But these Guardian Beasts, while being able to recover Qi and Blood, could not help Fang Mu to speed 

up blood production. 

 



Fang Mu drank the wine brewed by the Blooded Elegant Dance at the Chang Le Pavilion on Ya Le 

Mountain and directly condensed three drops of Covenant Blood Essence. 

 

But the wine brewed by the Blooded Elegant Dance only had a potent effect the first time it was 

consumed. 

 

Otherwise, Fang Mu would have insisted on negotiating with the big leader and the second proprietor of 

the Chang Le Pavilion to exchange for a Blooded Elegant Dance to cultivate. 

 

If he had learned nothing from She Wan, Fang Mu would still have a reason to keep searching. 

 

However, Fang Mu still came up empty-handed from Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun. 

 

Both were top powerhouses in the world, their insights far surpassing those of ordinary people, which 

somewhat deflated Fang Mu. 

 

Shu Liangjun and Shui Miao did not know what purpose Fang Mu had for a Guardian Beast that could 

produce blood, so they had no reason to withhold any information. 

 

Just as Fang Mu regretted not finding a Guardian Beast that could help him speed up blood production, 

opening his life’s first Epoch artifact yielded an unexpected gain! 

 

With the continuous improvement in the quality of Fang Mu’s Destiny Guardian Beast – Blood of 

Abundance, the rate of condensation of the Covenant Blood Essence also became faster and faster. 

 

Yet it still couldn’t keep up with the speed at which Fang Mu was making contracts with Guardian 

Beasts. 

 

Fang Mu is planning to contract with top-tier pollutants in the future. 

 

Now that he has the Blood Brewing Grapevine, a Guardian Beast from previous Epochs, the speed at 

which Fang Mu can condense the Blood Aged Wine can be further increased. 



 

Of course, to achieve this, Fang Mu must first make the Blood Brewing Grapevine bear fruit. 

 

The skill [Blood Enrichment] of the Blood Brewing Grapevine can only take effect after he eats the Wine 

Blood Grape. 

 

Half of the reason why Fang Mu can act flawlessly as a disciple of the Grandmaster Creator is due to 

Xiaoxi, while the other half is due to the Blood Aged Wine. 

 

The Blood Brewing Grapevine can speed up the production of Fang Mu’s Blood Aged Wine, which in 

Fang Mu’s books is equivalent to a Guardian Beast of the Grandmaster-level foundation. 

 

Fang Mu continued to pour Life Elixir and Wood Element Potions into the bucket for the Blood Brewing 

Grapevine seedling to absorb. 

 

Vine-like Guardian Beasts, including the grapevine, mostly have powerful vitality. 

 

A single cut vine, as long as it can root and grow buds, can grow quickly and healthily. 

 

Fang Mu is not worried about the growth of the Blood Brewing Grapevine. 

 

Having just sprouted roots and buds by absorbing pure life energy and wood energy in the water, this 

has been proven. 

 

What Fang Mu is worried about is whether the lack of the spiritual energy that existed in the world 

before, in his hands, will allow the Blood Brewing Grapevine to bear fruit successfully. 

 

If the Blood Brewing Grapevine cannot bear fruit due to the inability to absorb spiritual energy, no 

matter how robust the branches grow or how lush the leaves, it will be of no use to Fang Mu. 

 

At present, Fang Mu has no way to verify this, a small vine has to grow into a robust vine capable of 

bearing fruit, which takes some time. 



 

The most suitable environment for the growth of grape-related beasts is one that is loose and airy, and 

fertile and moist. 

 

Fang Mu took out a red clay pot with a diameter of nearly one meter and a height of about eighty 

centimeters. 

 

He mixed dry sphagnum, fine river sand, and peat soil in a ratio of three to three to four, and placed 

them in this large red clay pot. 

 

The sphagnum moss retains water, river sand transmits air, and peat soil can effectively provide 

nutrients. 

 

Fang Mu also buried several life crystals and wood crystals directly refined by Xiaoxi in it. 

 

After doing all this, Fang Mu placed the small vine of the Blood Brewing Grapevine on the soil surface. 

 

The roots that grew in the water immediately wriggled their way into the soil. 

 

Fang Mu didn’t skimp on the use of the life crystals and wood crystals, providing the Blood Brewing 

Grapevine with the best growth environment. 

 

Fang Mu didn’t put the red clay pot where he planted the Blood Brewing Grapevine into the Purple Ice 

Crystal Ring, but placed it in his room in the Mechanism Fortress. 

 

Fang Mu plans to watch the growth of the Blood Brewing Grapevine all the time. 

 

During the time Fang Mu was cultivating the Blood Brewing Grapevine, Gao Wenyuan had already 

returned to the Gao Family’s separate courtyard. 

 

She Wan, who was fully in charge of hosting Gao Wenyuan, negotiated with Gao Hongying, the head of 

the Gao Family, on behalf of Fang Mu. 



 

The next morning, just as Fang Mu was about to check on Shu Liangjun’s condition to see if he could 

walk normally. 

 

If Shu Liangjun’s condition wasn’t great, Fang Mu wouldn’t mind taking another day off. 

 

But as soon as Fang Mu opened the door, he saw Shu Liangjun stretching his leg and waist in the 

corridor, obviously doing morning exercise. 

 

Fang Mu greeted him with a smile. 

 

“Elder Shu, it looks like you’re recovering nicely!” 

 

Upon hearing this, Shu Liangjun burst into laughter. 

 

“The credit for my good recovery goes to you, doesn’t it?” 

