Fang Mu had heard that Beast Clans have extremely high standards when rating Beasts. The ones who 

could be rated as premium were absolutely extraordinary. 

 

Let alone the ones rated as top-notch! 
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Fang Mu traveled from the border of the Panfeng Federation towards Rock Peak City, encountering 

numerous undead creatures along the way. 



 

But not even a single undead beast worthy of Yan Yubanruo’s attention was seen. 

 

With the Giant Brutal Butcher and Ritual Cemetery Three Treasures already under contract, Fang Mu’s 

high standards had influenced Yan Yubanruo’s expectations. 

 

Yan Yubanruo had no desire to use the White Paper Men produced by [Golem Paper Control] to control 

undead creatures inferior to the Giant Brutal Butcher and Ritual Cemetery Three Treasures. 

 

Thus, Fang Mu’s journey resulted in little gain, causing a slight sense of annoyance. 

 

After making a pact with the Heavenly Disaster Level Ghost Series Summoning Beast Yan Yubanruo, the 

production of White Paper man became a lot easier for Fang Mu. 

 

Likewise, Fang Mu’s demand for undead beasts was extremely high. 

 

Unlike other Beast Masters concerned about the resource investment by the Creator, Fang Mu could 

immediately cultivate any undead beasts he obtained. 

 

But, due to the absence of anything desirable, Yan Yubanruo had made multiple requests to Fang Mu 

within his soul. 

 

Hoping that a pact could be made or more undead beasts could be controlled. 

 

Besides, as Shui Miao mentioned before, even if he wasn’t interested in the undead beasts that the 

Luminous Snake Clan offered in trade, he could still exchange with Capricorn. 

 

Capricorn had approached him out of courtesy, choosing to give up the journey to the Panfeng 

Federation just to avoid competition with him. 

 

There was no need for Fang Mu to provide assistance to Capricorn when he didn’t need it himself. 



 

However, if Fang Mu didn’t need it and still chose to not help Capricorn, it would be somewhat hard to 

justify. 

 

This would mean, Capricorn was trying to show goodwill, yet he did not respond in any way. 

 

Such incidents did not have to happen twice, for a single such event would be enough to break the 

relationship between the two. 

 

Thinking of the Luminous Snake Clan, the Beast Controlling Force mentioned by Shui Miao, Fang Mu 

pondered secretly in his heart. 

 

While Luminous Snakes held a noble status among serpent beasts, their population was rather small. 

 

The Luminous Snake Clan had difficulty breeding successors, because their successful birth required 

prolonged nourishment of Life Energy. 

 

And during the incubation process, they infused Light Attribute Energy into the eggs repeatedly. 

 

The purer the Light Attribute Energy, the higher the probability of the snake eggs hatching. 

 

For powerful beings of the Luminous Snake Clan, sustaining themselves with Life Energy wasn’t a 

challenge, as hunting and devouring other formidable beasts could guarantee the nourishment from Life 

Energy. 

 

However, aiding the hatching of snake eggs with highly pure Light Attribute Energy after laying them 

was extremely challenging! 

 

Only in some truly Light Attribute endowed treasures, could the purity of the Light Attribute reach more 

than ninety percent. 

 



However, the Light Attribute endowed treasures were extremely rare. It was far from easy for the beasts 

to obtain pure elemental energy, as compared to humans. 

 

Therefore, powerful Creators held a higher status among the Beast Taming Tribes than in human 

societies. 

 

The Luminous Snake Clan’s willingness to initiate contact with human forces like the Twelve Pavilion, 

was mainly due to their desire to obtain some Light Attribute Elixirs. 

 

However, Light Attribute Element Elixirs were expensive, their price being second only to Spatial Energy 

Elixirs among all types of Elixirs. 

 

The price was at least 0.5 times higher than the Elixirs of other elements! 

 

That’s because Beast Masters who had made a pact with Dark-element Beasts, would need Light 

Attribute Elixirs to eliminate the erosion of Dark Attribute Energy on themselves. 

 

To acquire high purity Light Attribute Element Elixirs from humans, the Luminous Snake Clan would 

inevitably have to pay more resources. 

 

Fang Mu had learned a lot about the Beast Controlling Forces through his communication with Shui 

Miao and Shu Liangjun during this period. 

 

Fang Mu already had the experience of trading with the Soul Whale Princess. 

 

Beasts were much more straightforward than humans in distinguishing friends from foes, with fewer 

underhanded tactics when dealing with friends. 

 

However, this was just relative, there were also crafty beasts among the Beast Taming Tribes, especially 

the Fox Tribe! 

 



The Fox Tribe didn’t dare to deceive the Grandmaster Creator, but many Master Creators have been 

tricked by the Fox Tribe in their trades. 

