Fang Mu was ready to try giving the pure Spiritual Energy to the Hundred Lilies Flower Child to see how
it would change.

According to the badge, He Qing was easily capable of clearing corpses of Dimensional Creatures of
heavy cannon caliber.

Members of the Scavenger are generally incorporated into four departments, among which the one
responsible for the disposal of alien beast corpses holds the highest status.

For one thing, this department is the core of the entire Scavenger’s ecosystem.

“To prevent the spread of the environmental contamination into the urban areas, Miss Feng Lin
personally took action and dealt with the Medusa Snake Demons and the Zhen Poison Snake Doves that
spewed out from the swamp Dimensional Rift, which contained terrifying toxins.”

“These corpses can’t be exposed in the outdoor environment for a long time.”

“If they are not transported to an Incinerator within two days, they will decay.”

“Apparently, there was some issue with the loading of corpses onto that special Beast Car used for
transporting high-tier alien beast corpses.”

“Leading to an explosion caused by the interaction of various toxins from different alien beast corpses,
which destroyed the Beast Car.”

He Qing pursed his lips upon hearing this.

The Cleaners directly opened a buffer zone to isolate the area of outbreak, indicating the situation was
certainly very urgent.

The Beast Car that exploded probably didn’t remove the heart of the Zhen Poison Snake Dove or scoop
out the eyes of the Medusa Snake Demon in advance when placing them together.

Even in death, the eyes of a Medusa Snake Demon have the ability to make the elements inside the
body of the target turn toward the Earth Element.

The heart of the Zhen Poison Snake Dove is wrapped with a great amount of toxins; once the elements
in the heart undergo a transformation, there is a certain chance of explosion.

The Cleaners use different Beast Cars to transport different corpses, each adhering to different
standards.



High-tier alien beast corpses are definitely supposed to be transported separately.

From the blast, He Qing could imagine the terrifying amount of toxins released into the nearby
environment.

Fang Mu had been listening to the conversation between He Qing and the Cleaner Division member
inside the Beast Car.

After hearing this, Fang Mu immediately jumped down from the Beast Car and said to the middle-aged
man in front of him.

“l am also a formal member of the Cleaners, and my contracted Guardian Beast has the ability to gather
Dead Qi from the environment.”

“I apply to join in the management of the environment.”

Having said that, Fang Mu took a step forward with his left foot, and Eden Dreamland unfolded in front
of him.

The Ling Poison King Lotus, with leaves over three meters wide, appeared behind Fang Mu.

[Beast Name]: Ling Poison King Lotus

[Beast Species]: Nymphaeaceae/Water Lily Family, King Lotus Genus

[Beast Level]: Gold (10/10)

[Beast Element]: Wood

[Beast Potential]: Platinum



[Beast Quality]: Legendary

Skill:

[Poison Gathering]: Collects toxins from the vicinity of its roots and locks them within the range of the
roots, providing a slight healing effect within the area covered by the roots.

[Zhen Fragrance]: The lotus flower converts absorbed toxins into a fragrant aroma which disperses,
stimulating the spiritual power of allies to weaken mental control, and plunging the enemy’s mind into
chaos.

[Poison Heal]: Gathers toxins on its leaves, which the leaves absorb and convert into healing energy to
treat units above the leaves.

Exclusive Traits:

[Leaf-Lotus Dance]: When facing an external attack, the lotus leaves will autonomously defend, releasing
accumulated potent toxins inside, enhancing its own defenses. The flower can combine the intense
toxins collected during battle, condense the toxins to form a lotus core, and launch it at the target.

[Cicada, Frog, Lodging on Lotus]: For each lotus leaf grown, it can choose to allow a frog-class life soul of
a lower tier to parasitize. For each lotus flower, it can choose to allow a cicada-class life soul of a lower
tier to parasitize. (The parasitic souls coexist symbiotically with the Ling Poison Dark Lotus, and to
continue to enhance their strengths, they need to divide the energy within the Ling Poison Dark Lotus.)

[Bound Earth Lotus Body]: Entrenches its roots deeply into the ground, absorbing deep nutrients from
the soil to fortify its own lotus body, which then manifests in a giant state. Targets standing on the lotus
body can swiftly replenish their expended energy through the body’s supply.

Evolutionary Path:

(D: Immaculate King Lotus, @): Poisonous King Lotus, (3): Poisonous Witch Lotus.



Because Fang Mu had contracted the Spirit Mayfly, the Ling Poison King Lotus broke through to the Gold
Tier early on when Fang Mu was still a One-point Star Beast Master.

It had advanced to the extent of Gold Level 10, Legendary Quality.

During its promotion to the Gold Stage, it acquired a new skill called [Poison Heal].

Originally, the Ling Poison King Lotus did not possess healing capabilities. The skill [Poison Heal] allowed
the Ling Poison King Lotus to also serve as a Healing Series Guardian Beast.

Among all his abilities, Fang Mu’s healing ability solely relied on Eden Dreamland.

It could be said that healing was the weakest aspect of Fang Mu, the Hexagonal Warrior.
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The Ling Poison King Lotus’ skill [Poison Gathering] had both positive and negative aspects from an
objective viewpoint.

Due to its exclusive feature [Bound Earth Lotus Body], the King Lotus’ body could become gigantic.

Despite the Ling Poison King Lotus’ leaves already reaching a diameter of three meters, which was quite
huge,

once it used [Bound Earth Lotus Body], one leaf of the King Lotus could be as small as twenty meters
long and others big enough to exceed thirty meters!

