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Chapter 891: Barrier Silver Phoenix! 

 

Fang Mu had poured a full thousand milliliters of Blood Aged Wine into the body of the Iron-winged 

Sparrow. 

 

Fang Mu had certainly spared no expense in cultivating Hu Tao’s Guardian Beast. 

 

If someone else had asked Fang Mu to help cultivate a Silver Stage Guardian Beast, 

 

he definitely wouldn’t have used so many resources. 

 

Before long, a rustling sound could be heard from within the body of the Iron-winged Sparrow. 

 

The rustling noise grew louder and louder, and the body of the Iron-winged Sparrow seemed to 

transform into a furnace of flesh and blood. 

 

Sounds of fascia tearing and bones breaking could be intermittently heard from within. 

 

If Hu Tao were to hear these sounds, she would definitely think that Fang Mu was disassembling the 

Iron-winged Sparrow. 

 

This state continued for nearly five minutes, followed by blood seeping out of the Iron-winged Sparrow’s 

skin, wetting its iron feathers. 

 

Fang Mu could feel the Life Elixirs he had poured into the Iron-winged Sparrow being rapidly consumed. 

 

Fang Mu stepped forward and poured a few more bottles of Life Elixirs into the mouth of the Iron-

winged Sparrow. 

 



The primary function of the Blood Aged Wine was to activate the Iron-winged Sparrow’s genetic 

template, allowing its bloodline to be sublimated. 

 

The real burden of sustaining the body consumption of the Iron-winged Sparrow had to be borne by 

these pure Life Energies. 

 

After Fang Mu poured the Life Elixirs into the mouth of the Iron-winged Sparrow, its iron feathers also 

began to fall off gradually. 

 

After the iron feathers had completely fallen, the flesh of the Iron-winged Sparrow suddenly expanded. 

 

In this instant, Fang Mu keenly noticed a change in the aura of the Iron-winged Sparrow’s bloodline. 

 

The Phoenix bloodline was fully activated, but the Barrier Sparrow bloodline showed no signs of 

awakening. 

 

This caused Fang Mu’s brow to furrow. 

 

If this bloodline enhancement only awakened the Phoenix bloodline and failed to awaken the Barrier 

Sparrow bloodline, 

 

with the Phoenix bloodline overpowering the Barrier Sparrow bloodline, the latter would be absorbed 

by the Phoenix bloodline before the next bloodline evolution. 

 

Even though the Phoenix bloodline was sufficient to support the Iron-winged Sparrow becoming a 

Phoenix Type Beast, 

 

missing the chance to awaken the Thousand Mile Barrier Sparrow bloodline would greatly reduce the 

Iron-winged Sparrow’s evolution potential. 

 

In other teams, a pure-blooded Phoenix Type Beast was considered a highly noble existence. 

 



But in Fang Mu’s team, a pure-blooded Phoenix Type Beast was not counted as anything special! 

 

Firstly, Fang Mu had already made a promise to Hu Tao and did not want to break his word. 

 

Secondly, Fang Mu did not want Hu Tao to feel inferior when he recruited new members into the team. 

 

Fang Mu took out another bottle of Blood Aged Wine and poured it into the beak of the Iron-winged 

Sparrow. 

 

The new infusion of Blood Aged Wine intensified the awakening of the Iron-winged Sparrow’s bloodline 

by a margin. 

 

Once Fang Mu felt a strong, resolute bloodline aura emanating from the Iron-winged Sparrow 

 

and realized that this robust, determined bloodline aura could now rival the saintly and proud aura of 

the Phoenix, 

 

a smile appeared on Fang Mu’s face. 

 

After the bloodline had completed its evolution, the Iron-winged Sparrow’s body began to reorganize. 

 

The Iron-winged Sparrow, originally about as tall as Fang Mu, morphed into a robust bird-beast about 

two and a half meters tall after the reorganization. 

 

Its wings, stimulated by the Barrier Sparrow bloodline, extended nearly threefold. 

 

The wingspan of the Iron-winged Sparrow now reached a remarkable sixteen meters! 

 

The wing bones became at least six times sturdier than their original form. 

