[Garbage Recycling]: Refined extraction of trash absorbed into the body, digesting the useless parts and 

purifying the useful parts, then storing them in the space around the Mechanical Heart. 

 

[Sealing Scenery]: Absorbs the surrounding scenery’s imagery through free-moving filaments, 

condensing them into concentrated Scenery Fantasy Pearls, which can be absorbed by living beings, 

with absorption level related to mental strength and Comprehension Power. 

 

Exclusive Features: 

 

[Electronic Butterfly]: The Machinery Granted heart can condense an Electronic Butterfly every so often. 

The Electronic Butterfly can infest objects deemed as trash and lost of life, reviving the life form’s 

strength from before death (the infestation time is related to the life form’s previous strength). 

 

[Machinery Granted]: Through the spiritually infused Metal Spiritual Materials absorbed, it creates gears 

embodying the essence of machinery that are compatible with any Mechanical Beast, enhancing the 

expansion of their innate potential. 

 

[Machinery Spirit Steel Jade]: In the process of decomposing and digesting trash, the energy released is 

used to charge the Steel Jade. Once charged, Steel Jade falls off on its own. Embedding Steel Jade into 

flesh can transform the fleshy body towards a mechanical one, disassembling the flesh into Flesh and 

Blood Gears, and reassembling the body perfectly. Steel Jade can increase the infection speed of the 

Electronic Butterfly on living beings. 

 

Evolutionary Path: ??? 

 

With a single probe, Fang Mu understood what those semi-transparent smooth crystals growing on the 

metal filaments of Xi Xi were. 

 

They were actually uncharged Steel Jade. 

 

The exclusive feature [Machinery Spirit Steel Jade] that Xi Xi obtained upon reaching Legendary Quality 

could work in conjunction with the exclusive feature [Electronic Butterfly]. 

 



First, [Machinery Spirit Steel Jade] could invade the target’s body, increasing the infection speed of the 

[Electronic Butterfly] on the target. 

 

The exclusive feature [Electronic Butterfly] was extraordinarily powerful, granting Xi Xi, a functional 

Beast, an infinite upper limit in its offense capability. 

 

The strength of Xi Xi depended entirely on the strength of the corpses controlled by the Electronic 

Butterfly. 

 

Even at the Silver rank, Xi Xi could possess the combat power of Sequential Rank beings. 

 

However, the mighty [Electronic Butterfly] was not without its weaknesses.

Reading the expression on Jin Xuan’s face, Jin Zhaoyan knew why Lu Xiaoyin and Jin Xuan had come to 

find him. 

 

 

Jin Zhaoyan tried to suppress his excitement and anticipation, taking a deep breath. 

 

 

Lu Xiaoyin quickly stepped forward and helped up Jin Zhaoyan, who was still bending over. 

 

 

Lu Xiaoyin and She Wan had accompanied Fang Mu to the Panfeng Federation before. 

 



 

Although Lu Xiaoyin had been helping Fang Mu handle affairs within the Mechanism Fortress, she knew 

the situation of the Brilliant clan well. 

 

 

She Wan would communicate what she knew to Lu Xiaoyin to help her serve Fang Mu better as his 

personal butler. 

 

 

The Brilliant Castle was an important partner for Fang Mu, and Fang Mu placed great importance on 

them. 

 

 

When Jin Zhaoyan showed goodwill to her, Lu Xiaoyin also showed Jin Zhaoyan enough respect in 

return. 

 

 

“Old Jin, the young master has invited you to move to the activity room on the third floor. Have you 

prepared any Spiritual Materials like the Soul Soothing Incense?” 

 

 

Jin Zhaoyan hurriedly nodded at her words. 

 

 

Fang Mu had specific requirements for Jin Zhaoyan, who knew exactly what he should prepare. 

 

 

Before going to sleep in the morning, he had already asked Jin Xuan to prepare everything. 

 

 



“Rest assured, the Dreamy Golden Locust Flower Powder and the bee wax incense made from Sleep Bee 

wax I have prepared will put my soul to sleep for at least three hours,” 

 

 

“I won’t cause any soul fluctuations to disturb Mr. Jianmu!” 

 

 

Lu Xiaoyin checked the incense that Jin Xuan handed over, and only after making sure everything was 

satisfactory did she turn around and lead the way. 

