A Silver Stage Legendary Quality Guardian Beast, when converted into ranks, possessed strength
approximately equivalent to a fifth to sixth level Perfect Quality Guardian Beast of the Golden Stage.

The entire focus of the battle was on Jianmu’s side!

Zhao Bo had always had a much weaker mental strength compared to Liu Jun.



Upon seeing the opponent summon a Guardian Beast, Zhao Bo subconsciously released his two
Guardian Beasts at once.

[Thunder Electric Accumulation]: Stores thunder energy within the body, turning itself into a container
for electric energy accumulation.

[Charge Electricity]: Injects the accumulated thunder energy into a specified target, allowing the target
to directly utilize its electric energy.

[Electric Howl]: Uses its own energy to stimulate the activity of surrounding electric elemental energy,
causing the electric element to become active.

With this exploration, Fang Mu had a clear understanding of Zhao Bo’s two guardian beasts.

The elements of Zhao Bo’s two guardian beasts were not among the conventional elemental beasts.

Within the elemental beasts, electric attribute beasts are relatively rare.

Both the Flapping Baboon and the Electric Storage Squirrel Monkey may have mediocre potential,

but at the Gold stage, they both possessed formidable combat power.

The Electric Storage Squirrel Monkey stood on top of the Flapping Baboon, resembling an ornament on
it.

Because of the skill [Charge Electricity], the Flapping Baboon could freely utilize the electric energy for
attacks.

Electric elemental guardian beasts are recognized as the most lethal among all elemental beasts.

A club would certainly pair two individuals with compatible abilities as teammates.



From Zhao Bo’s two guardian beasts, Fang Mu could basically figure out Liu Jun’s guardian beast
element.

This was a similar match-up to what Fang Mu and Hu Tao had previously encountered with Zhang Yao
and Xie Ming.

In the face of electric elemental guardian beasts, Fang Mu did not plan to deploy the Subduing Dragon
Nightmare Tiger.

Unleashing the Python Tail could render it nearly invincible, even against Platinum guardian beasts.

In this battle, Fang Mu did not wish to obliterate his opponent in seconds, but rather to offer Hu Tao a
chance for training,

ensuring Hu Tao could play a role in the battle.

With this thought, Fang Mu summoned his Lake Flame Twins.

It could be said that this was the debut of the Lake Flame Twins on the Battle Network.

But anyone who had seen the Rainy Doll could recognize at a glance that the Lake Flame Twins were its
evolved form.

The audience at the Silver Battle Hall were amazed to find that Jianmu'’s silver-tier Half-Elf bloodline had
evolved!

The Twins represent a special form of elves.

Among the Half-Elves, Gemini Half-Elves possess the most noble bloodline.



If the bloodline were to advance further, Jianmu’s Elemental Beast could evolve into a Lower Spirit!

With a quality that has reached Legendary and the blessing of a top-tier Half-Elf bloodline, its strength
would at least reach the level of a typical Beast Master’s strength at the Platinum Stage.

Zhao Bo and Liu Jun, upon seeing Fang Mu summon the Lake Flame Twins, both felt the pressure.

Liu Jun also summoned his two Guardian Beasts.

Fang Mu was surprised to find that Liu Jun’s two Guardian Beasts were actually two Electric Storage
Squirrel Monkeys!

Such a pairing of Guardian Beasts greatly surprised Fang Mu.

It could be said that Liu Jun’s Guardian Beast pairing completely limited his personal development.

It made Liu Jun only suitable for teaming up with Beast Masters like Zhao Bo who had contracted
offensive types of electric element Guardian Beasts.

If it were Fang Mu, he could in no way accept such a configuration of Guardian Beasts.

However, having three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys amplify a Flapping Baboon.

In facing endurance battles or those against higher-level opponents, the Flapping Baboon could easily
come out on top.

Fang Mu had already displayed the abilities of the Subduing Dragon Nightmare Tiger.

As the supervisor of the Silver Division, Yang Mingyu had personally witnessed Fang Mu'’s strength.



Knowing how terrifying a Flapping Baboon amplified by three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys could be
was exactly why he insisted on picking the Vigor Sea Six Team as Fang Mu’s opponents.

Liu Jun summoned two Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys, which climbed onto the shoulders of the
Flapping Baboon, one on the left and one on the right.

Just from the cultivation angle, Liu Jun’s two Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys were much better than
Zhao BO’s!

