As long as the Blood Race doesn’t promote to Duke, it can never be compared with Sequential Guardian 

Beasts.

Bloodline newborns stood at the pinnacle of First Soldier-Level Beasts. Each one could compete with a 

Beast Master at the Silver Peak stage!

Blood Nobles and Blood Knights both surpass the Silver Stage but still have a certain gap with Golden 

Stage Guardian Beasts. 

 

If a Bloodline newborn once evolved into a Blood Knight, it indicated that the bloodline of this Bloodline

It basically had no possibility of further promoting its bloodline. 

 

Only the Blood Clan beings that evolved into Nobles, and consistently evolved into Barons, having 

powers comparable to Golden Stage Guardian Beasts. 

 

They were considered the nobility among the Blood Fort dimensional world! 

 

Blood Barons were the cream of the crop among Heavy Artillery Level Beasts. 

 

Once the bloodline was promoted to Viscount, they would become Terrifying Level Beasts. 

 

However, unlike the dominance of Bloodline Newborns and Blood Barons among First Soldier-Level and 

Heavy Artillery Level Beasts, 

 

Blood Viscounts belonged to the weaker existences among Terrifying Level Beasts. 

 

They absolutely could not be compared with the Terrifying Level Horned Demons from the Abyss 

Dimensional Rift, and Terrifying Level Net Hunting Squids from Water World Dimensional Rift. 

 

But when they evolved into Blood Counts, Blood Counts would once again rise among the Destruction 

Level Beasts.
