As soon as he disappeared, Grand Craftsmen Li Chengliang had already taken out a brush, paper, and 

inkstone from a Cosmic Bangle. 

Without caring about his status, he lay on the ground and wrote quickly. 

“In the fourteenth year of Tianyuan, King Wu’cheng, Zhou Shu, with the help of Grand Craftsman Li 

Chengliang and others, forged the connate Huben Saber in the Huaxia Pavilion’s Demon Realm branch. 

At the time of completion, a heaven and earth phenomenon appeared. The wind howled, and a tiger’s 

roar resounded!” 

“Shameless old thief!”

On the contrary, the first refinement method didn’t have so many restrictions. 

Actually, he still didn’t 

know what it meant to refine a connate divine weapon into an intrinsic divine weapon.

The demonic beasts were stunned for a moment before realizing what had happened. They were 

instantly furious. 

“Chase! Don’t let them get away! We have to find out where they came from! And whether they’re 

responsible for the phenomenon earlier!” a humanoid demonic beast shouted. 

“There’s a human army hidden in the Demon Realm. The lords are looking for them. I suspect that these 

two people belong to that human army. If we capture them, the Great Demons will definitely reward us 

handsomely!” another demonic beast shouted. 

They roared into the forest and chased after Zhou Shu. 

… 

“Your Highness, how long do we have to run? Why don’t we kill them all?” Xiao Jianghe had already 

completely refined the Huben Saber. He followed Zhou Shu and ran forward, puzzled. 

This time, he wasn’t being arrogant. Instead, he felt that with Zhou Shu’s cultivation, he could easily kill 

the hundreds of demonic beasts behind them.
