Second Place: "Super Combat Team", Total Box Office: 461 million, Today’s Box Office: 159
million, Screening Percentage: 22.22%, Occupancy Rate: 90.19%!

"Damn, the box office is at 461 million!"



When Ding Yue saw the total box office for "Super Combat Team", he couldn’t help but exclaim.

"How much?"

"The total box office is at 461 million, and today’s box office is 159 million, so it seems there’s no
problem reaching 200 million today!"

These are the posts about "Super Combat Team" on young peoples’ Twitter feeds.

In essence, these are the evaluations of the animated film "Super Combat Team" by netizens on
Twitter, forums, and Bilibili.

The reputation of "Super Combat Team" is taking off, with an ever-increasing proportion of daily
screenings, is the best proof.

The world of cinema is very practical!

For popular movies, they will definitely arrange many screenings, increase the number of shows,
and even wish the interval between two shows in the same cinema was only ten minutes!

For movies that don’t sell much at the box office, the number of screenings will naturally be
reduced. "Space Fortress" is a real-life example.



Cinema is a business; large amounts of screenings were arranged initially, but the box office
couldn’t beat a movie with fewer screenings. Anybody but a fool knows how to arrange the
screenings next.

On Twitter, apart from the praise for "Super Combat Team", "Chronicles of Demon Sealing" also
received a lot of accolades!
