That is to say, no matter how many more likes, heart reactions, comments, and so on this 
short video exposing the news posted by the official account of Mist City Arts and Science 
University gets, it will no longer appear in the recommended section on the homepage.

This!

Is the power of money!

The netizens who had already learned about the "Huangcheng Forest Farm incident" felt a 
deep chill and frustration when they saw the sudden sharp drop in popularity.

"Holy shit! Twitter’s Bitch is just too shameless, right? Is this their public relations tactic?"

"I’m speechless about this drop in popularity!"

"Did the capitalists spend money?"

"Damn, it was just hanging there on the trending ranks at number 29, and now it’s gone?"

"This is outrageous, even for Twitter to reduce the heat and trend this issue?"

"Holy shit! The topic has been throttled!"

"Did Penguin Group make a move? The trend vanished in an instant."

"Jiangjiu Group really has some clever tricks."



"You guys are not looking at the relationship between the boss of Jiangjiu Group and Chen 
Xueming from Q Entertainment Media of Penguin Group."

"Damn, that’s too harsh; I just saw this Twitter trend, and now it’s gone, it’s just terrifying."

"If you can’t solve the problem, just eliminate the person who raised it, right?"

"This issue must be investigated thoroughly, and it’s truly shameless to pull it from 
trending!"

"Brothers, keep it up!"

"Ignorant question, but what happened? What abominable act has Twitter’s Bitch committed 
again?"

This time, the ranking was even higher, two spots above the previous trend about 
Huangcheng Forest Farm, and the heat was still rising.
