Although the green pythons were very big, to begin with, to have eaten a 
whole person, it was apparent that they had had too much to eat as they 
seemed to have slower movements. As such, their combat power had 
definitely dropped. 

Five level one beasts with an overall combat power that had dropped by 
quite a bit. 

Liu Yan assessed his own strength. The chances of winning were great, 
but there was also a certain amount of risk. However, he was very 
tempted. 

The key was that if he won, he would get a rich harvest. 

Moreover, seeing how these five green pythons were unwilling to leave, 
it seemed that they were protecting something here.

According to the information displayed on his wristband, after using a 
special method to refine it and then ingesting it, the detoxifying purple 
herb could improve his attributes. 

After all, 
what other method could be stronger than the SSS-grade talent Divine 
Extraction? 
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Liu Yan kept a small portion of the detoxifying purple herb for backup, in 
case he was injured or poisoned later.

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Looking at his attribute panel, Liu Yan was extremely excited. 

First, he had gained enough EXP from hunting five level one green 
pythons, allowing him to level up to level two, and his various attributes 
had received a certain increase. 

Next, he had used Divine Extraction on the corpses of the five green 
pythons as well as the detoxifying purple herb, and his attributes had 
received another huge increase. 

Because the attributes obtained from extracting the green pythons were 
strength, vitality, and agility, while the attributes provided by the 
detoxifying purple herb were agility, spirit, and adaptability, Liu Yan’s 
agility attributes were currently extremely exaggerated, and his strength 
and vitality attributes were also very high. 

His other attributes were slightly inferior, but they were still much 
stronger than the average level 2 Awakened.

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A B-grade talent was indeed very powerful. It had a very powerful 
offensive ability since the early stages. 

However, Liu Yan compared it to his SSS-grade talent Divine Extraction, 
and shook his head slightly. 
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The B-grade talent might seem powerful, but its growth potential was 
very poor. It was just more powerful in the early stages. Without a good 
growth potential, it would become less useful in the later stages. 

If the Awakened was powerful and had a high hit rate with the bow and 
arrow, it would be fine. But if the Awakened wasn’t powerful enough, no 



matter how powerful the poison on the arrows was, it would be useless if 
they couldn’t hit the target.
