Even in the legendary Immortal World, all kinds of poisons were derived from these
3,600 basic poisons.

When Zhu Wuwan’s Mixed Poison fused all the basic poisons and formed a perfect
number, a strange fortune happened.

Zhu Wuwan'’s entire body was trembling slightly. A huge change was happening in her
body. All four characteristics were soaring. To be precise, it had already become five
characteristics.

When Zhu Wuwan absorbed and fused 3,600 types of basic poisons, the fifth
characteristic of Zhu Wuwan’s mixed poison appeared. This characteristic was called.

Everything was empty!

Just from the name alone, one could see the clues. With the help of this characteristic,
Zhu Wuyang’s poison was like nothingness. It could silently and without a trace fuse
into the enemy’s body, causing terrifying damage to the enemy.

As expected, the idea of building a tall building from the ground was not only applicable
to the path of cultivation, but also to the path of sublimation of mixed poison.

These active
effects were not easy to display for the time being, but the passive effect of
strengthening the physique caused Zhu Wuwan’s physical fitness to undergo a huge
improvement and transformation.

Even Zhu Wuyang himself did not expect that the effect of a Level 7 physique
enhancement would be so outstanding. It was far beyond the imagination of ordinary
people, and it also exceeded Zhu Wuyang’s imagination. It made him almost invincible
in the Southern Wasteland!

Chapter 645: Quasi-Immortal Body (1)

From the Soul Formation stage onwards, the weapons used by cultivators were
generally magic treasures. Whether it was the difficulty of refining or the power, they
were far superior to magic weapons and spirit weapons. The two could not be
mentioned in the same breath.

Spirit weapons had spirits, and magic treasures had gods!

If a spirit weapon could only carry out some simple automatic protection effects, then a
magic treasure could bring along simple intelligence to fight with the enemy when the
owner was in danger and unable to resist.

Some magic treasures with higher spirituality could even leave their masters and Kkill
enemies from thousands of miles away. The so-called killing of enemies from thousands
of miles away was due to such magic treasures.

At most, spirit tools only possessed extremely simple intelligence, and they were rather
monotonous and crude. The intelligence of magic treasures far surpassed that of spirit
tools. Coupled with the nurturing of the power of divine sense, the intelligence of magic
treasures would be even higher.

Under normal circumstances, only the power of spiritual sense could nurture and control
magic treasures. The level of spiritual sense was still relatively low.

Under normal circumstances, Soul Formation Stage cultivators could use low-grade
magic treasures, Void Training Stage ancient giants could use middle-grade magic
treasures, Form Synthesis Stage pillars could use high-grade magic treasures, and only
Mahayana Quasi-Immortals could use top-grade magic treasures.



Even the lowest-grade magic treasures were enough to crush Nascent Soul Realm old
monsters. Offensive low-grade magic treasures could destroy mountains, and defensive
low-grade magic treasures could withstand the bombardment of nuclear bombs.

There was no need to mention the power of a middle-grade defensive magic treasure. It
was more than ten times the power of a low-grade defensive magic treasure.
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After stepping into the ranks of Void Refinement Realm body cultivators, Zhu Wuwan’s
physical strength and flexibility were comparable to middle-grade Dharma treasures,
and it was a relatively powerful middle-grade Dharma treasure.

This meant that with Zhu Wuyan’s body’s defensive power, she could even withstand
the full-force attacks of a group of ancient giants holding middle-grade Dharma
treasures.

Even in the entire Dongyuan Continent, there were not many ancient giants who could
compare to such defensive power.

Wuan'’s forces. Moreover, he was the strongest among them and was a spy from the
Sacred Flame Sect.
