The Stage of the Fire Origin Core will determine the enhanced 

regeneration. Current Regeneration- +200% 



[Elemental Soul Reinforcement] :: A unique shield of flames rich in the elemental law of fire wraps 

around the soul of the user, granting increased protection from any sources of Soul Damage. The Stage 

of the Fire Origin Core will determine the enhanced reinforcement. Current Reinforcement- +200% 

[Armageddon] :: The area within five miles of the user becomes a Consecrated Flame Ground that calls 

forth meteors from the skies, destroying all enemies standing on this Consecrated Flame Ground. The 

Stage of the Fire Origin Core will determine the damage. Current Damage- +200% 

A beautiful set of words appeared in front of eyes, the descriptions of multiple new abilities that fell 

under a different system than the ones he usually came across opening itself up in front of him. Most 

terrifying of all was the name of the last ability that fell under <<Herald of Flames>>, and that was the 

ability coining the name [Armageddon]!
