Yang Kai stared towards Yang Yan’s back blankly, frowning slightly, wondering what this woman was 

trying to say and why she had suddenly become so sentimental. But unable to understand no matter 

how much he thought about it, Yang Kai soon shook his head and focused on the task at hand, 

condensing his Shi with the help of the Emperor Pressure here.

Every cultivator, after breaking through to the Origin Returning Realm, would begin to condense their 

own Shi! No one was an exception to this process.
