When using True Data, Lin Yuan was surprised to find out that these three Glowing Silkworm Weavers
didn’t just have the same abilities—they also had the same exclusive skill, Tough Silk.

Putting aside the rarity of the exclusive skill, Tough Silk, or the great abilities that the Glowing Silkworm
Weavers possessed, the real difficulty was to have three Glowing Silkworm Weavers with the same
exact abilities and exclusive skills.
