Abilities: 

[Claw Attack]: Quickly leap forward and use both claws to deal tearing damage. 

[Lightning Arc Entwinement]: Can condense a lightning arc on a part of the body for defense or attack. 

[Thunder Teeth Cut]: Gather thunder from thunder teeth and deal high-voltage single-target damage. 



[Lightning Roar Magnetic Shock]: Condense a huge amount of lightning elements in the air through the 

tiger’s roar and change its magnetic field to repel a huge amount of lightning arcs in all directions, 

causing lighting damage and tremor damage. 

Exclusive Skill: 

[Overloaded Lightning Arc]: The condensed arc reaches overload mode and would explode twice when it 

comes in contact with bioelectricity. 

This Gold tiger fey made Lin Yuan frown secretly. Its comprehended skills were not considered powerful, 

and the Thunder Tooth Cut was a relatively poor ability that it could comprehend at Gold. It was just a 

kind of single-target ability without any highlights, but this Golden Forehead Lightning Tiger’s exclusive 

skill was simply too outstanding. 

Overload Lightning Arc gave the mediocre Thunder Tooth Cut a chance to cause secondary damage and 

allowed the Lightning Roar Magnetic Shock to deal double damage. 

When Chimey was summoned and sensed the Silver X/Elite 

Steel Tooth Tiger and Gold IV/Flawless Golden Forehead Lightning Tiger, a stronger battle intent arose in 

it.

However, Lin Yuan had used the Blue Flash Purple Butterfly’s scale powder with strong adhesion, making 

the Coldwater Snapping Turtle very passive. 

It was the only fey that the combat-class spirit qi professional had. Evidently, he had invested all the 

resources in this Gold III/Elite Coldwater Snapping Turtle. Otherwise, if he had another fey, he could also 

let it release some abilities to help the Coldwater Snapping Turtle get rid of the Silence Scale Powder.

The Coldwater Snapping Turtle had a layer of mucus on its shell surface that made the Silence Scale 

Powder firmly attached to its body. Although the Blue Flash Purple Butterfly’s grade was not as high as 

the Coldwater Snapping Turtle, the Blue Flash Purple Butterfly simply restrained the Coldwater Snapping 

Turtle based on its abilities and exclusive skills. 

Lin Yuan did not use the Acid Corrosion Queen Bee or Red Thorn for this duel. He only used Chimey and 

the Blue Flash Purple Butterfly to end the duel. 

Chimey’s Scattered Light landed on the Coldwater Snapping Turtle, making its wet body surface dry and 

cracked with its burning ability, causing it to form a layer of blisters from the burn. When the blisters 

burst, the liquid flowing out adsorbed the Silence Scale Powder, leaving the Coldwater Snapping Turtle 

no resistance. 

At that moment, the Sunlight Rays gave multiple negative effects to the Coldwater Snapping Turtle in its 

weakened state.

When looking at the 100% win rate and recalling how he had climbed up the 100 floors, one floor at a 

time, Lin Yuan felt deeply that he had obtained something called growth. 

From the first duel until now, Lin Yuan and his contracted feys had much better teamwork than in the 

beginning. At the same time, he had a clearer understanding of his fey’s abilities. 

Lin Yuan had transformed from a combat newbie into a combat veteran who had his own attitude and 

perspective. His timing and opportunity to use the abilities would become more proficient with constant 

duels. But even now, Lin Yuan understood that he still had more room to grow. 



Lin Yuan knew that from the start of the promotion duel in the Celestial Stairway, he would encounter 

significantly stronger opponents than the opponents he had met previously. 

When climbing the Star Tower, every 10 floors would be considered a small segment, and every 20 

floors would be considered a major segment. But when climbing the Celestial Stairway, the opponents 

might have just declined from the top. An unlucky Celestial Stairway 5-star expert might even fall down 

to the promotion duel and had to restart all over again. 

Therefore, Lin Yuan understood that the next few duels weren’t going to be easy. His consecutive 

victories might also be stopped. 

Lin Yuan wasn’t really worried about his consecutive victories, as he had never imagined he would be 

able to win 100 duels consecutively and reach the Celestial Stairway. 

Lin Yuan felt that when fighting in the Star Web, one should constantly be amending their combat style 

and temper their combat skill. Therefore, an evenly matched duel was much more precious than a one-

sided duel. 

As of now, Lin Yuan had yet to feel that he had fought a duel that was considered evenly matched. He 

was in need of such a duel in order to squeeze out his and his contracted partners’ potential in battle. 

Only by failing would Lin Yuan be able to understand what he was lacking. 

In fact, after the 100 duels, Lin Yuan had already noticed a weakness he had when commanding the feys 

in combat. 

When fighting in the Star Tower, there were two methods to achieve victory. The first was to kill the 

spirit qi professional, and the second was to kill all of the opponent’s feys. 

Only by achieving either one of the conditions would the duel end. 

Lin Yuan had also encountered danger before, and if Red Thorn hadn’t helped him, he would have been 

killed by the opponent’s sneak attack and lost that duel. 

Of course, even though Red Thorn had suffered grave injuries to block the attack, the impact had still 

smashed Lin Yuan’s left shoulder bone. Only after such an injury appeared did Lin Yuan understand the 

importance of survivability for a combat-class spirit qi professional. 

This allowed Lin Yuan to have an accurate objective and direction as to his next contracted fey. Lin Yuan 

wanted to form a contract with a fey that could protect him. Unfortunately, Lin Yuan wasn’t compatible 

with defense-type feys. 

As such, Lin Yuan could only choose to imitate Xin Ying, whose contracted fey had awakened the 

exclusive skill, Transformation Possession. Otherwise, he would need to contract a source-type lifeform 

that could protect him.
