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Chapter 221: Source Sand Upgrading to Fantasy Breed 

During the first duel for the Star Tower’s promotion duels, Lin Yuan had suffered due to his insufficient 

spiritual power. Therefore, Lin Yuan put extra priority into the usage of spiritual power in combat. 

As an all-rounded source-type lifeform, Lin Yuan would naturally be using the Source Sand frequently 

during combat. If spiritual power consumption could be reduced during combat when using the Source 

Sand, Lin Yuan felt it would be much more useful than to increase the Source Sand’s attack power. 

Before Lin Yuan enhanced the Source Sand, he had already tried using it. He already felt that when he 

was commanding the Source Sand, it felt just like a part of his body, and it was very smooth. Therefore, 

what would it be like if he chose the exclusive skill, Sand Control? 

Finally, Lin Yuan hesitated for a moment before he made his decision to choose Sand Control. Putting 

aside the ability to control, just the reduction of spiritual power consumption was enough for Lin Yuan 

to pick the exclusive skill, Sand Control. 

When Lin Yuan picked the exclusive skill, the Source Sand was now considered a Bronze source-type 

lifeform. At present, the Source Sand was no longer a blank slate. It might not have any abilities still, but 

it had its first exclusive skill. 

Lin Yuan didn’t rush to continue increasing the Source Sand’s quality to Legend and upgrade it into a 

Fantasy Breed. Instead, he checked on the newly obtained exclusive skill, Sand Control, first. 

After evolving into the Bronze grade, the Source Sand looked like a crystal button with distinct grains. 

The grains looked just like the patterns on the gravel. 

Each gravel had entirely different patterns, and just by looking at this source-type lifeform, the Source 

Sand’s distinct gravel patterns looked as though they contained all possible grain patterns that existed. 

When a person looked at the Source Sand for a long time, they would feel as though they were looking 

at the desolate desert. 

Lin Yuan commanded the Bronze Source Sand. This time, the Source Sand turned into gravels that were 

close to 100 catties in weight. 

Lin Yuan could feel that if he allowed the highly concentrated Source Sand’s gravel to dig into the 

ground, it wouldn’t take long to produce a huge batch of fresh sand. 

As Lin Yuan commanded the Source Sand to form various shapes again, he realized that it was much 

easier than before. Lin Yuan was using some physical movements to control the gravels previously, but 

now, as soon as Lin Yuan had a thought in his mind, the gravels would start to move according to his 

subconscious thoughts.

He then continued to see how strong of a pressure 

could be produced from the yellow sand. 

In the end, Lin Yuan realized that the pressure and power were directly related with the amount of 

spiritual power he used. At the same time, Lin Yuan realized that when he was commanding the yellow 

sand to change shapes, it was basically using a negligible amount of spiritual power. Only when he tried 

to increase the pressure between the yellow sand to crush objects, it would use up a small amount of 

spiritual power. 

In Lin Yuan’s opinion, the exclusive skill Sand Control really helped him to save up a huge amount of 

spiritual power consumption. At the same time, it also increased the combat capability of the Source 

Sand. Furthermore, the sand’s increase of pressure and density was invisible to the eye and made it 

unexpected. 

Wherever the yellow sand could reach, it would be Lin Yuan’s fangs. 

Lin Yuan was amazed as he looked at this amber-colored crystal button, which was more exquisite than 

any artwork. 

The source-type Source Sand might not have any abilities, but just this single exclusive skill was enough 

for it to be evenly matched with other source-type lifeforms. If a serious comparison was made, the 

Source Sand would be superior. 

For the next five days, Lin Yuan entered another state that was like seclusion. Apart from having meals 

with Wen Yu and Liu Jie and ensuring he had five hours of sleep, Lin Yuan would spend the rest of the 

time enhancing the Source Sand. 

 

After five days of diligent work and not paying attention to anything else, the Source Sand was finally 

enhanced from Bronze X/Epic to Bronze X/Legend. The moment the Source Sand was upgraded from 

Epic to Legend, grains of gravel started to rise up into mid-air. The two Willpower Runes that were 

concealed inside the Source Sand started to glow. 

At that moment, the two willpower runes were really fusing together with the Source Sand. It was the 

Yin-Yang Willpower Rune that Lin Yuan had comprehended when looking at the rise of the sun and 

moon and the Myriad Willpower Rune that he had comprehended when observing the changing 

mountains on the Dragon-Phoenix Landscape Carp’s body. 

