Lin Yuan now regretted not promoting these five Elemental Shellfish from Epic to Legend with the spirit 

qi crystals previously. 

After such a long time, it was unknown how many heavenly-maiden-grade elemental pearls had been 

lost. 

After channeling the remaining spirit qi in the 31st spirit qi crystals that Morbius controlled into the five 

Elemental Shellfish, they all immediately became much larger than before.
