A strong golden jadeite shield that follows the
target is produced.

Exclusive Skill:

[Counterattack Tremor]: When attacked, it will rebound a portion of the damage from physical attacks
or elemental attacks in the form of an energy tremor.

[Explosive Shield Counterattack]: Explode the target’s shield while combining all the attacking power
that the shield can handle into launching a deadly blow.

After checking the attributes, Lin Yuan realized that the Vajra Butterfly’s name had changed to Yellow

[Caring Twins]: The Burning Sunflower Twins will attach themselves to a target and use their flames to
leech away the target’s lifeforce. The stolen lifeforce will be stored in a gem. When the Burning
Sunflower Twins attach themselves to a comrade, they can inject their comrade with the stored up
lifeforce.

From the Burning Sunflower’s attributes, Lin Yuan did not expect that the Burning Sunflower, which he
thought would be unsurprising, would end up revealing such an enormous surprise.
