of the curse. The cursed target will start to age, and the weakened skin will lower the target’s defense. 

[Merciful Cry]: The Blade Worms that heard the Blade Queen Bee’s special sound will become 

bloodthirsty, and the protein in their bodies will rapidly turn into black blades to increase the Blade 

Worms’ attacking power. 

[Dissolution Infection]: The lethally injured Blade Worms will enter a state of dissolution and start 

releasing psychotoxins. The Blade Worms will double their power for five seconds and die immediately 

afterward. 

[Faster Hatching]: Energy will be injected into eggs before they are planted in a target’s body to quicken 

the hatching of the insects. 

[Queen’s True Self]: The queen will be subsumed into a Blade Worm, and the dormant fighting model 

inside the queen will be engaged into fighting mode. 

Exclusive Skill: 

[Vicious Poison Queen Bee]: Allow a batch of hatchlings to kill each other, and the final surviving 

hatchling that grows into the Blade Worm will not have a decreased grade. 

Lin Yuan could not help but let out a sigh of amazement. 

Once a carcinoma fey was nurtured by a spirit qi professional and left its previous messy state behind to 

gain intelligence and exclusive skills, it would become so terrifying that its wild versions would not be 

able to hold a candle to it.

Veteran factions would never be able to get their hands on sacred source lifeforms, and only the 

strongest experts in the top factions had sacred source lifeforms.

While Iron Prison, the Moon Empress, and Night Leaning Moon were making their bets, the uncertain 

disciples participating in the Martial Stage were immediately motivated by Iron Prison’s words. 

Liu Jie frowned slightly under his mask on the stage because he knew that a mad clamor to challenge 

him would soon ensue thanks to what Iron Prison had stated. 

However, he was not nervous about this. Rather, the chaos was exactly what he wanted. 

It was only through facing strong opponents that Liu Jie would be able to discover the true extent of his 

power. 

Shortly after, someone stepped onto the Martial Stage. 

Zuo Ming immediately announced the start of the third match. 

The third person to enter the Martial Stage looked at the 30 ferocious Blade Worms in front of Liu Jie 

and felt that he had jumped the gun.

Lin Yuan used True Data to check on the three tiger-species feys that the young man had summoned.

strongest one had reached Diamond I/Fantasy I.

This meant that every Diamond X Blade Worm had the power of a Platinum III/Fantasy I fey. 



The moment the three tiger-species feys were summoned, the 30 Platinum III/Fantasy I Blade Worms 

immediately clashed against them. 

The Diamond I/Fantasy I tiger-species fey was undoubtedly much stronger than Zhou Luo’s Lava Dragon 

Lizard. 

However, the Lava Dragon Lizard was a defense-type fey that relied on its armor to defend against the 

Blade Worms’ attacks. 

Zhou Luo had been able to use the Lava Dragon Lizard to defeat so many Blade Worms because its 

ability Unbreakable Iron Bones allowed it to increase its defense after sustaining each attack and 

because Lin Yuan had given Zhou Luo many fire-type and earth-type heavenly-maiden-grade elemental 

pearls. 

These allowed Zhou Luo to use the pure elemental energy through the Lava Dragon Lizard’s Shield 

Regeneration to increase its endurance during battle. 

The tiger-species feys were power offense-type feys that had a relatively weak defense. 

Every time that the tigers’ claws slashed toward the Blade Worms, the claws would shatter upon contact 

on the black blades protruding from the Blade Worms’ bodies. 

Such damage was insignificant to the Diamond I/Fantasy I tiger-species feys. 

 

But because of the Blade Queen Bee’s Cursed Bee Venom, the tiger-species feys were cursed by the 

psychotoxins every time damage was dealt to the blades. 

As he watched the battle unfold, Liu Jie waved his hand, and five more Shield Ladybugs emerged from

The Shield Ladybugs joined the battle to protect the Blade Worms against the tiger-species feys’ attacks.

When Liu Jie instructed the Blade Queen Bee to use Dissolution Infection on a heavily injured Blade 

Worm that could no longer fight, a large amount of psychotoxins sprayed all over the tiger-species feys.

[Fey Name]: Hypha Tapeworm 

[Fey Species]: Hooked-mouth species/roundworm-species 

[Fey Grade]: Diamond (10/10) 

[Fey Type]: Insect/Dark 

[Fey Quality]: Legend 

Abilities: 

[Fluid Hypha]: A sticky fluid will be produced that can cover an area. The bacteria pockets in the sticky 

fluid will break apart quickly to form webs of hypha. 

[Long Body Split]: The Hypha Tapeworm will tunnel into the Fluid Hypha and start to split itself. Each 

split section can be planted in any small insect. 

[Degeneration Control]: Flesh that is dead due to bacterial infection will be covered in bacteria pockets 

that contain vicious poison. When the bacteria covers a degenerating surface, the tapeworms that have 

been created from the split sections can enter the dead host to control it. 

[Decaying Bacteria]: The bodies of the hosts being manipulated will be covered in strong corrosive 

bacteria that will spread to the cells of healthy flesh that it comes into contact with and cause the cells 

of the healthy flesh to start to decay. 

[Degenerating Body Integration]: When a degenerating body is damaged, the ladybugs that are 

produced will sacrifice their body as nutrients to feed and integrate the bacteria. The tapeworms 

produced from the split sections will control the degenerated body. 



[Double Parasite]: When in the presence of other parasitic-type lifeforms and insects, the degenerating 

body, bacteria, and tapeworms formed from split sections can be sacrificed to increase the parasitic-

type lifeform’s power. If the parasitic-type lifeform is injured, it can draw energy from the sacrificed 

entities to heal itself. 

Exclusive Skill: 

[Degenerating Body’s Reproduction]: The bacteria will alter the reproductive and gender cells in the 

degenerating body to allow the degenerating body to produce new creatures through splitting its 

sections. 

Lin Yuan’s eyes widened, and he felt that Liu Jie had yet to demonstrate the Hypha Tapeworm’s true 

power. 

Liu Jie looked down from the Martial Stage and spoke in a booming voice.

Liu Jie had already summoned three carcinoma feys during his fights—the Dimensional Light Moth, 

Blade Queen Bee, and Hypha Tapeworm. 

However, from the earlier confrontation, the crowd already knew that the Hypha Tapeworm was 

actually the fourth carcinoma fey that Liu Jie had revealed. 

During the confrontation, Liu Jie had revealed the Dead Soul Demon Insect, but he had yet to summon it 

during battle until now. 

The Dead Soul Demon Insect’s attacks mainly targeted souls. Hence, it was extremely difficult to defend 

against its attacks. 

Not everyone could handle the pain of a soul injury. As such, the challengers who were about to launch 

an attrition battle now wanted to back out.

Even if the damage from the explosion could be defended against, it was likely that a soul seed could be 

implanted in the opponent fey or even the spirit qi professionals’ brains. 

Since the Dead Soul Demon Insect was a carcinoma fey, its potential to create terror could not be 

scoffed at.

Insect’s hands.
