[Wrath of the Ocean]: Utilize all of the innate energy within the ocean to conduct a devastating tremor. 

The extreme tremor within the water has the power to destroy everything within the sea region. 

Exclusive Skill: 

[Water Overseer]: Delicate control when using the power of water and can control the flow of water. 

[Extremity of Sea]: Gather water elements and form rivers. Allow the rivers to flow into the sea and 

control a portion of the sea region. 

Sea King Cretaceous Dragon... What kind of name was this? Having the title of Sea King meant that it 

ruled during the Cretaceous period. It was indeed worthy of being the most respected Emperor Dragon 

genus among the dragon-species feys!
