The equipment was all level 20. The three pieces of red equipment were all magic-type. There was

Perfect Sacrificial Prayer (red): magic attack 650-700, intelligence +89, special effect 1: Magic 

Enhancement, special effect 2: Magic Mastery, level 20 equipment, durability 100-100. 

Magic Enhancement: increases magic attack by 3%. 

Magic Mastery: increases casting speed and reduces skill cooldown by 5%. 

Perfect Mind Robe (red): defense 200, HP 1,000, intelligence +86, special effect 1: Magic Resistance, 

special effect 2: Magic Affinity, level 20 equipment, durability 100-100. 

Magic Resistance: increases magic resistance, reduces magic damage by 10%. 

Magic Affinity: increases magic recovery speed by 10%. 

Perfect Soul Necklace (red): magic attack 300-324, intelligence +87, special effect 1: Critical Hit, special 

effect 2: Magic Enhancement, level 20 equipment, durability 100-100. 

Critical Hit: increase critical hit rate by 2%. 

Magic Enhancement: increase magic attack by 3%. 

These three pieces of equipment were really strong. Unfortunately, they were all magic-type 

equipment. If they were all equipped, they would not be inferior to his divine artifact. In fact, they might 

even be stronger. 

He would ask Storm of the World if he wanted these three pieces of equipment later. Anyway, he was a 

Mage, so these three pieces of red equipment were just right for him. 

After looking at the red equipment, Zhang Shan began to look down on the two orange equipment. One 

was an ax, and the other was a war blade used by a Guardian Warrior. The attributes were not bad, but 

compared to the red equipment, they were far inferior. 

The purple equipment was actually a level 20 cape. It was a good item, and it was exactly what Zhang

Priest’s Cape (purple): increases HP by 16,000. 2

Eagle Eye (passive): level 10; increases attack range, vision, and perception by 20%. 1

the boss back and forth until morning. He would probably be able to kill it at around 3 am. 

He had strengthened his attack range, vision, and perception. Now, as long as he did not seek death, no 

one would be able to kill him.

He 

estimated that it would cost at least a million gold coins, to begin with. 

The other skill book was also used by support. It was the priest’s skill book, Summoning Heavenly
