it’s fine. He’s already died many times. If he dies, we’ll have the support revive him. There are many 

supports and four resurrection skills. We can revive him once every minute. 

“You guys are really hard-working.” 

there’s no other way. Without you, the damage output is too low. We can only slowly grind it out. 

Actually, this is the normal way to fight a BOSS. Your abnormal damage output is a BUG. 

you guys should finish your battle quickly. I’ve found the wolf King again. I’ll guard nearby and wait for 

you guys to come over. 

f * ck, the wolf King has respawned again. We just finished it not long ago. It hasn’t even been 20 hours. 

How can it respawn so quickly? ” 

I don’t know. I just saw it. I can’t be wrong. 

guard the wolf King well. Don’t let others hit you. 

“Don’t worry, no one will find this place. There are as many monsters as there are rice here, and no one 

will be able to come here.” 

“you just guard the wolf king. we’ll come over after we finish the dungeon.” 

“There’s no hurry. I’ll be farming monsters nearby. You guys focus on clearing the dungeon first.” 

“I understand.” 

After ending the call, Zhang Shan circled the wolf King from a distance to farm monsters. He always kept 

the wolf King within his line of sight. 

Red bosses in the wild were extremely rare, and every one of them meant good equipment and skill 

books.

was, he had to have a lifesteal effect. 

He didn’t believe that he wouldn’t be able to find a monster with a passive lifesteal effect. 

He opened the game forum.

passive that added attack power. 

[demonized giant army ant: level 40, attack 2400, health points 12000, skill: ant strength (passive)] 

[ant strength (passive): greatly increases attack power.] 

Although ants were small, they were born with immense strength and could carry items that were 

dozens of times heavier than themselves. 

This skill was good. It was probably the same as rabbit’s passive skill. As long as he could get it, it would 

increase his attack power by 10%. 

His current attack power had reached three thousand eight hundred. An increase of ten percent would 

mean an increase of nearly four hundred attack power. 

Compared to the average accessory, the attack bonus was much higher. 

he had to find a way to get this skill. 

it was just that the level of these army ants was a little high. zhang shan was only level 25,15 levels 

lower than the army ants. 

Under the level suppression, his damage output would be reduced by half. 

If the Army ants were too dense, he would not be able to farm them. 

no matter what, he had to write it down first. when his red name disappeared, he would go and take a 

look. 

he had to try. it didn’t matter if he was slow. his level was ahead of the others by a lot, so he wasn’t 

afraid of being caught up. 

Moreover, having a powerful passive skill would be of great help to him in the future. 

He didn’t find the lifesteal passive skill, but he did find a skill that increased his attack power, which was
