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Senior Yue’s monologue was not lost on Lin Jing; he heard every word. 

As for Senior Yue,

If he were in the core area, he estimated the distance would be sufficient. 

Having said that, 

Lin Jing followed Senior Han toward the core area. 

On the way, 

Senior Han spoke again to Lin Jing: 



“This time, I’ve left you two days. You can cultivate in the core area until it’s time for you 
to leave.” 

“During these two days, you should cultivate well.”

The route they took this time was different from the one Senior Yue took when Lin Jing 
used the Observation Mode to follow him.

the core area.

“Senior Han…” 

Senior Han nodded, and then addressed the two: 

“This is a disciple I used to know well. I’m taking him inside for some cultivation. He 
doesn’t have a token. I’ve informed you in advance; when it’s time for him to leave, just 
let him out.” 

The two nodded to Han Jing and said: 

“Don’t worry, Senior Han.” 

Han Jing cupped his fists and said to the two men: 

“Thank you both, junior brothers.” 

The two men also cupped their fists in response: 

“Senior Brother Han, you are too kind. We hope that after you become a core disciple, 
you can give us some guidance.” 



Han Jing nodded and then said to them: 

“Don’t worry.” 

After saying this, 

Han Jing cupped his fists again and said to the two men: 

“Alright, junior brothers, we’re going in now.” 

“Farewell!” 

“Senior Brother Han, farewell,” the two men replied, cupping their fists in unison. 

Then, 

he walked in with Lin Jing. 

After the two had entered, 

the two disciples at the door began to discuss among themselves. 

The one on the left said: 

“Is the cave dwelling that Senior Brother Han applied for actually for this person’s use?” 

“Who is this person, do you know him?” 

The disciple on the right first peeked inside for a moment, then shook his head and said: 

“Not sure, I haven’t seen him before.” 

“But…” 

“If Senior Brother Han does this, I’m afraid it will displease the elder.” 

“The elder arranged this cave dwelling for him to cultivate properly, to improve his 
cultivation as much as possible before the sect’s disciple conference.” 

“To secure a place in the top three in the grand competition.” 

“Now…” 

“He has given this opportunity to an unknown little cultivator.” 



“Moreover, this person doesn’t seem to be the child of one of those big families from 
Immortal City.” 

“I doubt he can offer much in the way of Spirit Stones.” 

The disciple on the left nodded in agreement after hearing this. 

“Indeed…” 

“You know, renting this cave dwelling to other cultivators to earn some Spirit Stones, to 
buy a few more pills, would be much better than this.” 

The disciple on the right said: 

“Sigh…” 

“Indeed!” 

“Who knows what Senior Brother Han is thinking.” 

“I guess this cultivator must have a special relationship with Senior Brother Han.” 

The disciple on the left curled his lips and said to the one on the right: 

“You’re stating the obvious…” 

“Otherwise, how could Senior Brother Han treat him so…” 

While the two were chatting leisurely, 

Senior Brother Han had already brought Lin Jing to the entrance of a cave dwelling in 
the core area. 

The two stood outside the cave dwelling. 

Senior Brother Han took a glowing token from his Storage Bag with his hand. 

Then, 

he placed the token onto the stone platform at the entrance of the cave dwelling. 

After the token was placed, there was a fluctuation, and then the formation opened. 

Senior Brother Han stepped forward, pushed open the stone door of the cave dwelling, 
and walked in. 



Lin Jing also followed after Senior Brother Han, heading inside the cave dwelling. 

This core area cave dwelling was slightly larger than those in the inner area. 

After entering the cave dwelling, Senior Brother Han handed the token in his hand 
directly to Lin Jing. 

“You hold onto this token. When you leave, just return it to me.”

Afterward,

Therefore, 



to improve his Spiritual Root aptitude, he still needed to start with the Cleansing Spirit 
Liquid.

After coming out of Observation Mode, Lin Jing left the System Space directly. 

Sitting cross-legged on the stone bed in his cave dwelling, he pondered. 

He tried to think of some other methods. 

For a long while. 

Lin Jing racked his brains to the point of a splitting headache but still couldn’t come up 
with a better method. 

Unless, he was willing to risk his life. 

If it came to risking his life, then there was no need. 

Lin Jing indeed wanted to improve the quality of his Spiritual Root.

