Previously, in the Demon Race Secret Realm, Xiyue’s father and the giant silhouettes 
behind the seven great Demon Cultivators from the Demon Clan were indeed the Five 
Elements Spiritual Bodies they had cultivated. 

Cultivators cultivating the Five Elements Spiritual Body could use it to mobilize the 
Spiritual Power of heaven and earth at will, using it for themselves, allowing them to 
exert strength several times beyond their own. 

And cultivating this Five Elements Spiritual Body was not a simple task. 

Five Elements Spiritual Power needed to gather together. 

At this step, the advantage of having a Five Elements Spiritual Root became evident. 

Those with a Five Elements Spiritual Root, harboring all five elements, found it 
extremely simple to condense the Five Elements Spiritual Power. 

However, for those cultivators without a Five Elements Spiritual Root, it was 
exceedingly difficult. 

They might have once been peerless geniuses with a single Spiritual Root, cultivating at 
a rapid pace. 

Or perhaps they had dual Spiritual Roots, regarded as elites within a sect. 

But at the stage of the Solidifying Body Realm… 

They had to cultivate Spiritual Power of their own attributes, condense the True Spirit, 
and seek True Spirits of other attributes that were dispersed between heaven and earth 
to compensate for their missing Spiritual Roots. 

Only when the True Spirits of all five attributes were gathered, could they merge 
together and advance to the Solidifying Body Realm. 

Five Elements True Spirits are a type of Spiritual Body birthed when Spiritual Power 
reaches its pinnacle. 

Unlike Yin Spirits or other Spiritual Bodies, they have no life, yet are immensely 
compatible with Spiritual Power. 



Cultivators, besides relying on their cultivation, could also find some spawning in certain 
places in the Cultivation World. 

However, the conditions for its birth are exceedingly harsh. 

Only in those special places where the Spiritual Power is particularly rich is it possible 
for them to appear, and they are extremely rare. 

Although Five Elements True Spirits possess no intelligence, capturing them is also 
incredibly difficult. 

Therefore, for other cultivators wishing to advance to the Solidifying Body Realm, it was 
not easy. 

Compared to those cultivators with other kinds of Spiritual Roots, Lin Jing, possessing a 
Five Elements Spiritual Root, only needed to continuously cultivate in order to form True 
Spirits of all five attributes and thus cultivate a Five Elements Spiritual Body, advancing 
to the Solidifying Body Realm. 

Although at this step, Lin Jing’s process might be much simpler than theirs, it was not 
necessarily faster than their speed of advancement. 

Because… 

All those genius disciples who joined large sects had their sects start looking for Five 
Elements True Spirits for them right from the outset. 

Even some top-notch sects, with their terrifying resources, found a few Five Elements 
True Spirits to be a mere trifle. 

They did not need to worry at all. 

After reaching the Solidifying Body Realm, there is still some difference between the 
Five Elements Spiritual Root and other Spiritual Roots. 

That is, the True Spirits condensed from a Five Elements Spiritual Root are more 
compatible with oneself than those captured from between heaven and earth. 

Naturally, there will also be some difference in their combat power. 

Cultivators with a Five Elements Spiritual Root in the Solidifying Body Realm will be 
much stronger than those who use captured True Spirits. 

However… 



Because all those who possess a Five Elements are classified as mixed Spiritual Roots, 
their cultivation speed is exceedingly slow. 

Struggling to even advance to the Golden Core, let alone the Solidifying Body Realm, 
becomes immensely challenging. 

Millions of years ago, the entire Cultivation World no longer saw a cultivator with a Five 
Elements Spiritual Root reach this step. 

Especially nowadays, having a Five Elements Spiritual Root almost directly signifies a 
bleak path of cultivation. 

Even those top-notch sects that are not lacking in resources would not waste their effort 
to nurture such a wastrel. 

Although Lin Jing also had a Five Elements Spiritual Root, he had the System Space, 
and it was with the aid of the System Space that he had reached this stage. 

