The sudden arrival of the mist engulfed nearly half of the island. 

And that half had tens of thousands of cultivators within it. 

After the mist dissipated, those tens of thousands of cultivators had completely 
vanished with the mist. 

To this day, no one has returned. 



This shows just how terrifying the Sea of Strange Mist is. 

…… 

Elder Yan then said, 

“I have encountered the Sea of Strange Mist before, but I was lucky not to be enveloped 
by the mist. 

The Jade Soul Algae was left behind after the mist dissipated.” 

“If there is likely any place where Jade Soul Algae might appear, it is only within the Sea 
of Strange Mist…” 
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Jing can venture into. 

If the only place within the Southern Outer Sea that has Jade Soul Algae is there, Lin 
Jing will have to give it up for now. 

Soon, the Yan Family patriarch informed Lin Jing that if he truly desired Jade Soul 
Algae, he would have to venture into the Inner Sea. 

In the entire Demonic Monster Sea, the area occupied by the four Outer Seas does not 
exceed thirty percent.

After listening, Ling Yi immediately responded:

“You saw him?” Li Mingwu looked at Ling Yi.

Since Nascent Soul Cultivators were rare in the Thousand Islands Domain and 
resources weren’t abundant, not even the Li Yan Marketplace often had treasures that 
Nascent Soul Cultivators needed.

After the upgrade, both his success rate in every batch of refinement and the quality of 
the Elixir Medicines would improve. 

Most importantly, even the success rate of refining Pure Elixirs would increase. 

Soon after, 

Lin Jing walked towards the Alchemy Room… 

… 

Time flies swiftly by. 

In the blink of an eye, a year had passed since Lin Jing returned to Li Yan Island. 

During that year, Lin Jing seldom went out. 



If he was not engaged in Alchemy, he was contemplating his Divine Arts. 

He was also refining the Great Dream Ancient Mirror. 

One year might not seem very long in the outside world, but most of that time, Lin Jing 
spent within the System Space. 

During this period,

Required for upgrade: (200000/200000 Harvest Points) 

The Alchemy Room must be emptied before upgrading. 

Afterward. 

Lin Jing packed up the Pill Furnace he had just finished using to refine elixirs. 

After putting the Pill Furnace away, Lin Jing operated on the panel for a while, and then 
a system notification sounded.
