A supreme-grade Daoist Treasure Pill Furnace is a highly coveted item among other 
powers and can refine ninth-grade elixir medicines without any problem.

The Qingming Pill is one of the most lackluster types of Seventh Grade Elixir Medicines. 



When cultivators consume a Qingming Pill during their practice, it can increase their 
cultivation speed for a certain period of time. 

Even though it is said to increase cultivation speed, as a Seventh Grade Elixir Medicine, 
its effect is actually not significant for cultivators at the Solidifying Body stage or even 
those in the Dao Integration Stage. 

After reaching the Divinity Transformation, cultivators must additionally nurture their 
Soul Spirit alongside advancing their cultivation. 

It is generally essential to progress both cultivation and Soul Spirit side by side, even if 
consuming a Qingming Pill could cause a breakthrough in one’s cultivation level. 

However, at that point, it becomes necessary to stop and cultivate the Soul Spirit, 
waiting for it to catch up with the cultivation level before proceeding further. 

For cultivators who have reached the Solidifying Body or even Dao Integration Stage, 
their Spirit Root Aptitude would not be poor, and thus, advancing their cultivation 
naturally would not be difficult. 

On the other hand, improving the Soul Spirit requires continuous refining over time. 

This leads to the situation where the usage of the Qingming Pill is not very significant. 

Moreover, another downside of the Qingming Pill is that it is difficult to concoct, being 
more challenging to produce compared to other Seventh Grade Elixir Medicines. 

Despite these drawbacks, the Qingming Pill has been passed down since the Ancient 
Era. 

The sole advantage is probably its simple ingredients, which are not rare and relatively 
easy to find. 

Even the essential herb, Qingming Root, can be cultivated. 

Therefore, the Qingming Pill is most suitable as a special Elixir Medicine for training 
alchemists to improve their proficiency.

At this moment, 

Within a small but extremely well-protected island in the Chang Yun Archipelago, 

Lin Jing was sitting cross-legged in the island’s square. 



In front of Lin Jing was the Cloud Pattern Purple Gold Furnace, bestowed to him by 
Changyun Yuanlei, which he had been using consistently.
