Because the Third Rank Spirit Grass needed to refine Third Rank elixirs was different
from the lower rank Spirit Grass used for First and Second Rank elixirs.

The low-ranking Spirit Grass necessary for First and Second Rank elixirs could be
cultivated; as long as there was sufficient Spiritual Energy, one could open up a Spirit
Field to plant them.

Many small families lived by cultivating low-rank Spirit Grass.

This was why these Spirit Plants could easily be bought in the Fang Market.



Of course, some even smaller families, with lesser power, could only occupy areas with
sparser Spiritual Energy as their family bases.

And their Spirit Fields, with even thinner Spiritual Energy, made cultivating even low-
rank Spirit Grass quite difficult. Such families could only grow Spirit Rice.

The reason why so many sects and families were gathered here at Nanshan

Market was that, compared to other places, this area had richer Spiritual Energy,

and it was near the Night Mist Mountain Range, which was rich in resources. Even if
they didn’t plant Spirit Plants, they could collect them in the mountains or hunt Demonic

Beasts.

Though it was more dangerous, if one were lucky with their harvest, the rewards could
be significant.

However, Third Rank Spirit Grass was different; the most important point was that Third
Rank Spirit Plants couldn’t be cultivated.

Because Third Rank Spirit Plants required copious amounts of Spiritual Energy, the
Spiritual Energy in most places simply didn’'t meet the needs for planting them.

Furthermore, many Third Rank Spirit Plants had special environmental requirements;
even if the Spiritual Energy were sufficient, transplanting them into Spirit Fields could
very quickly result in their death.
