Everyone’s combat 
prowess and artifacts will play an important role. More importantly, we need a good 
battle formation and good trump cards. Picking the best time to take part in any 
conflict is also key, allowing us to get the highest chance of success...”

He turned serious the next moment before speaking again. “Other than our numbers and cultivation, 
we don’t seem to have an advantage over anything else. In fact... Even with the number of high-
level True Immortals we have, we are barely comparable to the others. We need to think of a way to 
pull ahead...”

He turned to True Immortal Ban and asked suddenly, “I have no intention to offend you, but in the 
past, during your alliance with the Spirit Abundance World and Spirit Mammoth World, I wonder if 
you learned about the number of high-level True Immortals they have?”

True Immortal Ban nodded slightly. Actually, he didn’t need Qu Guan to ask the question as he 
would tell the rest anyway. “The Spirit Abundance World and Spirit Mammoth World have at least 
25 True Immortals each, but definitely fewer than 30.”

The number he revealed caused everyone’s heart to sink.

After the War of the Spirit Tinkle World, the original 19 True Immortals they had was reduced to a 
mere 9. No matter how much support True Immortal Ban and the others gave, they only nurtured 3 
more True Immortals.

The increase in the number of True Immortals in the Spirit Tinkle World, Spirit Thistle World, and 
Spirit Luxuriant World definitely surpassed the others, but in terms of high-level combat strength, 
they were sorely lacking.



True Immortal Ban continued, “From what I know, be it the Spirit Mammoth World or Spirit 
Abundance World, they have at least 2 fifth tier True Immortals. They also have more than 3 fourth 
tier True Immortals. Of course, I’m only referring to Free True Immortals here.”

Now that several years have 
passed, I am not too sure about their combat strength...”

Everyone in the hall already knew about the matter regarding the Star Curtain and how it would 
crumble soon. Since they knew, there was no reason for the Spirit Mammoth World and Spirit 
Abundance World not to know about it since they had the longest history and were the closest to 
becoming an Essence World. They most definitely knew about the Heaven Observation Field and 
the Star Curtain.

That was also why they understood the importance of producing high-level True Immortals, not to 
mention the fact that the Star Origin Dao Field had Zhuo Gudao, an expert at the peak of the Martial 
Void Realm.

As such, no one was sure that there weren’t any brave souls in the Spirit Mammoth World or Spirit 
Abundance World who tried stepping into the level of Extreme Harmonization to reach the sixth tier 
of the Martial Void Realm.

Kou Chongxue asked suddenly, “We already know about the Star Origin Guards’ battle formation 
and Zhuo Gudao has some strange treasure that allows him to control Seventh Order energy... For 
the Spirit Mammoth World and Spirit Abundance World to also take part in the operation to the 
Essence Ping World, will that also mean that they also have the ability to control Seventh Order 
energy? What type of energy will they be able to control?”
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
