He was in charge of 
the key position of the grand formation and the moment he lost control of his extermination origins, 
he wouldn’t be able to properly control the grand formation. The giant vortex above the island 
would be affected and so would their absorption of world origin.

More importantly, the unsteady inflow of world origin that resulted because of that would greatly 
affect Guan Yun’s chances of success when entering the Martial Dipper Realm.
