"Human Divinity can be divided into the Seven Emotions and Six Desires: joy, anger, sorrow, thought, 

grief, fear, shock—each of the Seven Emotions is a major category of Divinity, the Six Desires can be 

distinguished as well, but the Seven Emotions Divinity is more communal." 

 

 

"Each major category of Divinity can be further divided into branches, each of which is a possible 

foundation for crafting the Divine Base; for example, the Si Family's 'Angry Cry Town Ghost' Divine Base 

belongs to the 'Divinity of Sorrow.'