 

“My Space Shuttle Qinyin has condensed a Shuttle Space Piano Feather, we can reach the perimeter of 

the Panfeng Federation today itself.” 
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“The Panfeng Federation is currently in the midst of turmoil, with Mercenary Groups running amok.” 

 

“More than half of these mercenary groups are turning to banditry and looting.” 

 

“These pillagers, once they rob a caravan or passersby, will undoubtedly murder every witness.” 

 

“If we encounter them, we could simply fight fire with fire.” 

 

Upon exiting his room, Shui Miao saw Shu Liangjun saying these words to the youth Fang Mu, which left 

him somewhat helplessly exasperated. 



 

This Shu Liangjun, despite his old age, still acts like a reckless child in his undertakings!? 

 

However, what Shu Liangjun said was indeed the truth. 

 

The bandit and looting groups masquerading as mercenary groups have turned many who wish to 

escape the Panfeng Federation into ghostly figures haunting the borderlands. 

 

Based on Shui Miao’s understanding of the Panfeng Federation, taking into account its propensity, 

 

At least 30% of these loot-driven mercenary groups are in some way related to the official forces of the 

Panfeng Federation. 

 

“Just how much can we salvage from them?” 

 

“But it would indeed create the opportunity for a thorough exploration of the area with Ah Mu.” 

 

“Since it is a trial, exposing him to the true nature of humanity is beneficial!” 

 

“Judging from the number of undead emerging from within the ancient battlefield, the ancient 

battlefield discovered in the Panfeng Federation is among the top thirty of all discovered thus far.” 

 

“The Eternal Alchemy Association, having an extreme obsession with ancient battlefields, perpetually 

pins their pursuit of immortality on the exploration of relics from these battlefields.” 

 

“This time, the Eternal Alchemy Association will dispatch at least two Longevity Doctors.” 

 

“The Evil Heart Sect, Ancient Genesis, the Witch School and many other forces will certainly stir up 

trouble.” 

 



“The three of us, as officially recognized members of Starwheel, venturing into the ancient battlefield 

would be sufficient representation!” 

 

Shu Liangjun knows Shui Miao’s identity. 

 

The information verbally confirmed by Shui Miao himself is undoubtedly genuine, but to this, Shu 

Liangjun expressed no surprise. 

 

Faced with an ancient battlefield of such massive scale, no power would not want to venture into it and 

vying for a share of the wealth. 

 

Upon saying this, Shui Miao’s expression became more solemn. 

 

“Apart from power represented by humans, forces represented by Beast Masters will also be present.” 

 

“The Beast-controlling powerhouses from the Beast King Palace and Green Fox Ridge have already 

arrived in the Panfeng Federation just a few days ago.” 

 

“It seems that they have reached a certain agreement with the top leadership of the Panfeng 

Federation.” 

 

Shui Miao was never one to shy away from danger, but this time, while exploring the ancient battlefield 

in the Panfeng Federation, he also had to ensure Fang Mu’s safety. 

 

Luckily, Shu Liangjun was also joining them; otherwise, Shui Miao alone would not have dared to 

undertake this task. 

 

An expression of surprise appeared on Shu Liangjun’s face upon hearing Shui Miao’s words. 

 

“Beast-controlling forces venturing into human territory, seeking to explore the ancient battlefield and 

to get a share.” 

 



“It seems this ancient battlefield must be remarkably distinctive!” 

 

“I have some connections with the Beast King Palace, I’ll see if there’s anything I can find out from 

them!” 

 

“Shui Miao, do you know who exactly from the Beast King Palace has gone?” 

 

Upon hearing this, Shui Miao shook his head. 

 

“The Beast King Palace is very secretive in their actions, thus, I don’t know the specific details!” 

 

“I only know that the representatives from Beast King Palace have moved directly into the Royal Palace 

of the Panfeng Federation.” 

 

“The Panfeng Federation appears to be the one seeking aid, but I have the feeling that it’s the one 

pulling the strings in this turmoil.” 

 

Fang Mu listened to the conversation between Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun. Many of the forces 

mentioned by Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun were unfamiliar to Fang Mu. 

 

However, these insights were sufficient for Fang Mu to understand the current situation of the Panfeng 

Federation. 

 

Through this journey, his perspective and horizon would be greatly expanded. 

 

It’s also an excellent opportunity for Fang Mu to meet other forces and interact to exchange resources. 

 

However, one thing Fang Mu was curious about, why does it signify that the ancient battlefield is

“The Panfeng Federation is truly audacious, blithely sharing the spoils with Beast-controlling forces; it’s 

not even afraid of being reprimanded by the other Federations!” 

 

At this, Shui Miao shook his head again. 

 

“According to the rules stipulated by the Ten-thousand Nations Federation, the ancient battlefield that 

emerges within the territory of the Panfeng Federation is the private property of the Panfeng 

Federation, which has the right to allocate the resources.” 

 



“Thus, even if other Federations were to reprimand the Panfeng Federation, they can’t impose anything 

substantial.” 

 

“The legacy of Beast-controlling forces predates that of ours, the humans. Inside some Beast-controlling 

forces, there still exist some secrets from the fifth and sixth Epoch.” 

 

“The ancient battlefield in the Panfeng Federation, which has caught the eye of several Beast-controlling 

forces, may have appeared in the records of these Beast-controlling forces.” 
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Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun’s discussion meticulously addressed Fang Mu’s questions. 

 

At this time, Lu Xiaoyin walked to Fang Mu’s side and whispered to him. 

 

“Young Master, I have prepared everything you need.” 

 

While she spoke, Lu Xiaoyin handed over a box full of silver Space Spirit Tools to Fang Mu. 

 

Although Lu Xiaoyin was always careful in her work, when it came to the supply of materials for their