 

They were cheated out of their money and even their bodies. 

 

This led many Master Creators to choose against trading with the Fox Tribe out of anger, but they did 

not cause trouble for the Fox Tribe afterwards. 

 

On one hand, the Fox Tribe was a major tribe among the Beast Taming Tribes, possessing great strength. 

 

On the other hand, the Fox Tribe was very cunning. During the times when the Master Creators were 

seduced, the members of the Fox Tribe essentially recorded everything. 

 

If this Creator sought revenge against the Fox Tribe afterward, then the recorded material would 

circulate. 

 

Creators valued their reputation and didn’t dare to take the risk of revenge against the Fox Tribe! 

 

When Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun talked about this, Fang Mu was drinking tea and nearly choked on it. 

 

This was the first time Fang Mu had lost his composure in front of Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun. 

 

In his previous life, there were many people similar to the Fox Tribe, commonly referred to as scammers. 

 

Unfortunately, the Beastmaster world did not have any anti-scam apps to alert the Creators when they 

were being hooked by the Fox Tribe. 

 

After Shui Miao returned to his room to pack, he and Fang Mu left their rooms and headed towards the 

hotel’s main entrance. 

 



Since Fang Mu had already paid the room fees in advance, in exchange for enough Soul of Death, 

nobody paid attention to Fang Mu and Shui Miao’s departure. 

 

The people assigned by the Panfeng Federation to patrol this hotel were now almost exclusively 

engaged in collecting room charges from various rooms. 
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This reaffirmed Fang Mu’s beliefs that the Qingdian Clan’s need for Souls of Death was extremely 

urgent. 

 

Furthermore, the demand for Souls of Death was exceptionally large! 

 

The daily room charges in all the hotels in Rock Peak City amounted to nearly millions of Souls of Death. 

Even such large reveneue of Souls of Death seemed unable to fill in the Qingdian Clan’s deficit of Souls 

of Death. 

 

No matter how you looked at it, it was extremely abnormal! 

 

Even if they were to cultivate more than thirty of the Undead Sequential Contract Beasts, this couldn’t 

cause such a large consumption of Souls of Death. 

 

Before this, the Qingdian Clan did not need any Souls of Death. 

 

The sudden increase in the demand for Souls of Death must be closely related to the gains made by the 

Qingdian Clan on the ancient battlefield. 

 

What exactly could be akin to a Bottomless Pit, absorbing the Souls of Death!? 

 

Upon reaching the city gate, Fang Mu, with his sharp senses, eventually managed to condense another 

drop of the Covenant Blood Essence after many days. 

 



This drop of the Covenant Blood Essence, according to Fang Mu’s original plan, was meant to contract 

with a unique pollution creature. 

 

However, recently, he evidently did not have enough time. 

 

During the process of contracting a unique pollution creature, some unexpected incidents could occur. 

Fang Mu wasn’t sure that, by using the Covenant Blood Essence to contract with a unique pollution 

creature, the process would be as smooth as contracting a Guardian Beast! 

 

So, Fang Mu decided to keep this drop of the Covenant Blood Essence for now, until the end of his trip 

to the Panfeng Federation. 

 

Then he would use the saved Covenant Blood Essence to contract the pollution creatures or Guardian 

Beasts he was interested in! 

 

Suddenly, there was a disturbance at the city gate. 

 

The wind was blowing from outside the city towards the inside, and Fang Mu could smell a strong scent 

of blood. 

 

Clearly, the ones who had killed were not Undead Creatures. 

 

Had Undead Creatures launched an attack, the guards at the city gate would have already informed 

everyone! 

 

It seemed that a bloody conflict had taken place at the city gate, just like when Fang Mu entered the 

city! 

 

Fang Mu only smelled the blood, but Shui Miao detected a special odor in the air. 

 

The one who just killed was apparently not a person from the Ancient Genesis, but they certainly had 

contracted with pollution creatures. 



 

“You can smell this scent of blood, which is similar to rotting but without the unpleasant stench. Instead, 

it has a slightly sweet, cloying odor.” 

 

“This is the scent emitted by a life form that’s been polluted by pollution creatures!” 

 

As Shui Miao was speaking, he saw the four city guards at the gate, moving aside like avoiding the 

plague, quickly making way for several figures wearing gray robes. 

 

These figures in gray robes all had strange totems of different shapes and colors embroidered on their 

backs. 

 

The gaze of one of the city guards landed on one of the gray-robed figures for a few seconds. 

 

Then, that figure shook his robe and three yellow-green cards shot out from his robe, directly pegging 

the guard. 

 

Afterward, the guard started to melt as if he were a candle!

“If we want to carry out our original plan without causing unnecessary trouble, we should avoid looking 

at the Green Magician and his pollution creatures as much as possible.” 