The sizable leaves could support a significant number of Guardian Beasts for healing multiple beasts at a
time.



The drawback was that the skill [Poison Heal] had limitations in casting—it required the Ling Poison King
Lotus to absorb poison first.

Otherwise, the skill [Poison Heal] could not be cast.

Fortunately, Fang Mu had contracted the Rainy Doll, whose poisonous rain could create the perfect
environment for the Ling Poison King Lotus to use its skill [Poison Heal].

Fang Mu was very satisfied with the Ling Poison King Lotus’ skill [Poison Heal].

Such a skill that could synergize with other Guardian Beasts was incredibly rare.

In an environment filled with toxins, the Ling Poison King Lotus could disperse the healing energy into
the surroundings and merely transform the toxins when using the skill [Poison Heall].

Fang Mu had considered using the Ling Poison King Lotus as the core template when creating beasts
that could restore the environment.

Eden Dreamland could also advance to the Golden Stage; Fang Mu just hadn’t found the right plant-type
beasts to be planted with Eden Dreamland’s exclusive feature [Above the Green Field].

Adding two more plant-type beastmasters to Eden Dreamland would allow [Above the Green Field] to
have the presence of three plant-type beasts.

Fang Mu’s strength could still be further improved on the current foundation.

The Scavenger had drawn the interest of so many powerful individuals in the Wood Domain Type Beast
of Eden Greenfield for good reason.

However, the majority were deterred from contracting such beasts, requiring a vast amount of
resources for cultivation, and would not do so lightly.



Seeing Fang Mu preparing to use his beastmaster to restore the polluted land in the buffer zone, the
middle-aged man became somewhat conflicted, uncertain whether he should allow Fang Mu to enter.

The fusion and spread of toxins in the buffer zone were much more intense than the toxins from the
Soldier Level and Heavy Artillery Level Beasts.

The middle-aged man was deeply concerned about Fang Mu'’s safety.

If something were to happen to Fang Mu, it would inevitably be deemed his responsibility upon
investigation.

He Qing noticed the man’s concerns and said directly,

“We have an agreement with Miss Fang Lin, and | can guarantee the words I've spoken.”

“You may verify this with Miss Fang Lin afterwards.”

Having said that, He Qing took off the badge from his chest and handed it to the middle-aged man
before him.

After carefully examining He Qing’s badge, the middle-aged man cleared a path for them.

In truth, the best way for Fang Mu to deal with Dead Qi was to release Xi Xi, allowing it to filter the
toxins from the air with its skills.

However, with He Qing at his side, Fang Mu couldn’t possibly reveal Xi Xi’s existence in the presence of
another person.

One could guess Xi Xi’s nature just by its appearance, and Fang Mu didn’t want to cause unnecessary
trouble.



As the Golden Stage Ling Poison King Lotus continuously absorbed the toxins from the environment, it
also cast the skill [Poison Heal].

An abundance of healing energy evaporated on the lotus leaves, filling the air with a pale green luster.

Wherever the Ling Poison King Lotus went, the soil’s pollution was completely eradicated.

Fang Mu inwardly sighed.

How wonderful it would have been if the Ling Poison King Lotus could have advanced to the Immaculate
King Lotus during its ascension to the Golden Stage!

But that was clearly impossible.

Once the Ling Poison King Lotus came into Fang Mu’s hands, it had already undergone one Bloodline
Transformation.

A Guardian Beast’s bloodline could not undergo successive transformations at the same stage.

Fang Mu sensed that the Ling Poison King Lotus’s bloodline would transform into the Immaculate King
Lotus when it ascended to the Platinum Tier, which seemed almost certain.

For Fang Mu, upgrading the Ling Poison King Lotus to the Platinum Tier wasn’t a distant dream.

Becoming a Two-Ray Star Beast Controller was close at hand for Fang Mu.

With the Spirit Mayfly, Fang Mu would be able to control level ten beasts at the Platinum Tier as a Two-
Ray Star Beast Controller.

He Qing had not expected Fang Mu to possess such a powerful beast, capable of treating lands
contaminated by alien beasts.



If such an environmental cleanup capability could be widely adopted, no doubt Dragon Rising Federation
would be able to redevelop and utilize the lands severely contaminated by alien beasts.

In the Beastmaster world, a good land environment is an extremely precious resource.

Because a good land environment can be used to establish a Beast Taming Base, producing a large
number of high-quality Guardian Beasts and Spiritual Materials.

Since Dimensional Rifts often open without any warning, Scavengers and city guards can’t clean up the
Alien Beast Wave that pours out in time.

As a result, a vast amount of the Dragon Soaring Federation’s prime land gets polluted annually,
including some within city districts.

For example, a large area in the north district of JA City has been isolated.

There are no longer any residents living in this area.

The Venomous Sand Scorpions, a type of scorpion Guardian Beast, can enhance their strength by
devouring toxins.

Due to this characteristic, Venomous Sand Scorpions search the land to find and ingest the parts with
the most toxins.

The Venomous Sand Scorpions have a large appetite. A two-meter long Venomous Sand Scorpion eats
while excreting soil, filtering nearly one hundred fifty cubic meters of soil per day.

The excreted soil still retains toxicity, although much less than before.

No Venomous Sand Scorpions have been found outside the Dragon Rising Federation.

The Venomous Sand Scorpion was discovered by the Shuoyang Grandmaster from the Dracoid Research

request to trade for Venomous Sand Scorpions.

The Venomous Sand Scorpion can be considered a highly sought-after special resource of the Dragon