 



These long wings were filled with a sense of power, with explosive muscles and fascia intertwined 

around the wing bones. 

 

The strength of the wings was even higher than that of any other part of the Iron-winged Sparrow’s 

body. 

 

Fine down feathers emerged from beneath the skin of the Iron-winged Sparrow. 

 

The original feathers of the Iron-winged Sparrow were copper-brown, with a faint metallic sheen. 

 

The new down feathers of the Iron-winged Sparrow were a bright silver color with a rich metallic luster. 

 

From within the down feathers, bright silver wing feathers continuously emerged, each feather slightly 

curved. 

 

Shaped like sharp swords, they tightly clung to the body of the Iron-winged Sparrow. 

 

The feathers on the wings after evolution seemed broader. 

 

If previously the Iron-winged Sparrow looked like an old hen stewed in a farmhouse pot, now it had the 

qualifications to be considered as a decorative bird-type controlled creature! 

 

The down feathers on the head of the Iron-winged Sparrow were thicker than those of other enemy 

factions. 

 

In the growth process of bird-type controlled creatures, the emergence of more down feathers on the 

head than other areas indicated that this bird would develop a crown of feathers. 

 

More than ten crystal-like silver feathers bent backwards, forming a lush crown on the head of the Iron-

winged Sparrow. 

 



Once the crown was fully grown, the aura of the Iron-winged Sparrow had completely stabilized. 

 

Fang Mu used his innate divine skill [Eye of Omniscience] of Fool’s Shadow to inspect the Iron-winged 

Sparrow. 

 

[Beast Name]: City Protecting Magpie 

 

[Beast Species]: Long-winged Species/Sturdy Wing Species 

 

[Beast Level]: Silver (10/10) 

 

[Beast Element]: Metal 

 

[Beast Potential]: Golden 

 

[Beast Quality]: Legendary 

 

Skill: 

 

[City Wing]: The double wings become as solid as city walls, significantly enhancing the hardness of the 

wings, which can deflect most physical attacks. When subjected to elemental attacks, the wings store 

energy from the damage inflicted. 

 

[Firm Protection]: When shielding a designated target from damage, it can use its own energy to form a 

barrier on the target. The barrier can transfer the damage received by the target to itself, and the 

damage transferred by Firm Protection can enhance its own combat spirit, using the battle spirit to 

resist mental and soul trauma. 

 

Exclusive Traits: 

 



[Thorn Feather Crown]: When guarding other targets, the damage it receives is halved. The more targets 

it guards, the lower the damage it sustains. When the guarded targets are healed, it also receives a slight 

healing effect. 
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[Suffering Siphon]: In cases where oneself or the target under one’s protection is injured, one can 

absorb the extent of the injury and convert it into life energy to heal oneself; any excess life energy will 

be stored in the wings. 

 

[Barrier Enhancement]: All defensive effects will continuously strengthen with the increase of ranking. 

When withstanding an attack powerful enough to break the shield, a barrier will be formed after the 

shield shatters, blocking damage for the target not exceeding their own limit of endurance once. 

 

Evolutionary Path: 

 

①: Barrier Silver Phoenix, ②: Guardian Arrow Yiluan, ③: Barrier Dragon Dove. 

 

The Iron-winged Sparrow indeed evolved into the City Protecting Magpie, just as Fang Mu had expected. 

 

Its ranking jumped from the original Silver Rank Level Six Perfect Quality, all the way to Silver Rank Level 

Ten Legendary Quality! 

 

The investment of two thousand milliliters of Blood Aged Wine by Fang Mu enabled the City Protecting 

Magpie to achieve a double jump in quality. 

 

For Fang Mu, this was a stroke of great fortune! 

 

The reason why Fang Mu’s Guardian Beasts generally can reach Legendary Quality at the silver stage is 

that most of them have absorbed Covenant Blood Essence. 

 

Thereby crossing over a threshold in the hierarchy of life. 

 



Fang Mu couldn’t use Covenant Blood Essence to help transform the bloodline of Hu Tao’s Guardian 

Beast. 