 

 

At the entrance to the activity room on the third floor, Lu Xiaoyin stretched out her hand to stop Jin 

Xuan and shook her head at him. 

 

 

“Just Old Jin needs to go in. If you want to wait, stand with me in the corridor!” 

 

 

Jin Xuan hurriedly shook his hand and said. 

 

 

“No need to trouble you with waiting here. Our Brilliant clan trusts Sir Jianmu very much. After a while, I 

will go with the other two companions to see the night view of JA City.” 

 

 

“I wonder if you have any good recommendations, Mr. Lu?” 

 

 

Lu Xiaoyin smiled and gestured into the corridor. 

 



 

“Let’s talk over there, so as not to disturb my young master.” 

 

 

“There are many scenic spots in JA City, and if you don’t mind, I can take you for a tour!” 

 

 

Lu Xiaoyin had no work that night. 

 

 

Accompanying Fang Mu as a private butler to take care of partners was something that Lu Xiaoyin had to 

do. 

 

 

Lu Xiaoyin could feel Jin Xuan’s desire to make her acquaintance. 

 

 

In fact, Lu Xiaoyin also wanted to make Jin Xuan’s acquaintance. 

 

 

This would make it more convenient for Lu Xiaoyin to help Fang Mu liaise with the Brilliant clan in the 

future. 

 

 

As soon as Jin Zhaoyan entered the activity room, he saw Fang Mu sitting at the table, carefully flipping 

through an ancient book. 

 

 

Upon his entry, Fang Mu placed the ancient book on the table. 

 



 

Then he casually poured a cup of tea for himself. 

 

 

“Judging by your complexion, you must have rested well.” 

 

 

“You don’t have to worry, both extending your lifespan and healing your leg won’t have any adverse 

effects on you!” 

 

 

“Your lifespan can be replenished today, but your leg will need some time to heal.” 

 

 

“A newly rejuvenated limb will affect the prosthetic you have been wearing.” 

 

 

“If you don’t want to be constrained during the regeneration of your right leg, I can find a Forging Spirit 

Grandmaster to serve you.” 

 

 

Fang Mu’s words once again steadied Jin Zhaoyan’s heart. 

 

 

All of Jin Zhaoyan’s last worries completely disappeared. 

 

 

Had there been any real risk, Fang Mu certainly would not have made such an emphatic reassurance to 

him. 

 



 

Jin Zhaoyan couldn’t possibly have Fang Mu allocate a Forging Spirit Grandmaster to serve him. 
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In front of a Grandmaster Creator, a Spirit-smithing Master is nothing significant, yet in any part of the 

Main World, a Spirit-smithing Master can be considered a notable figure. 

 

“Mr. Jianmu, I won’t need a prosthetic during the limb regeneration period.” 

 

“I really hope to experience the process of my limb being regenerated!” 

 

“If, before you wish to move, my limb has not regrown,” 

 

“I’ll contact a Spirit-smithing Master I’m familiar with to forge a suitable prosthetic for temporary use!” 

 

Fang Mu raised his eyebrows upon hearing this, but did not immediately respond. 

 

Because Fang Mu was not sure what effect the combination of Setting Sun Lotus Root Powder and the 

Gold Level Skill [Koi Blood Regeneration] of Origin Blood Wad Carp would have. 

 

Koi Blood Regeneration allows the Origin Blood Wad Carp to absorb the target’s blood and combine it 

with its own Nuwa Blood. 

 

It then feeds the Nuwa Blood back to the target, activating the target’s genetic template to induce 

regeneration. 

 

This complements the effects of the Setting Sun Lotus Root Powder. 

 

However, Fang Qin’s severed fingers had already grown back, and up until now, Fang Mu had not had 

the chance to experiment. 



 

It could be said that Fang Mu’s offer to help Jin Zhaoyan heal his injury and regrow his limb stemmed 

from the desire to make connections with Jin Zhaoyan and the Glorious Clan as well as the intention to 

experiment with the combined effects of the Origin Blood Wad Carp and the Setting Sun Lotus Root 

Powder. 

 

Seeing that Fang Mu did not immediately respond, Jin Zhaoyan’s heart suddenly clenched. 

 

He feared that after observing his injury, Fang Mu would give him a negative answer. 

 

If that happened, Jin Zhaoyan would surely break down in front of Fang Mu. 