When the three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys used the skill [Electric Howl] together, thunder energy
surged out from the bodies of these three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys.

The electric element energy of most of the Silver Battle Hall became active in an instant.

In the midst of this space, Fang Mu and Hu Tao could feel a tingling sensation throughout their bodies.

Following the skill [Electric Howl], the Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys all used the skill [Charge
Electricity] on the Flapping Baboon.

Even without using the skill [Wild Thunder Rage], the Flapping Baboon’s body was still enveloped in
thunder and lightning.

Upon learning that Fang Mu would participate in an exhibition match in the Silver Battle Hall, Fang Qin,
Fang Yuan, and Yan Wood all came to the scene to support him.

All three tickets were procured by Fang Yuan.

With Fang Yuan’s current capabilities, not to mention Silver Battle Hall tickets, even tickets to the Sacred
War Hall were within his reach!

Because Mo Shang was sitting next to Fang Qin, Fang Yuan and Yan Wood were somewhat nervous.



If Fang Mu’s peers saw Jianmu as an idol,

Then for the generation of Fang Yuan and Yan Wood, it was Mo Shang’s legend they had grown up
hearing about.

Mo Shang was well aware of the tricks behind each division’s Battle Hall exhibition matches.

The supervisors of the divisions could arrange the teams for the exhibition matches.

Guardian Beasts like Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys that can store energy within their bodies have
always been controversial.

Many people believe that such Guardian Beasts can store energy far beyond their current stage.

Especially since Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys have a signature trait called [Excess Expansion].

Three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys amplifying a Flapping Baboon can even endow the Flapping
Baboon with the power to fight against a peak Platinum Tier Guardian Beast for a short duration!

It was natural for the Silver Battle Hall supervisor, Yang Mingyu, to want the flow of Jianmu.

But arranging such a strong opponent was a bit against the rules.

Three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys at the peak of Golden Stage, along with the Flapping Baboon,
could even possibly make a rush for the Platinum Division with a bit of luck!

Water conducts electricity.



When water attribute Guardian Beasts and electric attribute Guardian Beasts clash, it’s often the water
attribute Guardian Beasts that suffer!

It was impossible for Fang Mu not to be aware of this fact.

Still sending out this pair of Gemini Spirits in such a situation must mean he was confident in his own
strength.

Gemini Spirits often contain two types of elemental energy.

From its appearance, Fang Mu’s Gemini Spirit was likely in a state of water and fire energy coexistence.

Fang Mu had never used the Lake Flame Twins at level 10 of the Golden Stage with Legendary Quality in
combat before.

With the improvement in bloodline and stage, the current rain screen of the Lake Flame Twins could
cover almost half of the Silver Battle Hall.

Seeing the rain screen spread by Jianmu, and Jianmu and Hu Tao under it,

Zhao Bo and Liu Jun suddenly saw an excellent opportunity.

The two couldn’t help but wonder if Jianmu had gone crazy; didn’t he understand that a rain screen
could conduct electricity?

Zhao Bo gave the Flapping Baboon an order, and the bony plates at the end of its tail collided one after
another.

Straightaway, five [Intense Electric Shocks] were hurled towards the rain screen.



As the crowd saw these five [Intense Electric Shocks] about to land on the rain screen, everyone’s hearts
were in their throats.
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Amplified by three Golden Stage level ten Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys, the Flapping Baboon could
use its skills with reckless abandon.

These five Intense Electric Shock attacks possessed piercing current and were coupled with an extremely
strong explosive effect.

Even a Guardian Beast of the Platinum Tier would find it hard to withstand their edge.

Had it been that Giant Tiger with a dragon’s tail, it would have been a different story.

The formidable might displayed by the Giant Tiger when it unleashed its dragon’s tail was also capable
of standing toe-to-toe with a Platinum Tier Guardian Beast.

Even if the Giant Tiger’s reliance on its Water Element abilities was countered by Zhao Bo and Liu Jun, it
could still rely on its physical prowess to engage in close combat with the Flapping Baboon.

Even if the Flapping Baboon possessed the Gold Level Skill “Wild Thunder Rage.”

Upon entering a Furious State, lightning would envelop its body.

Greatly augmenting its strength.

But Fang Mu’s Giant Tiger was of a quality two levels higher than that of the Flapping Baboon.

However, Fang Mu’s Half-Elf was at a disadvantage in terms of attributes against the Flapping Baboon.