The crystal button-shaped Source Sand was shining brightly with amber light. 

Lin Yuan had a feeling that he was looking at a mysterious painting that existed in the desolate land. The 

beautiful scenery was constantly changing over countless rotations of sun and moon. At the final 

rotation of the sun and moon, the beautiful mountains turned into barren ruins. 



There was a breeze that blew the yellow sand into the sky. From the two types of changes, be it the 

rotation of sun and moon, or the flowing of the mountain river, they all ended up as gravels. The gravels 

were then all gathered into a small artwork of an amber-colored crystal button that was extremely 

exquisite. 

When all of the radiance gathered into the crystal button-shaped Source Sand, the yellow sand 

enveloped the Source Sand. When the Source Sand was revealed again, Lin Yuan realized that the crystal 

button was already significantly different. 

The crystal button had reverted to the form when Lin Yuan just contracted it. It was simple and 

unadorned and very unassuming. 

However, after careful observations, Lin Yuan realized that the simple-looking crystal button actually 

contained a world of yellow sand inside. 

Lin Yuan had heard of the term ‘complexity into simplicity’. It was something that Lin Yuan had never 

really understood. Lin Yuan had witnessed the process of how the Source Sand evolved from its initial 

state to become exquisite. Thus, when it finally upgraded into a Fantasy Breed and turned back into its 

original state again, it allowed him to understand the meaning of complexity into simplicity. 

In fact, it was the same for a person. No matter how wealthy a person was, they were still mortals, but 

an ordinary person must not remain mediocre. 

Lin Yuan held onto this crystal button-shaped Source Sand, which didn’t forget its origin. He then used 

True Data to check on the Source Sand, which was already Bronze X/Fantasy I. After seeing the two 

exclusive skills comprehended when being a Fantasy Breed, Lin Yuan couldn’t help raising his brows. 

Because the two exclusive skills that the Source Sand comprehended were related to changes. However, 

the two types of changes were entirely different. 

Chapter 222: Fantasy Breed’s Two Exclusive Skills 

At present, the Bronze X/Fantasy I Source Sand possessed three exclusive skills. Apart from the first 

exclusive skill, Sand Control, the other two exclusive skills were Metal Consume Manifestation and 

Gravel Spirit Acceptance. 

Metal Consume Manifestation and Gravel Spirit Acceptance were the two exclusive skills that the Source 

Sand obtained when upgrading into a Fantasy Breed. Lin Yuan felt that these exclusive skills were indeed 

worthy for the Willpower Runes they inherited. Be it Metal Consume Manifestation or Gravel Spirit 

Acceptance, both of them had extreme characteristics in transformation. 

When looking at the exclusive skill, Metal Consume Manifestation, Lin Yuan’s eyes immediately lit up. It 

allowed the Source Sand to consume a type of metal and possess a part of the metal’s characteristics. 

In fact, during combat, the Source Sand could quickly condense the same type of metal it had consumed 

and form into a specific shape for offense, defense, or control. The amount of the metal the Source Sand 

could consume would be determined by the Source Sand’s grade. 



This exclusive skill allowed the Source Sand’s combat style to immediately change qualitatively. The 

Source Sand was actually just a pile of yellow sand, and even if its attack power was strong, it was still 

limited. 

However, the exclusive skill Metal Consume Manifestation made it no different than concealing a sharp 

sword within the sea of gravel, which could be brandished at any moment. 

After some considerations, Lin Yuan decided that the Source Sand would use the Metal Consume 

Manifestation to consume the Bronze ferromanganese, a metallic spiritual ingredient, which was refined 

from manganese ore. 

The metal that was consumed using the Metal Consume Manifestation was able to change after a 

certain metal type was specified. On the contrary, the metal consumed by the Source Sand could be 

replaced at any moment with Lin Yuan’s command. 

The Source Sand was only Bronze X/Fantasy I now, so the Bronze ferromanganese was definitely the 

most suitable for the Source Sand at this moment. 

Ferromanganese’s characteristics were very simple—toughness and sharpness. The ferromanganese’s 

surface wasn’t smooth, and there were plenty of jagged edges. If the jagged surface was to rub against 

the enemy’s skin, it would be able to deal serious damage and act just like a sharp file. If the jagged 

edges stabbed into the enemy’s skin, it would simply be a sharp object to release blood. 