Moreover.

Lin Jing then shook his head. 

Having the System Space, even with a Five Elements Mixed Spirit Root, 

his cultivation would be much easier than for others. 

To take such a risk, which was almost certainly fatal? 

Absolutely unnecessary… 

“It seems this matter can only be left to fate.” 



“If in the future, I get the chance to obtain Cleansing Spirit Liquid, then we will see.” 

“Who knows, maybe in the future, I can obtain this Cleansing Spirit Liquid from some 
other place.” 

Thinking thus, Lin Jing slowly let go of his fixations. 

Afterward. 

Lin Jing temporarily put aside this matter and began cultivating once again. 

This round of cultivation lasted another day. 

Today marked the sixth day since Lin Jing arrived at this Cleansing Spirit place. 

One more day and they would be leaving. 

Although the core area was indeed much better than the inner area, 

the concentration of Spiritual Energy still could not compare with that inside the System 
Space. 

And the effects produced by the Cleansing Spirit Liquid factors contained within the 
Spiritual Energy were not very significant. 

Perhaps it was because Lin Jing possessed a Five Elements Mixed Spirit Root. 

His absorption rate of Spiritual Energy was much slower than others. 

That could be why. 

Despite this. 

Lin Jing still did not give up. 

Afterward. 

Lin Jing continued to sit in meditation and cultivate. 

However… 

This time, Lin Jing had not been meditating for long, 

perhaps not even an hour,

However…

tremor did not occur again. 

Curiosity arose within Lin Jing. 

Afterward… 

He entered the System Space once again. 

Upon entering the System Space, Lin Jing immediately activated Observation Mode. 

He then controlled the perspective to continue his exploration. 

Soon. 

Lin Jing discovered the two disciples of the Qingyuan Sword Sect who had been 
guarding the entrance to the core area. 

The two were walking down the corridor, just past the entrance of a cave dwelling. 

The stone door of this cave dwelling was open, and a cultivator stuck his head out, 
asking them: 

“Fellow disciples, what happened with the sudden tremor just now?” 

Obviously… 



This person too was awakened by the unexpected tremor. 

“Greetings, Senior Brother…” 

“Just now, at the very back of the caves, some low-level Ant Demon Beasts caused a 
boulder to dislodge and fall, creating the tremors.” 

“An Elder has already gone to handle it, and it’s estimated that it will be resolved in a 
short while.” 

“Senior Brother need not worry, you can continue your cultivation in peace.” 

After hearing this, the cultivator nodded. 

“So that’s what happened…” 

“Thank you both, fellow disciples.” 

Having said this, 

he then returned to his cave dwelling to continue cultivating. 

And Lin Jing, upon hearing this, furrowed his brows and pondered for a moment. 

Afterward. 

He continued his exploration going forward. 

“Ant Demon Beasts?” 

“Could it be the ones I saw earlier?” 
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Lin Jing controlled the Observation Mode, reaching the deepest part of the cave. 

As soon as he entered the cave, Lin Jing noticed that it was different from the last time 
he had been there. 

A giant boulder lay in the middle of the cave. 

There were also many fragments of rock strewn about in disarray. 

At the rear of the cave, there was a massive new opening. 

Lin Jing clearly remembered that, on his last visit, 



this opening did not exist. 

It was obviously newly formed. 

And inside that opening, a chilling wind howled, with intermittent piercing shrieks 
resonating within. 

In the cave, 

the three Nascent Soul Elders who were supposed to guard it were now down to two. 

And the remaining two Nascent Soul Elders had ceased their meditation. 

At the mouth of the new opening, they had erected a barrier of light. 

Seemingly stabilizing the entire cave. 

Driven by curiosity, Lin Jing controlled the Observation Mode 

and peered into the newly formed opening. 

After a period of exploration, 

the cave turned sharply downward. 

Lin Jing continued his exploration following the descent. 

With the faint light to guide him, Lin Jing looked at the cave walls and could barely make 
out 

that the walls, as though hewn by axe and chisel, were irregular but smooth in some 
areas. 

They didn’t appear to be naturally formed at all. 

It seemed more like a passage carved out by some creature… 

After observing for a while, Lin Jing continued his descent. 

Soon… 

he reached the bottom of the cave. 

At this point, the bottom of the cave was much more spacious than before.