Moreover… 

Lin Jing had also obtained Cleansing Spirit Liquid, refined the Cleansing Spirit Elixir, 
and enhanced his Spirit Root aptitude. 

Although it was a Five Elements Spiritual Root, his cultivation speed had already 
reached the pace of triple or even dual Spiritual Roots. 

… 

The entire content of the Jade Slip covered these two aspects. 

Whether it was due to the limitations of the previous cultivator’s cultivation, this Jade 
Slip did not include some subsequent information. 

But even this was enough. 

In the last part of the Jade Slip, the previous owner of the slip emphatically advised Lin 
Jing to make a journey to the Five Elements Ruins. 

He said it would be immensely helpful to him. 

Actually, without the reminder from this predecessor, Lin Jing would have still gone 
there. 

After all… 



Lin Jing’s current Immortal Dao Five Elements Technique only reached up to the 
Nascent Soul Peak, and he no longer had follow-up cultivation techniques beyond that. 

The subsequent phases of the Immortal Dao Five Elements Technique were located 
within the Five Elements Ruins, so Lin Jing definitely needed to visit the Five Elements 
Ruins to seek further techniques. 
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To enter the Five Elements Ruins, one must gather all five Five Elements Command 
Tokens. 

Lin Jing currently has two of them in his possession. 

The other three are distributed with Li Mingwu holding two, and Bai Yi one. 

If Lin Jing wishes to enter the Five Elements Ruins and cultivate the complete Immortal 
Five Elements Technique, he must obtain the remaining three tokens from them. 

However, the Five Elements Command Tokens are far too precious for either of them to 
relinquish voluntarily. 

And their cultivation levels are certainly not low. 

It seems unlikely that he can seize them by force. 

... 

Therefore, 
in order to enter the Five Elements Ruins, he must find them and cooperate together to 
collect all five Five Elements Command Tokens and gain access to the ruins. 

Nevertheless, 
Lin Jing, who has just entered the Divinity Transformation Stage, has yet to 
comprehend any Divine Arts and even his cultivation level is significantly lower than 
theirs. 

If Lin Jing were to rashly reveal that he possesses the Five Elements Command 
Tokens, his situation would become very dangerous. 

Lin Jing has no doubts that they would kill for the tokens. 

Even though he now possesses the cultivation at the Divinity Transformation Stage, it 
doesn’t necessarily mean he can match them. 



Moreover, he has just advanced to Divinity Transformation and hasn’t yet grasped any 
Divine Arts. 

Lin Jing, if he wants to enter the Five Elements Ruins, needs to wait till he has fully 
assimilated the cultivation from the Demon Infant within him and grasped his own Divine 
Arts.

After digesting the cultivation of the Demon Infant, Lin Jing should at least be able to 
break through to between the fifth and sixth layer of Divinity Transformation. 

With the cultivation of the fifth or sixth layer of Divinity Transformation, although he may 
not be quite a match for Li Mingwu, he should be comparable to Bai Yi and the others. 

Even with his concurrent practice of the Martial Dao, Lin Jing could have the strength to 
fight Li Mingwu. 

With that, Lin Jing would not fear any of them. 

Further, there’s another point… 

One of the tokens in his possession, he acquired during his last visit to the Five 
Elements Cave Mansion. 

If he were to carelessly bring it out, it would certainly be extremely disadvantageous for 
him, and might even alert the others, potentially leading them to join forces against him. 

Hence, Lin Jing does not plan to reveal the Five Elements Wood Command, but intends 
to find another way to dispose of or directly sell it. 

By then, possessing the Five Elements Fire Command will be sufficient for him. 

… 

After reviewing the content on the Jade Slip, Lin Jing put it away. 

Once he stored the Jade Slip, he took out another from his Space Ring. 

This Jade Slip contained the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique he obtained from 
Immortal Crossing Island. 