 

“Once your gaze lingers more than three seconds, the Green Magician is likely to attack!” 

 

“Hehe, the Ancient Genesis has entered Rock Peak City directly. The Qingdian Clan must allocate a third 

of their manpower to monitor the Ancient Genesis.” 

 

“Stop them from causing trouble as much as possible before they do something outrageous!” 

 

Hearing this, Fang Mu quickly withdrew his gaze, no longer looking at the group of people from the 

Ancient Genesis. 

 

He and Shui Miao stood in a corner of the street. 

 

People of the Ancient Genesis, once contracted with unique pollution creatures, lose all their emotions. 

 

All their actions are guided solely by subconscious instincts; other factors don’t come into play. 

 

Peculiarly enough, these emotionless madmen are remarkably strong. 

 

If the Qingdian Clan dare to think about driving the people of the Ancient Genesis out of the city at this 

juncture, the Ancient Genesis will fight to the death without any hesitation. 



 

The Qingdian Clan wouldn’t allow their fighting power to be reduced before they enter the large-scale 

ancient battlefield. 

 

Therefore, the Qingdian Clan could only assign people to monitor the people from the Ancient Genesis. 

 

As long as the people of the Ancient Genesis don’t go too far, the Qingdian Clan wouldn’t take any 

action against them. 

 

In plain words, the Panfeng Federation, a Federation without a Grandmaster Creator, isn’t capable of 

confronting the Ancient Genesis. 

 

Suddenly, Fang Mu felt that the Ancient Genesis, which was unemotional yet extremely rational, would 

be more easily driven by interests. 

 

Without emotions, interests have become the ultimate pursuit for the Ancient Genesis.

“Green Magician” had killed.

Fang Mu and Shui Miao arrived at the meeting place with the Gemini half an hour earlier, only to find a 

girl and an old woman already waiting for them. 

 

Fang Mu subconsciously confirmed that the girl was the Gemini and the old woman was the elder that 

Gemini mentioned. 

 

Otherwise, this uninhabited area was unsafe, and there shouldn’t be anyone waiting here by 

coincidence. 

 

But to be safe, Fang Mu took out the Communication Butterfly. 

 

Because it was a meeting with a member of the Starwheel, in order to show respect, both Fang Mu and 

Shui Miao removed their Noface Star Papers to reveal their true faces. 

 

When Fang Mu and Shui Miao looked at the girl and the old woman, the two of them also looked at 

Fang Mu and Shui Miao in return.

eyes.

The two branches of the Apocalypse can ascertain her death by estimating her lifespan. 

 

They would still wait for another year or so before making a move. 

 



Even if the forces that are eyeing the Brilliant Clan know that she has left the Brilliant Clan, they would 

not dare to treat the Brilliant Clan lightly before confirming her death. 

 

So, she doesn’t have to go back to the Brilliant Castle immediately after increasing her lifespan! 

 

Fang Mu extended an invitation, and her acceptance could be seen as both a reward to Fang Mu and a 

way to deepen her relationship with him. 

 

Living together is undoubtedly the best way to deepen a relationship. 

 

At this moment, Jin Ya had a strange feeling. 

 

The older woman beside her was her great-grandmother, but Fang Mu called her “grandma”. 

 

This suddenly made Fang Mu a generation older than her! 

 

If her great-grandmother accepted this term, according to family rules, wouldn’t she have to call Fang 

Mu “uncle” from now on!? 

 

Jin Ya turned to look at the old woman beside her. Such a decision was something Jin Ya, as a junior, 

could not make. 

 

The old woman certainly had to make the decision.

The old woman’s words let Fang Mu know that she is a smart person, very worldly-wise. 

 

“Granny, of course, there is no problem!” 

 

“We all can comprehend from the residues once we find them!” 

 

“Elder A Shui and you yourself also need to comprehend the mysterious lines!” 

 

Xi Xi has the skill [Sealed Landscape], once in the ruin, Fang Mu only needs Xi Xi to record the current 

scenery, condense a few more Scenery Fantasy Pearls will do! 



 

There’s no need to stubbornly keep a volitional relic, without sharing any bit with others. 

 

If Fang Mu were to do so, even if Shui Miao and Shu Liangjun didn’t say anything, they would probably 

feel somewhat unhappy inside. 

 

Fang Mu can assure that this newly met old woman has no malice by helping her extend her lifespan. 

 

No matter if Jin Ya has revealed it or not, Fang Mu will subtly indicate to the old woman in these two 

days that it is possible to increase her lifespan by a thousand years. 

 

For the sake of that one thousand years of lifespan, even an incredibly wicked person would be sure to 

suppress his evil thoughts. 

 

Upon hearing Fang Mu’s words, smiles appeared on the faces of both Shui Miao and the old woman.