 

According to Fang Mu’s expectations, he only thought that the City Protecting Magpie would reach Epic 

Quality after this bloodline transformation. 

 

Any person with resources pursuing high quality at a lower ranking understands how difficult it is to 

enhance the quality of a Guardian Beast at a lower stage. 

 

Previously, Hu Tao said she could barely reach the Silver Ranks in the Battle Network. 

 

Now, with the strengthened Bird Armor Puppet in combination with the Iron-winged Sparrow, Hu Tao 

should have no problem being a Golden Rank gatekeeper! 

 

Moreover, the City Protecting Magpie itself is not a Guardian Beast meant for one-on-one combat. 

 

Compared to a 1V1 duel, the City Protecting Magpie’s skills are fully focused on the protection of a 

team. 

 

Due to its bloodline transformation, the City Protecting Magpie’s original skills and exclusive features 

have been enhanced. 

 

The Copper Level Skill formerly known as [Wing Block] has now become [City Wing]. 

 

[City Wing] not only strengthened the defense of the wings based on the original foundation. 

 

It also enables the City Protecting Magpie’s wings to store a portion of elemental damage when struck 

by an elemental attack, giving the City Protecting Magpie the capacity to counter Elemental Beasts. 

 

The majority of Defensive Beasts specialize in handling physical attacks and are at a loss when facing 

elemental attacks. 

 



They can only bear the damage with their bodies. 

 

The change in Copper Level Skill has elevated the combat pattern of the City Protecting Magpie. 

 

The Silver Grade Skill [Firm Protect] didn’t change in name, but its effect has undergone a 

transformation. 

 

The revamped [Firm Protect] can convert suffered damage into combat spirit, using the combat spirit to 

stimulate the mind and soul of the City Protecting Magpie. 

 

This allows the City Protecting Magpie to increase its resistance to soul and spirit abilities when targeted 

by Soul Series and Spirit Series Beasts. 

 

Under such circumstances, if there are Guardian Beasts with soul and spirit protection abilities to aid the 

City Protecting Magpie, 

 

the City Protecting Magpie can always ensure the safety of teammates in combat. 

 

Compared to the two skills [City Wing] and [Firm Protect], Fang Mu feels that the biggest change for the 

City Protecting Magpie is its Perfect Quality exclusive feature [Thorny Feather Crown]. 

 

[Thorny Feather Crown] previously seemed to Fang Mu like a damage reduction BUFF. 

 

This exclusive feature [Thorny Feather Crown] greatly elevates the strategic significance of the City 

Protecting Magpie. 

 

The reason why Hu Tao is considered a prodigy at Jinghai Beastmaster High School, aside from her 

awakening of a Destiny Guardian Beast, 

 

also has a lot to do with the City Protecting Magpie’s exclusive feature [Thorny Feather Crown]. 

 



[Thorny Feather Crown] not only reduces damage received by the City Protecting Magpie but now also 

allows it to benefit from healing effects when the target under its protection is healed. 

 

With the skills [City Wing] and [Firm Protect], the City Protecting Magpie can guard a large number of 

units. 

 

As long as there is a Healing Series Beast in the team, the team’s Beast Master healer doesn’t need to 

focus on treating the City Protecting Magpie directly. 

 

As they heal other members of the team, the City Protecting Magpie will also be healed. 

 

This significantly reduces the pressure on the team’s Beast Master responsible for healing. 

 

Firstly, in the Beastmaster world, Healing Series Beast Masters are extremely scarce. 

 

Furthermore, in a five-person team, at most only one healing beast tamer can be accommodated. 

 

Some teams, in order to enhance their offensive capabilities, will forego a healer. 

 

To add another beastmaster who excels in strong attacks. 

 

Since the number of guardian beasts each person can contract is limited, almost all beastmasters in the 

beastmaster world specialize in a single direction. 

 

Otherwise, once a beastmaster attempts to develop in multiple areas, leading to mediocrity across the 

board, 

 

It would be difficult to gain acceptance into a team. 

 

It’s not that members of wealthy clans haven’t tried this path, 



 

But even with a grandmaster creator behind them, providing abundant resources, the number of 

guardian beasts one can contract is still capped. 