 

Noting the changes in Jin Zhaoyan’s expression, Fang Mu first took a sip of tea, then stood up and said, 

 

“Elder Jin, please remove your prosthetic first!” 

 

“Then change into the clothes we’ve prepared for you, using Soul-calming Spiritual Materials is enough.” 

 

“Everyone’s injuries are different, so the time it takes to recover cannot be certain.” 

 

“Even injuries far more severe than yours can be healed, so there’s no need to worry!” 

 

Upon hearing this, Jin Zhaoyan immediately realized he had lost his composure in front of Fang Mu. 

 

However, Jin Zhaoyan did not offer much of an explanation. 

 

In the face of life and death, no one is exempt from concern, especially someone who has seen hope 

and has aspirations. 

 

Jin Zhaoyan soon fell into a deep sleep with the aid of the Spiritual Materials he brought with him. 



 

Fang Mu could feel that Jin Zhaoyan’s spirit and soul had both entered a state of sluggishness. 

 

Fang Mu did not immediately feed Jin Zhaoyan the Setting Sun Lotus Root Powder, nor summoned the 

Origin Blood Wad Carp. 

 

Instead, he first summoned the Ten Longevity Carp. 

 

Among all the fish beasts evolved from the All-Kinds Carp, the Ten Longevity Carp looked the most 

ordinary in appearance. 

 

Apart from its body shimmering like green jade, it was deemed to have no other redeeming qualities. 

 

The fins and tail, smaller than a cattail fan, gave what should have been a graceful and agile carp an 

awkward appearance. 

 

Fang Mu used the Innate Divine Skill [Eye of Omniscience] from Fool’s Shadow to investigate the Ten 

Longevity Carp. 

 

[Beast Name]: Ten Longevity Carp 

 

[Beast Species]: Carp family/Cyprinus genus 

 

[Beast Level]: Silver (10/10) 

 

[Beast Element]: Water Series/Life Series 

 

[Beast Potential]: Gold 

 

[Beast Quality]: Perfect 



 

Skill: 

 

[Bubble Therapy]: Shoots out bubbles to heal target’s injuries, which can heal a second time for a short 

duration if the target is injured again. 

 

[Whisker Whip]: Whisking its barbels at the target burns the target’s lifespan. 

 

Exclusive Traits: 

 

[Life Calculation]: If the target’s lifespan is less than ten years, it can guide life energy to replenish the 

target’s life to last ten years. 

 

Evolutionary Path: 

 

①: Hundred-life Carp, ②: Leaping Carp, ③: Darkness Devouring Carp. 

 

The rank of the Ten Longevity Carp finally rose from Silver Level Four to Silver Rank Level Ten, but its 

quality had remained unchanged. 

 

Still stuck at Perfect Quality. 

 

Fang Mu found that the Ten Longevity Carp was more difficult to advance in rank and quality compared 

to the Sakura fall and Origin Blood Wad Carp. 

 

Among all Fang Mu’s beasts, Xi Xi and the Ten Longevity Carp had the most similar situation. 

 

A question arose in Fang Mu’s mind, could it be that the advancement in the ranks and strength of a 

beast is related to the power of its abilities? 

 



With that thought, Fang Mu shook his head. 

 

If that were the case, the scholars of the Beastmaster world would have already discovered this issue. 

 

These scholars in the Beastmaster world have always been keen on discovering new topics. 

 

However, sometimes they like to speculate on the answers with their subjective thoughts, resulting in 

conclusions that are not rigorous enough. 

 

As a biologist in his previous life, Fang Mu liked to understand a scholar’s thoughts through their papers. 

 

It was a way to learn exactly what he wanted to know. 

 

But because the papers in the Beastmaster world lacked rigor, many scholars wrote their conjectures 

into them. 

 

As a result, Fang Mu forcefully changed his habit of researching through papers. 

 

Fang Mu once expressed his views to Cui Ruochen. 

 

It happened that Fang Mu and Cui Ruochen saw eye to eye on this matter. 

 

That was also why Cui Ruochen valued Fang Mu so much. 

 

Fang Mu assessed the condition of the Ten Longevity Carp and believed that if he were willing to provide 

a large amount of Blood Aged Wine, 

 

he could potentially raise the Ten Longevity Carp’s quality to that of Epic Quality during its advancement 

to the Golden Stage. 