Fang Mu would likely struggle to use the abilities of the Half-Elf to withstand those five Intense Electric
Shocks.

Just as the audience harbored such thoughts, the electric shocks hadn’t even had the chance to spread
upon hitting the rain curtain.

Suddenly, splendid orange flames ignited within the rain curtain.

The flames enveloped the Intense Electric Shocks, neutralizing their energy.

Not letting the Intense Electric Shocks have any opportunity to propagate through the rain.

Fang Mu’s move had clearly exceeded Zhao Bo and Liu Jun’s expectations.

In an instant, both felt a sense of difficulty arising.

Zhao Bo and Liu Jun were indeed powerful.

But as mighty as they were when using three Guardian Beasts to enhance the combat abilities of one, it
rendered Zhao Bo and Liu Jun’s approach to battle rather one-dimensional.

All of the offenses almost entirely relied on the Flapping Baboon.

Once their opponent limited the Flapping Baboon, it would put Zhao Bo and Liu Jun in a passive position.

The ability that the Lake Flame Gemini had just displayed was the exclusive feature they acquired when
advancing to Legendary Quality, “Element Twins.”

“Element Twins” was the key to the Rainy Doll Bloodline’s advancement to become Lake Flame Gemini.



The flames didn’t disperse after neutralizing the five Intense Electric Shocks.

Instead, they blended perfectly with the rain in the sky.

Sending down clusters of sparks within the rain curtain, the sight was visually striking!

When Fang Mu summoned the Lake Flame Gemini and caused them to bring down the rain curtain,

the greenery started to spread beneath Fang Mu’s feet.

Fang Mu used the domain created by Eden Dreamland to wrap around Hu Tao and the City Protecting
Magpie, shielding them from the effects of the rain curtain.

The Ling Poison King Lotus, through its unique feature Cicada, Frog, Lodging on Lotus, ensured that not a
single droplet of rain reached Hu Tao or the City Protecting Magpie.

Hu Tao was already commanding the City Protecting Magpie to use the Skill [Solid Guard], forming an
energy barrier over herself, Fang Mu, and the Lake Flame Gemini.

The City Protecting Magpie spread its City Wing, positioning it in front of Fang Mu and itself.

If Zhao Bo and Liu Jun commanded the Flapping Baboon for a close-range assault, the City Protecting
Magpie would use its City Wing to block the Flapping Baboon’s offense.

The passive effects of Barrier Enhancement and Thorn Feather Crown would be activated by the City
Protecting Magpie during the fight.

With the City Protecting Magpie’s protection, even if Zhao Bo and Liu Jun suddenly produced a Guardian
Beast capable of directly assassinating Hu Tao and Fang Mu,



both could fend off this assault using the City Protecting Magpie’s Skill [Solid Guard] and Feature [Barrier
Protection].

Fu Yang, observing the half-covered rain curtain lit up by the descending sparks, felt a headache from
the flashes.

Fu Yang had never thought that Zhao Bo and Liu Jun could defeat Jianmu.

But how did they fall into a disadvantage so early in the fight despite having a clear advantage in
attributes?

Zhao Bo and Liu Jun usually fought in an exceptionally sharp manner.

Yet in this Silver Battle Hall exhibition match, influenced by the surrounding environment and the
pressure from their side,

they started to feel shackled!

Many on the Battle Network had analyzed the intensity of the toxins contained within the rain of
Jianmu’s Half-EIf.

Fu Yang had also made his judgments based on his own insights.

At the Silver Peak, the toxins contained in the Half-Elf’s rain curtain were enough to threaten a Guardian
Beast of the Platinum Tier.

Now that Jianmu’s Guardian Beasts had successfully advanced to the Golden Stage, the potency of the
toxins would definitely be stronger!

If Zhao Bo and Liu Jun continued to conservatively command the Flapping Baboon to carry out ranged
strikes,



they would no longer stand a chance of retaliating once touched by the rain.

The best way for Zhao Bo and Liu Jun to turn the tables at the moment would be to utilize the
amplification of the three Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys, allowing the Flapping Baboon to enter a
state of Wild Thunder Rage.

The lightning enveloping the Flapping Baboon could fend off the rain curtain.

Even the high-bloodline, silver-colored big bird, despite its higher quality and strength, was only at the
Silver Stage and couldn’t possibly block the Flapping Baboon’s onslaught.