The Source Sand could turn itself into gravels, but they were simply produced from the soil and rocks on 

the ground. The Bronze X/Fantasy I Source Sand still wasn’t competent enough to use highly-

concentrated sand to dig deep into the ground to smash up the hard rocks during the battle and 

produce large amounts of tough gravel. 

But if the ferromanganese was chosen for the Source Sand’s Metal Consume Manifestation, it would 

immediately enhance the gravel’s toughness and also the ability to produce more gravel. Moreover, it 

would allow the Source Sand’s gravel to have a sharp surface. 

As a Bronze spiritual ingredient, the ferromanganese could be bought in the Rare Lifeform Pavilion from 

an auction. Therefore, Lin Yuan immediately purchased a huge supply of ferromanganese from the Star 

Web’s Rare Lifeform Pavilion. At the same time, he ordered another huge supply of low-grade energy 

ores from Zhou Jiaxin. 

This time, Lin Yuan purchased way more low-grade energy ores and stored them in several Silver fey 

storage boxes. He then put them in the Spirit Lock spatial zone. They should last for a very long period. 

Lin Yuan then took out the ferromanganese. The pieces of ferromanganese were dark blue in color and 

had a metallic luster that manganese ores didn’t have. The quality of the ferromanganese was also much 

tougher. 

Lin Yuan immediately allowed the Source Sand to consume the ferromanganese that he had just 

obtained. While the Source Sand was consuming the ferromanganese, Lin Yuan was constantly 

observing the changes that were happening to the Source Sand. He realized that the Source Sand didn’t 

have any obvious transformation. However, the Source Sand’s toughness was constantly increasing. 



Moreover, when Lin Yuan clenched a pile of sand, he could already feel that the sand felt like sharp 

spikes and was rather painful to the touch. He knew that the ferromanganese’s metal characteristics 

had been transferred to the Source Sand. 

 

Lin Yuan had purchased a huge bulk of ferromanganese, but he had still underestimated the Source 

Sand’s Metal Consume Manifestation and the amount of ferromanganese it could consume. Lin Yuan 

had purchased close to 8,000 catties of ferromanganese, but there were less than 300 catties left now. 

After the Source Sand consumed the ferromanganese with Metal Consume Manifestation, Lin Yuan 

made a careful consideration of the ferromanganese shapes he wanted during combat. The form and 

shape of the ferromanganese wasn’t something that Lin Yuan could directly change during combat. Due 

to the ferromanganese’s toughness, if Lin Yuan wanted to change the forms during combat, the Source 

Sand would have to refine the ferromanganese and turn them into the weapon of choice. It was 

unknown how much spiritual power Lin Yuan would need to supply. 

Thus, Lin Yuan had to condense the forms and shapes of the weapons he required from the 

ferromanganese and allow the Source Sand to memorize it. By then, Lin Yuan only had to give the 

command in combat, and the Source Sand would be able to produce the weapon shape that it had 

already memorized. 

Because the Source Sand could only memorize one weapon form, Lin Yuan had to be cautious. 

There were all sorts of weapon forms. A shield could be used for defense, while a sharp sword could be 

used for damage. A chain or whip would be used for control. 

Be it the shield, sword, chain, or whip, their effects were too simple, but Lin Yuan was a quick-witted 

person and quickly thought of a solution. The solution was a chain blade. 

The chain blade incorporated the advantages of a sword and chain, combining attack and control. 

Simultaneously, Lin Yuan made the body of the blade wider, allowing it to be used as a shield. 

Lin Yuan’s design wouldn’t reduce the combat capabilities of the weapon formed by the Source Sand’s 

Metal Consume Manifestation. On the contrary, the ferromanganese’s irregular surface allowed the 

body of the chain blade to become a huge file. 

Once the chain blade wrapped around the target, the blade didn’t have to slash; it only had to rub 

against the target to rip apart a layer of flesh. Simultaneously, if multiple chain blades were used, the 

thick body’s intersection would create a giant metal prison. The target would be trapped, and once the 

target was controlled, the Source Sand could bury the target deep into the ground along with the metal 

prison. The Source Sand could then use pressure and density to suffocate the target to death 

underground. 