It was the third Elder who had been guarding the cave with the Cleansing Spirit Liquid.

The Ant Demon Beast was dark red all over and glowed brightly. 

Just like… 

the Ant Demon Beasts Lin Jing had seen before. 

Only this one was much larger, the size of a calf. 

Besides this colossal ant, there were countless other Ant Demon Beasts within the 
cave. 

Even behind the Ant Demon Beast, the entire cave was a dark red hue, which looked 
quite terrifying. 

However, 

the standoff between the man and the beast did not last long before conflict erupted. 

The largest Ant Demon Beast leaped forward, charging straight at the Nascent Soul 
Elder. 

But the Nascent Soul Elder simply raised his hand, 

and a sea of flames burst forth, rushing toward the swarm of ants. 

Countless Ant Demon Beasts were incinerated to ash by the flames, 

and only a few managed to survive. 

Even the surrounding rocks had begun to melt. 

Indeed, befitting of a Nascent Soul Cultivator, the casually unleashed sea of flames was 
terrifyingly powerful. 



Yet, despite this, 

the largest Ant Demon Beast emerged from the sea of flames unimpeded, 

with not a single mark on its body. 

Once again, the Nascent Soul Elder extended his hand and pointed forward. 

The previously poised Flying Sword, shimmering with dazzling light, surged towards the 
Ant Demon Beast. 

“Clang!” 

Upon contact with the Ant Demon Beast, the Flying Sword produced a sound like metal 
striking metal. 

The Ant Demon Beast shrieked in pain, yet bore no wound on its body. 

After shrieking, it continued its charge towards the Nascent Soul Elder. 

Just as it was about to rush over… 

Suddenly, 

a tremendous palm shadow flew out, directly swatting the Ant Demon Beast away. 

“Elder Yue, how goes it?” 

A voice then emanated from behind the Elder. 

Lin Jing subsequently shifted the Observation Mode perspective and looked behind. 

He saw that it was one of the men who had previously been above. 

The Elder who had been fighting with the Ant Demon Beast didn’t even turn his head 
and responded: 

“This Redflame Devouring Spirit Ant seems to have reached its climate, and might be 
close to morphing. My fire-based Divine Sense has no effect on it.” 

“Elder Li, this Demonic Beast is not easy to deal with…” 

The Elder who had just arrived furrowed his brows and replied: 

“I did not expect it to be this troublesome…” 



As soon as Elder Li finished speaking, Elder Yue once again started to explain: 

“This place is not like the others; we need to ensure that the Cleansing Spirit Liquid 
remains unaffected.” 

“Therefore…” 

“we should resolve this battle quickly.” 

Elder Li nodded in agreement. 

He took a step forward, ready to join Elder Yue and slay the Redflame Devouring Spirit 
Ant. 

Seeing their intent, the Redflame Devouring Spirit Ant seemed to realize it was no 
match for the two of them. 

After a shriek, it turned and fled into the depths of the cave. 

At the same time, the remaining Redflame Devouring Spirit Ants that had survived the 
sea of flames charged at the two Elders. 

As the Redflame Devouring Spirit Ant attempted to escape, the two Elders gave chase 
without hesitation. 

Meanwhile, the Devouring Spirit Ants were deemed inconsequential by the Elders. 

Elder Yue then waved his hand, and a wave of Spiritual Power swept over. 

The Devouring Spirit Ants burst apart… 

Lin Jing had wanted to keep watching the battle, 

but not long into his pursuit, the range of Observation Mode reached its limit and could 
not extend any further. 

Feeling helpless, 

Lin Jing had no choice but to return. 

When Lin Jing regained control over the Observation Mode, returning to the cave, only 
one Elder remained on guard there. 

This remaining Elder stood at the entrance, gazing inside, 

seemingly using Divine Sense to detect any activity inside the cave. 



Yet, 

there was not the slightest change in his expression. 

Clearly, 

the battle inside was well in hand. 

The two Nascent Soul Stage Elders facing the Redflame Devouring Spirit Ant should 
have an easy victory. 

After waiting a little longer… 

just as Lin Jing was about to exit Observation Mode and return to his cultivation, 
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Suddenly… 

An unexpected change occurred. 

“Boom!” 

Within the cave, there came a loud noise, and the ground shook violently. 