Lin Jing had been cultivating this Cultivation Technique, but he had only practiced half 
of it. 



The first half of the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique, which can reinforce one’s 
Divine Sense, doesn’t have cultivation level restrictions for practice. 

The latter part, however, requires a cultivator to have reached the Divinity 
Transformation Stage to continue. 

Lin Jing glanced at it previously, but only briefly; when he realized he couldn’t cultivate it 
further, he gave up and didn’t check it again. 

Now that Lin Jing has reached the Divinity Transformation Stage, he is in the right 
position to cultivate it. 

Therefore, he thought of taking this opportunity to look at the latter half of the technique. 

If possible, he might as well start preparing to cultivate the latter part of Dao 
Transformation Divinity Technique right away. 

After taking out the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique, Lin Jing activated his Divine 
Sense and probed into it. 

He was already extremely familiar with the preliminary content; without hesitation, he 
rapidly skimmed through it to examine the latter part of the technique. 

Dao Transformation Divinity, as its name suggests, is about condensing the Soul Spirit 
to enhance one’s Divine Sense power and then separating a part of one’s Soul Spirit. 

Somewhat like cultivating a clone, one must first condense their Soul Spirit and, once it 
becomes powerful, separate a part of it. 

Moreover, 
the separated part of the Soul Spirit is not completely detached and normally functions 
as one entity. 

Only at critical moments, such as during battle… 

can one activate the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique, separate their Soul Spirit, 
and with two Soul Spirits control oneself and a Puppet to attack the enemy, creating a 
situation of attacking with superior numbers to quickly secure a victory. 

This Cultivation Technique was created by a brilliantly gifted Puppet Master. 

Ordinary Puppet Masters need to split a part of their Divine Sense to control Puppets. 

Even though such a method can be used against an enemy, it’s very susceptible to 
disturbances. 



If the Puppet Master is attacked, then the Divine Sense controlling the Puppet will also 
be affected, thereby limiting the Puppet’s performance. 

Therefore, that Puppet Master put great effort into researching and creating this Dao 
Transformation Divinity Technique. 

This remarkably ingenious Puppet Master came up with a method to separate his Soul 
Spirit in another way, allowing his consciousness to split into two without affecting each 
other. 

This is akin to having another clone. 

Normally, if one encounters a Puppet Master, one could directly besiege the Puppet 
Master to exert pressure. 

Then the actions of the controlled Puppet would inevitably be heavily affected. 

But after cultivating the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique, Puppet Masters and 
their Puppets become two separate entities. 

Even if the Puppet Master is surrounded, it will not affect the actions of the Puppet and 
might even catch the enemy off-guard. 

Although the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique is extraordinary, its cultivation is 
also extremely challenging. 

Firstly, 
to master the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique, one’s Soul Spirit must be stronger 
than others, and the stronger the Soul Spirit, the easier it is to succeed in cultivating 
Divinity. 

“` 
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not only is failure likely, but there’s also a risk of injuring oneself during the soul-splitting 
process. 

In severe cases, it might even lead to direct demise. 

Secondly, 

during the initial soul-splitting, one requires a divine sense that is stronger than one’s 
own soul spirit as support. 



The strength of this divine sense must be at least close to twice that of the soul spirit’s 
strength. 

Fulfilling this condition also presents some difficulty. 

A cultivator’s divine sense is generally comparable to the strength of their soul spirit. 

The stronger the soul spirit, the stronger the divine sense naturally becomes. 

... 

Wanting the divine sense to surpass the soul spirit requires external assistance. 

It could be through the use of certain elixir medicines or spirit grass to stimulate, or 
some special magical treasures, or even certain cultivation techniques that can enhance 
one’s divine sense in a short time. 

There are even some special places that can strengthen the divine sense. 

Seeing this second condition, Lin Jing felt somewhat relieved. 