 

Having too many contracted guardian beasts leads to a failure to comprehend mystery patterns, and in 

the moment when other peers combine mysterious patterns into mystical chapters, the gap will be 

instantly widened! 

 

Fang Mu could already imagine the joy in Hu Tao’s heart at the sight of the City Protecting Magpie. 

 

Although ascending to perfect quality and gaining the exclusive feature [Thorny Feather Crown] had 

increased the strategic significance of the bird, [Thorny Feather Crown] was not the strongest exclusive 

feature of the City Protecting Magpie. 

 

Exclusive features [Suffering Siphon] and [Barrier Enhancement] were both more valuable than [Thorny 

Feather Crown]. 

 

The exclusive feature [Suffering Siphon] could convert part of the damage borne by the City Protecting 

Magpie and its teammates into a healing ability to restore its own life energy. 

 

It would have miraculous effects when used in the endgame. 

 

Furthermore, the surplus life energy would accumulate in its wings, allowing the City Protecting Magpie 

to block even more damage for its teammates. 

 

This type of exclusive feature had the miraculous effect of turning the tides when facing evenly matched 

enemies or when disadvantaged. 

 

The appearance of the exclusive feature [Barrier Enhancement] was related to the awakening of a hint 

of Thousand Mile Barrier Bird bloodline within the City Protecting Magpie. 

 

For a moment, Fang Mu didn’t know how to describe the exclusive feature [Barrier Enhancement]. 



 

If one were to rate exclusive features, [Barrier Enhancement] could be absolutely classified as SS-level 

for a defensive beast. 

 

The newly acquired exclusive feature [Barrier Enhancement] meant that as the City Protecting Magpie’s 

rank increased, all defensive effects it applied would receive an additional percentage boost. 

 

Not only that, but the City Protecting Magpie’s defense effectively had a double-guard effect. 

 

When its defense was broken through, an automatic barrier would form to block damage for the target 

once. 

 

Fang Mu remembered that when he talked with Hu Tao during their first year, Hu Tao didn’t actually 

want to become a purely defensive beast tamer. 

 

Rather than being a pure defender, Hu Tao would prefer to be a frontline warrior. 

 

However, the skills and exclusive features of the City Protecting Magpie forced Hu Tao to reevaluate his 

choices. 

 

But now with such a perfect City Protecting Magpie, it could take on the protective duties for the team. 

 

As long as Hu Tao contracted another guardian beast related to defense, he could freely choose his 

contracts. 

 

What those with grandmaster creators behind them couldn’t achieve, Hu Tao could. 

 

Because Hu Tao had Fang Mu supporting him. 

 

Fang Mu could create Blood Aged Wine, which was unique throughout the entire beastmaster world. 

 



Otherwise, if it were someone else enhancing the Iron-winged Sparrow, they would have to choose 

between the Phoenix bloodline and the Barrier Sparrow’s bloodline— 

 

They could never coexist! 

 

On the City Protecting Magpie’s three evolutionary paths, Fang Mu would choose to attempt 

transforming its bloodline into that of the Barrier Silver Phoenix when upgrading to Platinum Tier. 

 

The second evolutionary path—Guardian Arrow Yiluan—based on the name alone, one could tell it was 

focused on the Phoenix bloodline. 

 

The third evolutionary path—Barrier Dragon Dove—did pique Fang Mu’s interest, however. 

 

Under the premise of stimulating the Thousand Mile Barrier Bird bloodline, it could also tempt the City 

Protecting Magpie to awaken the bloodline of a Dragon race beast. 

 

The Dragon race beast bloodline was as famed as that of the Phoenix-type Beast, but both the Phoenix-

type and the Thousand Mile Barrier Bird belonged to the avian category. 

 

It might be possible to induce a fusion of bloodlines. 

 

If the City Protecting Magpie’s internal bloodline shifted from Phoenix to Dragon, a conflict would 

definitely arise after both bloodlines were enhanced! 
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Fang Mu looked at the City Protecting Magpie, which was sound asleep, and walked over to touch the 

crown feathers that had grown on the top of its head. 