 



When the Ten Longevity Carp exhibited its unique [Life Calculation] trait, it would consume the carp’s 

energy, which wouldn’t be good for the carp’s advancement. 

 

Therefore, Fang Mu planned to advance the Ten Longevity Carp’s rank first before extending Jin 

Zhaoyan’s longevity. 

 

If the Ten Longevity Carp were to advance to a Hundred-life Carp and had the option of becoming a 

Thousand-Lifespan Carp in its evolution path, 

 

Fang Mu would spare no effort, even if it meant using Covenant Blood Essence, to promote this 

evolution! 

 

But if the Ten Longevity Carp became a Hundred-life Carp without a pathway to advance to a Thousand-

Lifespan Carp, 

 

then extending the longevity by a thousand years would no longer be a trump card for Fang Mu. 

 

Fang Mu first took a jade basin with a diameter of about two meters and had the Rainy Doll fill it with 

water. 

 

This time Fang Mu didn’t pour in any Life Elixirs but instead threw in several dozens of Life Crystals 

refined by Xi Xi into the jade basin. 

 

A tremendous amount of Life Energy surged out from within the basin. 

 

Without needing any instructions from Fang Mu, the Ten Longevity Carp dove into the jade basin 

 

and began absorbing the immense Life Energy. 

 

The moment Fang Mu sensed that the Ten Longevity Carp’s absorption of Life Energy hit its limit, he 

poured in a full two thousand milliliters of the Blood Aged Wine into the jade basin. 

 



After absorbing the Blood Aged Wine, the Ten Longevity Carp seemed to tear open a gap in its realm, 

 

allowing it to absorb even more Life Energy. 

 

Stripes formed by Life Energy continuously appeared on the carp’s scales. 

 

The Ten Longevity Carp’s body color became even more translucent and its whiskers grew longer and 

finer. 

 

Suddenly, the carp’s whiskers split at the base, each showing a tendency to burst forth. 

 

In this moment, the aura around the Ten Longevity Carp thoroughly underwent a transformation, and its 

body became rounder and more robust than before— 

 

it looked like a big, fortunate fish indeed! 

 

Fang Mu used the Eye of Omniscience to inspect the Ten Longevity Carp once again. 

 

[Beast Name]: Hundred-life Carp 

 

[Beast Species]: Carp family/Cyprinidae genus 

 

[Beast Level]: Gold (1/10) 

 

[Beast Element]: Water Series/Life Series 

 

[Beast Potential]: Platinum Tier 

 

[Beast Quality]: Epic Quality 



 

Skills: 

 

[Bubble Therapy]: Blows bubbles to heal the target’s wounds, which can heal a second time if damaged 

shortly after treatment. 

 

[Whisker Whip]: Whipping the target with its whiskers burns away the target’s lifespan. 

 

[Solid Longevity Seal]: Temporarily restricts the target’s lifespan, preventing it from suffering non-

natural depletion during this time. 

 

Exclusive Traits: 

 

[Life Calculation]: Can top up the target’s lifespan by a hundred years through guiding Life Energy, if the 

target’s lifespan is less than a hundred years. 

 

[Comprehension Longevity Scale]: During the process of restoring lifespan to a target, it reflects the 

target’s power of understanding onto its own scales, enabling part of this comprehension power to be 

applied to a specified target when using the scales. 
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Upon investigation, Fang Mu discovered that the Ten Longevity Carp had evolved into the Hundred-life 

Carp, and both its rank and unique traits had been enhanced. 

 

As the rank had successfully advanced to the Golden Stage, its quality had elevated to Epic Quality. 

 

The Ten Longevity Carp had acquired new skills and unique traits. 

 

The Gold Level Skill [Solid Longevity Seal] allowed the Ten Longevity Carp to imprison the target’s 

lifespan in an extremely short period, preventing any unnatural depletion of the lifespan during the 

imprisonment. 

 



In curse abilities, the most frightening method is to weaken a target’s life strength, reducing the target’s 

lifespan. 

 

Lifespan pertains to the lifespan of a life, whether human or Guardian Beast, none wish for a short life. 

 

This made those with such abilities among the Beast Masters always dreaded by others. 

 

The reason the assassin organization Cursed Snake Tooth is compared to Bliss Palace is that all members 

of Cursed Snake Tooth have contracted a Guardian Beast known as the Witchcraft Serpent. 

 

Before dying, the Witchcraft Serpent will attach a Life-Stealing Seal to the target that killed it. 