Zhao Bo and Liu Jun were personally selected and mentored by Fu Yang.

Fu Yang believed in their combat experience to handle the current situation.

But making a decision earlier rather than later would have radically different effects on the battle
situation.

In the midst of his thoughts, Fu Yang suddenly realized something.

It was that Fang Mu, after summoning his own Half-Elf, hadn’t allowed the rain curtain spread by the
Half-EIf to extend towards Zhao Bo and Liu Jun’s side.

Fang Mu wanted to use this battle to show Hu Tao that a proficient Defensive Beast Conqueror could
not only rely on itself to block damage for teammates but also use defensive measures to provide strong
enhancement for teammates!

Fang Mu was currently waiting for Hu Tao to adapt to the environment of the Silver Battle Hall.

The first time facing such an environment, getting more accustomed to it could greatly strengthen Hu
Tao’s mental resilience.

At the same time, Fang Mu was also waiting for Zhao Bo and Liu Jun to see through the situation clearly,
allowing the Flapping Baboon to enter a state of Wild Thunder Rage with the boost from the three
Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys!

By then, Fang Mu would have the Lake Flame Gemini use the Skill [Water Spirit Conversion] to transform
into a Blood Count to engage in close combat with the Flapping Baboon.

Relying on the City Protecting Magpie’s protective effect on Lake Flame Gemini, it would make Hu Tao
understand just how important the City Protecting Magpie is to the team!

Fang Mu giving Hu Tao more affirmation could not compare to letting Hu Tao understand her own value
and significance on her own.



After feeling that Hu Tao had adapted to the atmosphere of the Silver Battle Hall,

Fang Mu was getting a bit impatient with Zhao Bo and Liu Jun’s wait.

In these three minutes, they had been utilizing the Skills [Intense Electric Shock] and [Paralyzing Electric
Beam] to carry out long-range attrition.

Under the assault of dozens of energy attacks, one of the Electric Storage Squirrel Monkeys’ internal
energy had been almost completely depleted.

Fang Mu didn’t have to use the current battle to help Hu Tao grow.

There was also a Silver Battle Hall showcase match coming up.

It wouldn’t be a problem to use the next match to help Hu Tao realize her own value and significance.

Just as Fang Mu was preparing to let the Lake Flame Gemini advance through the rain curtain, Zhao Bo
and Liu Jun finally saw through the current situation.

Zhao Bo signaled a color to Liu Jun.

Liu Jun shouted loudly, instructing the Electric Storage Squirrel Monkey to once again display the Skill
[Electric Howl],

Its aura evidently surpassed the limit of a Golden Stage Guardian Beast.

Due to the special nature of Thunder Energy, even when facing a Platinum Peak Guardian Beast, the
Flapping Baboon now had the power to fight!

Fang Mu, seeing this, issued a command through his mind to the Lake Flame Gemini.

At that moment, the Lake Flame Gemini’s body surged with a special Water Elemental Energy.

This Water Elemental Energy enveloped the Lake Flame Gemini’s body.

After the energy dissipated, the Lake Flame Gemini had transformed into a poised and devilishly
charming Blood Count.

Lake Flame Gemini’s transformation aroused intense cheers from the audience.

Many spectators had witnessed the Rainy Doll transform into a member of the Blood Race for battle.

It was just that at the time Rainy Doll had not evolved into Lake Flame Gemini, and only transformed
into a Blood Viscount.

But now it was a Blood Count!

The Blood Count, as a Terrifying Level Beast, has strength equivalent to a Platinum Peak Guardian Beast.

Fang Qin, Fang Yuan, and Yan Wood did not understand Fang Mu’s Guardian Beast.

The three of them were quite surprised at this moment.

They knew Fang Mu was only a One-point Star Beast Master.

A One-point Star Beast Master commanding a force at the Platinum Peak to battle,

Even with their perspective, this was beyond their cognition.

Upon seeing this, Mo Shang couldn’t contain the joy in his eyes amidst his surprise.

Mo Shang knew that the Contract Garden had changed the way it distributed resources.

Under the age of twenty in the Dragon Rising Federation, that age group was most in need of prodigies.

This situation was partly related to the educational methods set by the Dragon Rising Federation.

Before college, the focus was on cultural knowledge.

Unlike some other federations, Beast Masters in this one did not start out fighting intensely with no
common sense as soon as they awoke.