After making the decision, Lin Yuan transmitted the unique chain blade’s design in his mind to the 

Source Sand. Subsequently, the Source Sand reverted to its crystal button state. 

In order to form the chain blade with Metal Consume Manifestation, the Source Sand would need to go 

through a memorization process. It would then be able to produce high-purity ferromanganese from the 

yellow sand as soon as Lin Yuan commanded and turned it into the chain blade. 



Chapter 223: Second Celestial Stairway Promotion Duel 

Lin Yuan had previously wanted to let the Source Sand consume a high-grade metal. Even if the Source 

Sand could only consume a small amount of high-grade metal, its burst damage output would be great. 

However, after some considerations, Lin Yuan gave up on that. Be it the Silver/Fantasy Chimey or the 

Gold/Legend Acid Corrosion Queen Bee, they had terrifying singular burst strength. 

Lin Yuan didn’t need the Source Sand to produce extremely powerful burst damage by itself. On the 

contrary, now that the Source Sand consumed the ferromanganese, it gave Lin Yuan immense overall 

strength. 

When looking at the Source Sand’s second exclusive skill, Lin Yuan was already overwhelmingly satisfied. 

However, when Lin Yuan saw the third exclusive skill, he felt that the Source Sand was truly damn-

straightforward in terms of what it comprehended from the two Willpower Runes. 

Of the two types of transformation, one was related to life while the other wasn’t. 

The third exclusive skill, Gravel Spirit Acceptance, allowed the Source Sand to consume a type of fey or 

dimensional lifeform. The kind of fey and dimensional lifeform that Source Sand could consume would 

be determined by the energy and genetic model’s complexity. 

This made Lin Yuan carefully consider whether he wanted to let the Source Sand consume more types of 

feys and form a small army within the sand or consume just a single type of fey, allowing that single unit 

to reach the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill’s limits. 

Ultimately, Lin Yuan gave up on the first idea. 

After some experimentation, Lin Yuan realized that if he allowed the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill to 

consume Class 1 dimensional lifeforms, due to the different genetic models, the Source Sand could only 

contain around 10 to 25 feys or lifeforms. 

If the Source Sand contained so many Class 1 dimensional lifeforms, its strength would be equivalent to 

a similar number of Bronze feys. Having such overall strength wasn’t really useful for Lin Yuan. It was 

actually inferior to the sea of flowers that Red Thorn could produce. 

Lin Yuan realized that if the Source Sand consumed the Class 2 Horn Demon from the Abyss Dimensional 

Rift, it just so happened to be the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill’s limit. 

Furthermore, this Class 2 Horn Demon was an all-rounded unit and had the strength of a Silver X fey. 

Although it was still rather meaningless, Lin Yuan wasn’t reluctant to give up on the Class 2 Horn Demon. 

Lin Yuan’s leaf-shaped fey storage box had all sorts of dimensional lifeform corpses. Just as Lin Yuan was 

looking through them, he suddenly noticed a dimensional lifeform that he had personally slain. It was 

the Class 3 alien insect, Heart-Penetrating Ironline. 

The Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill’s limit was determined by that fey’s or lifeform’s energy and genetic 

model’s complexity. If there was a dimensional lifeform with the simplest genetic model, it would 

definitely be the Heart-Penetrating Ironline. 



The Heart-Penetrating Ironline may have a simple genetic model, but it was a Class 3 alien insect that its 

mere mention would strike people with fear. Apart from its extreme ability to conceal itself, it also had 

terrifying penetrative power. 

If Lin Yuan made the Source Sand turn into a sea of sand, it would be enough for the Heart-Penetrating 

Ironline to hide as it pleased. Every patch of yellow was the optimal hiding place, and it would allow the 

Heart-Penetrating Ironline to easily launch sneak attacks, just like an invisible assassin. 

However, in Lin Yuan’s mind, the Heart-Penetrating Ironline’s best attack method was to wait for the 

target to sink into the sea of sand first. Once the target was struggling to get out of the sea of sand, the 

Heart-Penetrating Ironline could find an opportunity to penetrate the heart and complete the kill. 

If the chain blade formed a prison and buried the target underground, the Heart-Penetrating Ironline 

could simply supplement with a fatal attack. 

It was truly a hidden and invisible assassin that could take lives without any sound in the sea of sand. 