The Elder who had been guarding the entrance with an unfazed expression, 

suddenly turned pale and subconsciously wanted to rush into the cave. 

But it looked like he remembered something… 

He stopped abruptly. 

He then turned to glance at the Cleansing Spirit Pool. 

Immediately after… 

he took out a humanoid stone automaton from his Space Ring and placed it at the 
entrance of the cave. 

This stone automaton was grayish-green, holding a spear, and appeared somewhat 
damaged, like an ancient burial item from a tomb. 

Just as Lin Jing was puzzled, 



he saw the Elder’s lips move slightly and then he stretched out his hand, shooting out a 
beam of green light from his palm.

Faced with this sudden turn of events, 

Lin Jing was initially stunned, but then became extremely excited. 

Lin Jing had long thought about scenarios like this. 

How to lure the three Grand Elders away and then steal the Cleansing Spirit Liquid for 
himself. 



He just hadn’t expected… 

that a sudden incident would cause all three Elders to leave. 

Leaving behind only the Formation. 

And that constantly patrolling stone automaton. 

If the three Nascent Soul Stage Elders were present, Lin Jing wouldn’t dare make any 
rash moves. 

Even if there were just one Nascent Soul Stage Elder here, 

Lin Jing wouldn’t dare to make a move. 

Because… 

The gap in Cultivation was simply too great, and Lin Jing feared he would be killed 
instantly as soon as he appeared. 

Even with the System Space, he wouldn’t have a chance to steal the Cleansing Spirit 
Liquid. 

But. 

Now that all three Grand Elders had left, 

only the automaton remained. 

As for the automaton… 

Lin Jing began to ponder. 

According to one method he had previously considered… 

After arriving here, he could directly use the System’s Fixed Point Teleportation feature 
to teleport inside the Defensive Array. 

The Formation protecting the Cleansing Spirit Pool would presumably have very strong 
defenses. 

However… 

Lin Jing could use Fixed Point Teleportation to teleport directly inside the Formation. 

Then, 



no matter how strong the Formation, it would be useless against him. 

Upon teleporting inside the Formation, Lin Jing could directly collect the Cleansing Spirit

even if the automaton was incredibly powerful and could break the Defensive Array, the 
Formation would still hold up for a while. 

That amount of time… 

would be enough for Lin Jing to retrieve the Cleansing Spirit Liquid and then hide back 
in the System Space. 

At this time, 

the ground trembled violently again. 

And a huge hissing sound came from inside the cave.

Possibly, 

there would be a need to evacuate from the land of the Cleansing Spirit. 

Time waits for no one, and Lin Jing’s opportunity was now or never. 

Afterwards…

Lin Jing had thoroughly explored this cavern before and knew that there was no 
Shadow Capture Orb present.

“This person has an extremely powerful Magical Treasure with instant teleportation 
capabilities…” 

“And has been monitoring us all along.” 

“That’s why they appeared and stole the Cleansing Spirit Liquid as soon as we left.” 

The Elder looked down in contemplation, then raised his head to gaze at the broken 
entrance: 

“So, was the appearance of the Redflame Devouring Spirit Ants their doing, or was it an 
accident?” 

A moment passed. 

The Elder’s tightly knit brows finally relaxed: 

“Regardless of the connection to the Redflame Devouring Spirit Ants, since he dares 
not to show himself openly, it is obvious that his Cultivation is not strong.” 

“And furthermore…” 

“It is very likely that he possesses an extremely powerful Magical Treasure…” 



“I have already memorized his aura, should I encounter him again, he will certainly not 
escape.” 

“Once I capture him, that mysterious Magical Treasure will be mine…” 

Having finished speaking. 

The Elder looked at the stone statue, then his lips moved slightly, reciting a long 
incantation. 

The stone statue also returned to its previous state. 

Continuing to patrol inside the cave. 

Only after doing all of this did the Elder leave. 

However, what he did not know. 

Was that the aura of Cultivation on Lin Jing’s body was also fake. 

All of it was a disguise created by the Hidden Dragon Pendant of the Azure Moon. 

After the Hidden Dragon Pendant of the Azure Moon merged into one, its grade 
substantially increased, and its ability to conceal was incredibly strong, even capable of 
deceiving the Divine Sense of a Nascent Soul Stage Cultivator.