The Alchemy Room in the System Space just happened to be able to enhance the 
divine sense, so there was no need to worry further. 

Inside the Alchemy Room, one’s divine sense could be increased by 60%, and if 
upgraded once more, it could be enhanced by 70%. 

With such an enhancement, even if there are deficiencies, by refining some elixir 
medicines that can temporarily boost the divine sense, this problem can be easily 
resolved. 

Having solved the issue of divine sense, there is now only one problem left. 

That is the elixir medicine to strengthen the soul spirit. 

The soul spirit is fundamental to a cultivator, and elixir medicines that enhance it are 
exceedingly rare. 

As far as Lin Jing knows, among fifth-grade elixir medicines, the Revival Elixir can repair 
a damaged soul spirit, but it cannot strengthen it. 

And there’s another fifth-grade elixir medicine, Gathering Spirit Elixir, which can 
enhance the divine sense for a short period. 

As for elixir medicines that can strengthen the soul spirit, Lin Jing has never heard of 
any. 



Afterward, 

Lin Jing finished checking the entire jade slip. 

At the end of the jade slip, he saw such a message: 

“When cultivating to split the soul, Nascent Soul Peak is optimal. 

Otherwise, if the soul spirit’s strength is insufficient, failure is highly likely.” 

“In addition…” 

“Jade Soul Algae often grows in extremely harsh sea regions and can enhance the soul 
spirit when consumed and refined directly.” 

Reading until the end, Lin Jing was quite surprised; he did not expect that there would 
be a method to enhance the soul spirit at the end. 

Jade Soul Algae. 

It seems that later, when he returns to the Demonic Monster Sea, he will have to search 
carefully. 

After checking, Lin Jing placed the Dao Transformation Divinity Technique into the 
Space Ring. 

This cultivation technique is also currently beyond his ability to practice. 

Since he could not practice it, Lin Jing could only put it aside for the moment.

Lin Jing took out the Great Dream Ancient Mirror from the Space Ring, ready to 
continue with its refinement. 

During the Tribulation, Lin Jing’s Ling Yin Flawless Sword was already shattered. 

Now, he has no usable magical treasures on him. 

It was just right to try refining the Great Dream Ancient Mirror now that he had advanced 
to Divinity Transformation. 

And for the upcoming period, Lin Jing had already made plans to refine the Great 
Dream Ancient Mirror while understanding his own divine arts. 

… 



A few days later, Ji Xiyue prepared to leave the Nanming Domain and once again came 
to Lin Jing’s courtyard to bid him farewell. 

As they prepared to part, the two exchanged courteous words. 

Ji Xiyue couldn’t help but express her feelings, 

“Honestly, I’m still somewhat short of the Elixir Alliance’s standards.” 

“Without your help, the Elixir Alliance wouldn’t have even considered me.” 

At this point, Ji Xiyue looked toward Lin Jing, and continued, 

“I believe that with your alchemy level, if you were in the Elixir Alliance, you would 
definitely amaze those old timers.” 

“And I believe that with your skills, plus the resources of the Elixir Alliance, you would 
quickly surpass me, even directly reaching the Seventh Grade, or even Eighth Grade 
Alchemist.” 

Lin Jing just smiled and said, 

“Ji Dao friend!” 

“Don’t sell yourself short. 

I believe that when you’re at the Elixir Alliance, with guidance from the Alchemy Dao 
predecessors, your alchemy will definitely become increasingly formidable.” 

“Who knows, when we meet again, you might have far surpassed me.”

He wouldn’t be able to refine more than a few elixir furnaces in a year, so how could he 
continue to level up?

In the following days, Lin Jing sought out Wei Zhengqing for a brief gathering. 

After an extensive chat with him, Lin Jing bid farewell. 

After leaving Wei Zhengqing, Lin Jing went to Linxian City, met with Ning Yue, and 
learned from her that the Ning family had already parted ways with the Nanming 
Immortal Sect.