 

The texture of these crown feathers was no different from metal, only slightly more resilient than your 

average metal. 

 

The texture of the wing feathers was even harder than that of the crown feathers. 



 

Once the City Protecting Magpie filled these feathers with energy, it would become the “mountain” at 

the forefront of the team, providing a reassuring sense of protection. 

 

The enhancement of Hu Tao’s Destiny Guardian Beast, the Bird Armor Puppet, wouldn’t be completed in 

just a day or two. 

 

It required a long time to devour those higher-grade Metal Spiritual Materials and absorb their 

properties. 

 

Compared to Jiang Tuo, Hu Tao’s rate of strength improvement was undoubtedly much slower. 

 

But as long as higher-grade Metal Spiritual Materials were provided, Hu Tao’s Destiny Guardian Beast 

could keep improving. 

 

This kind of Guardian Beast with no upper limit in strength relied on resources for growth. 

 

The Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger watched the evolved City Protecting Magpie with even greater 

greed in its eyes. 

 

If not for the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger knowing that Fang Mu would never allow it to eat the 

City Protecting Magpie, it would probably have pounced on it and feasted by now! 

 

Fang Mu raised his hand to touch the sturdy forelimbs of the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger and said 

helplessly to the huge creature. 

 

“Meet Dragon, when it comes to eating, I’ve always treated you well.” 

 

“You can’t possibly be this envious, can you?” 

 

“You were the one who chose water deer meat from over three hundred types of meat, eating this kind 

of meat imbued with Water Elemental Energy is most beneficial for your growth.” 



 

When Fang Mu stroked its forelimbs, the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger lowered its large head. 

 

It looked at Fang Mu with gentle and docile eyes. 

 

At this moment, the ferocious Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger actually gave off a somewhat silly 

impression. 

 

Three python tails, two dragon-like and one python-like. 

 

The python and dragon tails, which were normally coiled high on the back, were now curled and 

clustered behind Fang Mu. 

 

Fang Mu played with the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger for a while before taking out the Dragon Ball 

of the Underworld River Hidden Dragon. 

 

The Dragon Ball of the Underworld River Hidden Dragon exuded a deep, dark oppressiveness. 

 

Underneath the profundity and darkness, there was also a sensation of overwhelming and startling 

oppression. 

 

Fang Mu tossed the dark water dual-attributed Dragon Ball to the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger. 

 

“Meet Dragon, let the newly formed python tail swallow this Dragon Ball!” 

 

This Dragon Ball of the Underworld River Hidden Dragon was obtained by Fang Mu from the Soul Whale 

Princess. 

 

Since leaving Lu City until now, Fang Mu and the Soul Whale Princess had only been in contact once. 

 



The Soul Whale Princess invited Fang Mu to visit the Sea Country, but he declined. 

 

The Sea Clan formed by Aquatic Sovereign Beasts was a completely different force from the Emperor 

Beast Court. 

 

The relationship between the Sea Clan and humans wasn’t particularly close. 

 

Because the sea regions lack space for human habitation, there’s no need to divide land regions with the 

Human Federation like the Emperor Beast Court does. 

 

This caused most Sea Clan to treat humans or Land Born Imperial Beasts that enter the sea as invaders. 

 

Even though Fang Mu held the status of a Grandmaster Creator’s disciple, he wasn’t willing to visit the 

Sea Country until his strength was built up enough to contend with it. 

 

Just as the Soul Whale Princess couldn’t protect her own offspring, she might not be able to protect him. 

 

Anyone in the Sea Country, if they harbored any ill intentions toward him, 

 

Could harm him from the shadows. 

 

It was just like how a minor character under a clan lord in the Sea Clan dared to use the offspring of the 

Soul Whale Princess as bait. 

 

As a national adviser of a major Sea Country, the Soul Whale Princess couldn’t possibly be without 

enemies in the Sea Country. 

 

Fang Mu knew that the Dragon Soul Whale Princess was genuinely enthusiastic about him and wanted 

to express her gratitude. 