 

The Life-Stealing Seal continuously strips the living being’s lifespan until it is exhausted. 

 

Although the Life-Stealing Seal released by a dying Witchcraft Serpent does not consume the lifespan 

quickly, 

 

it can still reduce a person’s lifespan by at least one third. 

 

There are ways to remove this Life-Stealing Seal, but the cost is too great, and without the full support 

of a Master Creator, it is simply impossible to achieve. 

 

This enables the members of Cursed Snake Tooth to preserve their lives after a failed assassination 

attempt. 

 

The Gold Level Skill of the Hundred-life Carp, [Solid Longevity Seal], allowed Fang Mu to completely 

counteract such curses. 

 

Not only that, after [Solid Longevity Seal] is applied to the target, when the target uses abilities involving 

the sacrifice of lifespan, it can shield the target from backlash once. 

 



The execution of the Gold Level Skill [Solid Longevity Seal] is directly related to the loss suffered by the 

target. 

 

The greater the loss sustained by the target, the higher the consumption of the skill [Solid Longevity 

Seal]. 

 

Once [Solid Longevity Seal] is applied to a target, if the curses on the body exceed the limit that [Solid 

Longevity Seal] can bear, it will backlash against the Hundred-life Carp. 

 

Therefore, Fang Mu did not use the Gold Level Skill [Solid Longevity Seal] frivolously. 

 

Rather than [Solid Longevity Seal], what concerned Fang Mu more was the exclusive trait of the 

Hundred-life Carp, [Comprehension Longevity Scale]. 

 

[Comprehension Longevity Scale] means that during the process of aiding other targets in restoring their 

lifespan, the Hundred-life Carp will, in an inexplicable manner, attribute the comprehension gained 

during that period of lifespan enhancement to itself. 

 

This comprehension will condense onto the scales of the Hundred-life Carp. 

 

If Fang Mu uses the scales of the Hundred-life Carp, he can transfer the comprehension from the scales 

to other targets. 

 

[Comprehension Longevity Scale], to some extent, can be considered similar to the Heavenly Fragrance 

Peony Bead. 

 

Only its level is much higher than that of the Heavenly Fragrance Peony Bead! 

 

The individuals whose lifespan Fang Mu helps restore are all powerful beings, and their comprehension 

is inherently powerful. 

 



Such tremendous comprehension acting on a person can grant them a greater potential for epiphany in 

specific conditions. 

 

More importantly, [Comprehension Longevity Scale] can be used in conjunction with the Heavenly 

Fragrance Pearl. 

 

The Hundred-life Carp is already an excellent Strategic Level Beast for Fang Mu, and now it also 

possesses a Strategic Level function. 

 

In any aspect, the Hundred-life Carp is much more precious than the Sacred Relic, Sakura Fall! 

 

After seeing the data on the Hundred-life Carp, Fang Mu could finally relax. 

 

The Hundred-life Carp could evolve into the Thousand-Lifespan Carp! 

 

With the Thousand-Lifespan Carp, Fang Mu would not consider the Leaping Carp or the Darkness 

Devouring Carp even if they had powerful abilities! 

 

Fang Mu looked at the Hundred-life Carp, which had grown slightly larger, and his mind was filled with 

thoughts. 

 

Fang Mu was certain that there was likely no one else in the world who could cultivate the Hundred-life 

Carp. 

 

Unless there was a Creator of a higher level than a Saint Creator in the world, and this Creator was 

willing to provide a large amount of pure Life Elixirs to the All-Kinds Carp, a being whose evolution 

carried many uncertainties. 

 

Otherwise, the Hundred-life Carp would remain the sole existence in Fang Mu’s hands! 

 

Even if such a Creator existed, willing to use a large amount of pure Life Elixirs to nurture the All-Kinds 

Carp, 



 

it would still be difficult to recreate this miracle. 

 

Because in the process of cultivating the Ten Longevity Carp, Fang Mu had used Blood Aged Wine. 

 

Blood Aged Wine was cultivated together by Fang Mu’s blood and the Lifelong Beasmaster’s Blood of 

Abundance, unique to Fang Mu. 

 

Fang Mu raised his hand and gently patted the emerald-like green scales of the Hundred-life Carp. 

 

He then issued an instruction to the Hundred-life Carp to apply its exclusive trait [Longevity Calculation] 

on Jin Zhaoyan, lying asleep in front of the bed. 