Lin Yuan took the Heart-Penetrating Ironline out of the leaf-shaped fey storage box, which was 

equivalent to a Gold I/Normal fey. He then commanded the Source Sand to use its exclusive skill, Gravel 

Spirit Acceptance. 

Lin Yuan discovered that this Heart-Penetrating Ironline, which was equivalent to a Gold I/Normal fey, 

actually didn’t reach the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill’s limit. Through some experimentation, Lin Yuan 

found out that the Bronze X/Fantasy I Source Sand could accept a Heart-Penetrating Ironline with its 

Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill that was equivalent to Gold III/Elite. 

Lin Yuan couldn’t help lamenting at the Class 3 Heart-Penetrating Ironline genetic model as it was too 

simple. However, it was truly useful for the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill. 

Even after the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill consumed the Heart-Penetrating Ironline, the latter could 

be replaced. But now, the Source Sand was already in a hibernation state. It was memorizing the chain 

blade form for the Metal Consume Manifestation skill, as well as the Heart-Penetrating Ironline, which 

had the strength of a Gold III/Elite fey now, for the Gravel Spirit Acceptance skill.

Exclusive Skill: 



[Sand Control]: Increase the contractor’s control toward the Source Sand and also reduce the spiritual 

power consumption when controlling the Source Sand. 

[Metal Consume Manifestation]: Consume a type of metal into the Source Sand and allow the Source 

Sand to possess characteristics of the metal that was consumed. At the same time, the Source Sand can 

rapidly condense the metal within the gravel, forming a specified form. (Ferromanganese/Chain Blade). 

[Gravel Spirit Acceptance]: The Source Sand could consume a type of fey or dimensional lifeform. The 

consumption would be determined by the lifeform’s energy and genetic model complexity. (Class 3 Alien 

Insect, Heart-Penetrating Ironline). 

Without Morbius’ Spirit Qi Condensation to condense the spirit qi crystals, Lin Yuan would probably 

have to go into another month of seclusion to enhance the Source Sand from Bronze X/Fantasy I to 

Silver I/Fantasy I. 

Thanks to the Spirit Qi Condensation, Lin Yuan didn’t have to waste an entire month now. 

At present, Lin Yuan’s precious time would be used to increase his strength. The most important thing 

for Lin Yuan was to increase his combat skills and spirit qi professional rank. He would then be able to 

make it into the Radiance Hundred Sequence. 

A single spirit qi crystal condensed by Morbius’ Spirit Qi Condensation was enough for the Source Sand 

to upgrade from Bronze X to Silver I. 

There were still two more days before the first spirit qi crystal would be formed. 

After exiting his Spirit Lock spatial zone, Lin Yuan took a thorough shower and exited his room to have a 

sumptuous dinner with Wen Yu and Liu Jie. When the trio finished dinner, they had a casual 

conversation and started playing a rather popular game in the Radiance Federation—Fey Battle Chess.

Tsundere’s Meow: “The one above is truly a warrior! Those that call Poison Beauty, Little Poison will 

receive love from Poison Beauty. Those that call her Big Sister Poison have all been banned, right? It is 

obvious how much importance Poison Beauty pays to her age.” 

Love Isn’t Here Yet: “Is there someone who didn’t follow Poison Beauty and started to tease her again?” 

Just as Lin Yuan was thinking about how to reply to Poison Beauty’s question, he suddenly revealed a 

smile behind his mask.

[Fey Type]: Poison 

[Fey Quality]: Flawless 



Abilities: 

[Spider Silk Spray]: Spray sticky spider silk at the target that will greatly adhere to the target’s body 

surface. 

[Poisonous Spider Web]: The Poison Web it spits out does not contain toxicity, but if the air contains 

toxicity, the spider web will quickly absorb the toxicity. At the same time, it will purify the toxicity in the 

air and attach it to the spider web. 

[Misty Spider Web]: The unformed spider web in the spinneret can be dispersed into the air into a misty 

spider web. It can survive in the air for a short while. 

[Web Attachment]: After the unformed misty spider web comes into contact with toxicity, it will rapidly 

absorb the energy from the toxicity and form a complete Poisonous Spider Web. 

Exclusive Skill: 

[Web Attraction]: The sticky spider silk has an innate attraction on the Poisonous Spider Web. After the 

Adhesive Spider Web is formed, it will automatically cover the sticky spider silk. 