 



But this invitation from the Soul Whale Princess made Fang Mu’s opinion of the Dragon Soul Whale 

Princess drop a notch. 

 

It was very likely that the Soul Whale Princess was confident in her absolute power within one of the 

Four Sea Countries of the Han Yang Empire. 

 

Still, such actions were somewhat thoughtless. 

 

The Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger’s newly born python tail clamped onto the Dragon Ball of the 

Underworld River Hidden Dragon that Fang Mu threw. 

 

In an instant, the same aura as the Dragon Ball of the Underworld River Hidden Dragon appeared on the 

python tail. 

 

The overwhelming energies of the dark element and Water Element, along with the terrifying main 

dragon’s oppressiveness, erupted simultaneously within the python tail. 

 

One sharp blue-violet dragon scale after another started to grow on the body of the python tail. 

 

Three bulges formed on the head of the python, and gradually, branches-like horns grew from the front 

and both sides of the python tail’s forehead, extending backward. 

 

The horns of the Hidden Dragon are the largest and most ornate among all the Dragon race Guardian 

Beasts. 

 

A low roar like a surge of water waves came from the freshly transformed dragon head. 

 

The rank of the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger, bolstered by the power of this Dragon Ball, had now 

reached the tenth level of the Golden Stage. 

 

If not for the limitation posed by Fang Mu’s Beast Master star level, the Subduing Dragon Nightmare 

Tiger would have surely broken through to the Platinum Tier by now! 



 

The energies within those previous two Dragon Balls had been mainly used to enhance the quality of the 

Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger. 

 

Now that the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger’s quality was raised to Legendary Quality, all the power 

of the Dragon Ball was used to enhance its rank. 

 

Fang Mu thoroughly enjoyed the thrill of incrementally enhancing his Guardian Beasts and becoming 

stronger himself. 

 

In a few more days, Fang Mu would be able to form a new Covenant Blood Essence. 

 

The Stardisk Meeting would likely be held within the next couple of days as well. 

 

Fang Mu checked the time and noted that from entering to cultivate the City Protecting Magpie until he 

came out, a total of more than three hours had passed. 

 

It was now one o’clock in the morning. 

 

Stepping out of the dark room, Fang Mu saw Hu Tao poring over a book about Metal Spiritual Materials. 

 

She was taking notes in a notebook from time to time. 
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Jiang Tuo was working incessantly, strengthening the three ice-attribute Catastrophe Class Ghost System 

Beasts he had just fused with. 

 

Both of them were exceptionally diligent. 

 

Fang Mu cleared his throat, drawing their attention to himself. 



 

“Ah Tao, Xiao Tuo, you mustn’t stay up so late, even if you are working hard in the future!” 

 

“Only with sufficient sleep can you improve the efficiency of your meditation the next day!” 

 

“Meditating near the Sacred Relics Falling Cherry Essence Carp can cause a stinging sensation in your 

spiritual power.” 

 

“Without proper rest, it will be hard to endure!” 

 

Hu Tao and Jiang Tuo nodded their heads hurriedly upon hearing this. 

 

Both were night owls and used to going to bed late. 

 

Hu Tao had no particular talent for cultural knowledge and relied on hard work at night. 

 

However, compared to studying for an extra couple of hours at night, enhancing spiritual power was 

undoubtedly more crucial. 

 

Otherwise, they would be wasting the opportunity Fang Mu had given them. 

 

Sacred Relics could not be obtained so easily! 

 

Among the various Sacred Relics, the Falling Cherry Essence Carp was also an outstanding existence. 

 

Seeing that the two had taken his words to heart, Fang Mu pointed towards the dark room and said to 

Hu Tao with a smile, 

 

“Ah Tao, your Iron-winged Sparrow has now evolved into a City Protecting Magpie by activating the 

bloodlines of the Phoenix and the Barrier Sparrow in its body, according to my design.” 



 

“Because this little one has eaten two large bites of Sleep Moss, it probably won’t wake up until 

tomorrow afternoon.” 

 

“Then, you can try to compete in the Battle Network.” 