 

Soon, ten years of lifespan were infused into Jin Zhaoyan’s body. 

 

As the Ten Longevity Carp evolved into the Hundred-life Carp, the description of [Longevity Calculation] 

had changed. 

 

However, the Ten Longevity Carp could still adjust the grade of [Longevity Calculation] independently. 

 

The current [Longevity Calculation] is divided into ten years and a hundred years grades, which can be 

stacked over each other. 

 

This allows for maximizing the extension of longevity for other lives. 

 

After ten years of lifespan had been infused into Jin Zhaoyan’s body, Fang Mu withdrew the Hundred-

life Carp. 

 

This method of incrementally increasing lifespan has two benefits. 

 



One is that it can raise the limit of lifespan extension. 

 

The other is that it facilitates fine control over the targets needing increased lifespan. 
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In a world where the strong are revered, strength is the fundamental basis of everything. 

 

Only the powerful can make others uphold their promises. 

 

Fang Mu certainly wouldn’t naively believe that others would definitely adhere to verbal agreements. 

 

Therefore, this kind of leverage is necessary on every level! 

 

After increasing Jin Zhaoyan’s lifespan, Fang Mu summoned the Origin Blood Nuwa Carp and took out a 

large box of Setting Sun Lotus Root Powder. 

 

Fang Mu produced a bottle of Life Elixir with a ninety percent purity. 

 

After mixing the lotus root powder with the ninety percent pure Life Elixir, he lifted Jin Zhaoyan’s head 

and poured bowl into his body through his mouth. 

 

The Origin Blood Nuwa Carp bit into Jin Zhaoyan’s neck and sucked out a large amount of blood. 

 

Then, it used the Nuwa Blood to nurture Jin Zhaoyan’s blood, injecting this gene-activating blood back 

into his body. 

 

Immediately afterward, Fang Mu heard noises coming from where Jin Zhaoyan’s limbs had been missing. 

 

Once the gene template is activated, the life energy will remodel the target’s flesh according to the gene 

template. 



 

Jin Zhaoyan’s leg, which had been severed decades ago, grew back at a visibly astonishing speed. 

 

In less than half an hour, Jin Zhaoyan’s leg had fully regrown. 

 

The old injuries within his five viscera also healed completely under the influence of the gene template. 

 

Jin Zhaoyan was now a healthy person! 

 

Whether Jin Zhaoyan could become an Order Strong within the ten-year lifespan extension, Fang Mu 

couldn’t say. 

 

But if it was about extending Jin Zhaoyan’s lifespan by another hundred years, Fang Mu had absolute 

confidence in his ability to do so! 

 

His trade with the Brilliant Clan brought not just another Order Strong to the Main World but also 

indebted this Order Strong with a tremendous favor to Fang Mu. 

 

To Fang Mu, it was a great advantage! 

 

Besides this benefit, Fang Mu had also discovered the wonderful use of the Origin Blood Nuwa Carp’s 

Gold Level Skill “Koi Blood Regeneration” together with the Setting Sun Lotus Root Powder. 

 

Jin Zhaoyan would probably wake up from his sleep by tomorrow morning. 

 

Fang Mu recalled the Origin Blood Nuwa Carp, put away the remaining lotus root powder, and then left 

the activity room. 

 

Arriving at the second floor, Fang Mu said to the two servants in the manor. 

 



“Take Mr. Jin to his room from the third floor’s activity room.” 

 

“When the people from the Brilliant Clan return, lead them to check Mr. Jin’s condition.” 

 

These two servants were summoned by Lu Xiaoyin and completed their servant work exceptionally well. 

 

Furthermore, having signed a private agreement with Lu Xiaoyin, which offered a generous 

compensation, these servants would do their best to protect Fang Mu’s interests when confronted with 

matters. 

 

Fang Mu’s arrangements and tasks up to this point had always been carried out satisfactorily by the two 

servants. 

 

After making sure everything was in order and with about an hour left until Hu Tao’s lesson was to be 

made up, 

 

Fang Mu planned to use this time to enter the Stomach Spatial Worm’s abdominal space to check on the 

Lily Lilith. 

 

With the nourishment of spiritual energy and absorption of pure life energy, 

 

the Lily Lilith should be living very comfortably. 