Upon seeing Poison Beauty’s four contracted feys’ True Data, Lin Yuan immediately deciphered her 

combat style as a support-type spirit qi professional. She was truly a spirit qi professional who had 

matched her feys completely for the Star Tower duel. 

Her contracted feys were not only unsuitable for field battles alone, but they were also unsuitable for a 

team. This was because if combat-class spirit qi professionals formed a team with her before they 

started the combat, they would be affected by her feys and get poisoned when they stayed near them. 

Besides having two Gold feys, Poison Beauty also had two Silver/Elite feys. One of them was a Silver 

X/Elite Carrion Parasol Mushroom that could release a large amount of fungus that accelerated the 

festering of wounds and toxins that caused healthy skin to fester and bleed. 

These fungi and toxins would be in the air when released. 

Except for the contractor Poison Beauty, other feys, including her other contracted feys, would be 

affected by the Carrion Parasol Mushroom’s poisonous gas when they were within the range. 

Chapter 228: The Twilight Starbird With the Willpower of the Sun 

Fortunately, Poison Beauty had poison-type feys, so the Carrion Parasol Mushroom had less effect on 

them. 

Her fourth fey was an earth-element Silver X/Elite Tainted Toad. It was her second Silver fey, and it 

could pollute a small area of land, leaving the land with strong toxicity. If a fey stepped on it, they would 

be poisoned instantly. Upon contact with this contaminated land, their body would fester and bleed. 

In fact, this fey’s land pollution was considered Poison Beauty’s means of defense against land feys. 

Lin Yuan had seen her talents now. She was a spirit qi professional with compatibility for support poison-

type feys. 



Such a talent was strong, but her choice and combat style of her contracted feys made Lin Yuan feel she 

was making an unconventional gambit and going down the wrong way. This was simply letting down her 

rare talent, as a spirit qi professional could not only be a Star Tower duelist. 

The Gold IX/Elite Illusory Mist Western Jackdaw spewed out a milk-like mist that should be mixed with 

the three kinds of poisonous mist from the Turbid Mist, Eroding Cold Mist, and the Flaring Poisonous 

Mist. Coupled with its exclusive skill, Mist of Illusion, it could provide a very good control and weakening 

effect. 

There were many kinds of control effects. The Gold IX/Elite Illusory Mist Western Jackdaw’s control 

effect was controlling the vision through the thick mist, and its Flaring Poisonous Mist could also be used 

with the two Silver feys. 

The Silver X/Elite Carrion Parasol Mushroom or the Silver X/Elite Tainted Toad’s abilities would cause the 

target’s body to fester and thus destroy the body surface. 

With the target’s body surface destroyed, the Flaring Poisonous Mist could rapidly draw vitality from the 

target’s body into the mist. 

At the same time, the Illusory Mist Western Jackdaw, Carrion Parasol Mushroom, and the Tainted Toad 

could work extremely well with the Gold VII/Flawless Poison-Weaving Dark Spider. 

These toxins overflowed in the air and paired with the Poison-Weaving Dark Spider’s Silver ability, Mist 

Transformation Spider Web, and Gold ability, Web Attachment. 

The unformed spider webs in the Poison-Weaving Dark Spider’s spinneret could absorb the poisonous 

mist in the air without restriction, allowing its spider webs to be distributed in any location where the 

poisonous mist could reach. This combination gave it a superb group control ability. 

After the venom on the spider web and sharp spider silk dealt damage to the target, it would form a 

perfect match with the Illusory Mist Western Jackdaw’s Gold ability, Flaring Poisonous Mist. 

The Poison-Weaving Dark Spider’s basic ability, Spider Silk Spray, and exclusive skill, Web Attraction, 

allowed it to turn its group control ability into a powerful single-target control. 

Lin Yuan had to admit that given Poison Beauty’s strength, she was indeed qualified to obtain notable 

achievements. After analyzing her contracted feys, he formed plans for this duel. 

In this duel, Red Thorn and the Acid Corrosion Queen Bee could not play much use. Red Thorn’s current 

grade was too low, so it could only control in the tower-climbing duel. 

The Star Tower’s duels were unlike the real world’s dimensional rift, where there was so much flesh 

energy for Red Thorn to spawn the sea of flowers without holding back.