 

As he said this, Fang Mu paused, then spoke to Hu Tao very seriously, 

 

“Ah Tao, you have always had a misconception, which is that you put too much emphasis on your 

individual combat strength.” 

 

“But your City Protecting Magpie’s abilities are more oriented towards team defense.” 

 

“When you are bonded to only one Guardian Beast, you’ll be at a significant disadvantage when facing 

opponents on the Battle Network.” 

 

“The Battle Network’s Ranking also has a two-player and a five-player mode. You could randomly match 

a few two-player games, or I could simply accompany you for a few 2V2 battles.” 

 

“You’ll see how strong your City Protecting Magpie is in terms of team abilities!” 

 

Fang Mu was very earnest as he spoke. 

 

During his time at Dragon Rise Federation High School, the school did not teach about combat; the focus 

was rather on cultural education and personal combat experience. 

 

Fang Mu felt this was also a major reason for Hu Tao’s lack of self-confidence.

“Knowing that her own strength is insufficient, this Blood Race Queen will definitely have her Blood 

Servants flee.” 

 

“Let the fleeing Blood Servants inform the other High-level Blood Tribe members.” 



 

“Missing even one Blood Servant will bring trouble, and incur the deep enmity of the Blood Race!” 

 

“Making an enemy of these long-lived creatures is not a wise thing to do!” 

 

Shu Liangjun’s words were extremely serious, and Fang Mu could sense his wariness toward the Blood 

Race. 

 

Fang Mu was deeply curious about how creatures from the Blood Castle Dimensional Rift, such as the 

Blood Race, could move freely in the Main World. 

 

“Elder Shu, why are there so many High-level Blood Tribe members moving around in the Human

“In return, the underground world supplies us with a variety of Metal Spiritual Materials.” 

 

“The continuous decline in prices of various Metal Spiritual Materials over the past fifty years, making 

them no longer rare goods in the market, is due to this reason.” 

 

“In contrast to the perfect integration between humans and the underground world, upon the initial 

appearance of the Pioneering Level Blood Castle Dimensional Rift, more than ten Red Moon Castles 

drifted from within the rift.” 

 

“Every one of these Red Moon Castles harbors at least one powerful Blood Race Queen.” 

 

“The Founding Sect, along with all the Federation, embarked on a nearly three-hundred-year-long war 

with the Blood Race over eight hundred years ago.” 

 

“Only when an Empress of the Blood Race came personally to the Human World did both parties take a 

step back, and the Founding Sect signed a treaty with the Blood Race.” 

 

“Thereafter, the Founding Sect named the region west of the Wash Moon River in the Western Region 

as the Blood Realm, ceded to the Blood Race.” 

 

“The Blood Race no longer uses human blood as their nourishment for living.” 

 

“This is precisely why High-level Blood Tribe members can appear in the Human World!” 



 

Fang Mu frowned upon hearing this and asked Shu Liangjun a question. 

 

“Is the Blood Race more powerful than the Founding Sect?” 

 

The Wash Moon River is a very famous river that is said to be the closest place to the moon in this 

world. 

 

Bathed and nurtured by the moonlight’s energy, the Wash Moon River is home to many unique 

Guardian Beasts. 

 

These Guardian Beasts can be considered the wealth of the current world, embodying the diversity of 

species. 

 

Land to the west of the Wash Moon River is extremely fertile and the environment is quite suitable for 

human habitation. 

 

Fang Mu had seen that battle eight hundred years ago mentioned in textbooks before he became a 

Beast Master.

It is surprising that Contract Garden is willing to cede such a vast area to the Blood Race. 

 

 

Hearing this, Shu Liangjun fell silent for a moment before speaking to Fang Mu. 

 

 

“Little Wood, I don’t know how to answer the question you’ve asked,” he said. 

 

 

“The Creators in Contract Garden all keep a very low profile.”

The Hundred Lilies Flower Child indeed evolved into the Hundred Lilies Lady, but its quality did not 

improve as expected. 

 

Fang Mu remembered Feng Lin’s plan was for the Hundred Lilies Flower Child to store energy and 

attempt to elevate its quality upon advancing to the Diamond Level.