 

Returning to the bedroom, Fang Mu summoned the Stomach Spatial Worm and entered its abdominal 

space, where he found the entire area permeated with a fresh, faint fragrance.

[Life Protection]: The life energy that naturally dissipates from the beast will be stored in the flower 

core. When the contractor’s life energy is depleted, the extra stored life energy can be infused into the 

contractor’s body to replenish their life energy. 

 

[Life Fountain]: As the source, it spouts forth life energy, healing specified allies and applying a forbidden 

healing effect on specified enemies. 

 

Evolutionary Path: 

 

①: Lily Lilith·Foliage Bud, ②: Lily Flower Child, ③: Hundreds of Lily Flower Demons. 

 

Fang Mu had always set great value on the legendary beast Lily Lilith. 

 

Yet, he never expected that the Lily Lilith within his abdominal space would bring him such a 

tremendous surprise! 

 

Fang Mu’s Eden Dreamland was already capable of growing new plant-based beasts Above the Green 

Field. 

 

As Fang Mu’s acting improved and he became ever more selective with his beasts, he hadn’t found an 

appropriate candidate. 

 

But now, Fang Mu felt he had found it! 

 

The two exclusive traits of Lily Lilith made it very suitable to be planted in Eden Dreamland. 

 

The Copper Level Skill [Heal] offered by Lily Lilith was, frankly, unremarkable. 

 

Recovering qi and blood and healing injuries are two abilities that every healing beast must possess. 

 



Without either the ability to recover qi and blood or to heal injuries, it couldn’t be considered a true 

healing beast. 

 

However, Lily Lilith’s strength lay not in her skills, but in her exclusive traits. 

 

During the growth process of Lily Lilith, life energy continually emanates from within. 

 

It wouldn’t take long for Lily Lilith to accumulate a considerable amount of life energy. 

 

Even more so, as Lily Lilith’s stage is continuously rising! 

 

Whenever Fang Mu sustained injuries, Lily Lilith would inject this surplus stored life energy into Fang 

Mu’s body. 

 

This provided Fang Mu with an additional self-preservation method in times of danger. 

 

The exclusive trait [Life Protection] is a passive skill that automatically activates when it senses Fang 

Mu’s life energy is depleted. 

 

Fang Mu always welcomed such self-preservation abilities! 

 

However, such abilities were not easily encountered. 

 

Lily Lilith’s acquisition of the exclusive trait [Life Protection] upon ascending to Perfect Quality was 

indeed a stroke of luck for Fang Mu. 

 

Ascending to the Legendary Quality and the acquisition of the exclusive trait [Life Fountain] turned Lily 

Lilith into a wellspring of life energy. 

 

But what truly intrigued Fang Mu was not its group healing ability but the forbidden healing effect it 

could inflict on enemy units! 



 

Fang Mu had never encountered the ability to forbid healing before. 

 

Elemental energy possesses different properties, and different properties can induce radically different 

changes in an element. 

 

For example, the combustion and explosion of Fire Elements are two changes of the same element. 

 

Life energy, too, can exhibit changes in properties just like Elemental Energy! 

 

Deploying a forbidding healing skill against enemy targets in combat effectively nullifies the enemy’s 

healing beast tamers. 

 

Many beast masters who have contracted Aggressive Type guardian beasts rely heavily on healing. 

 

On Lily Lilith’s evolutionary path, Fang Mu would choose the first evolutionary option, Lily Lilith·Foliage 

Bud, as recommended by Fool’s Shadow. 

 

The second evolutionary option, Lily Flower Child, is somewhat higher than the evolutionary path of 

Hundred Lilies Flower Child. 

 

Even though both evolve towards a humanoid form, the bloodline inside Lily Lilith is of a higher order! 

 

Hundreds of Lily Flower Demons represents the awakening of Lily Lilith’s fairy bloodline, turning into a 

fairy-type beast. 

 

Normally, for plant-based beasts, evolving towards fairy is considered the best evolutionary path. 

 

Yet for Lily Lilith, it barely ranks third. 

 



Fang Mu was eager to see what form Lily Lilith would take upon evolving into Lily Lilith·Foliage Bud. 

 

Gu Kun had noticed Fang Mu and quickly turned to bow to him. 

 

Gu Kun had always followed Fang Mu’s plans to the letter when cultivating Lily Lilith, daring not to make 

the slightest mistake.
