“She trusts her special friend to guide her for now, that is why she did mark 
Trever, but also why she was a bit hesitant, she knows that she may have the toxin, but 
not sure if, when, or how it will affect people, or if it will happen with every bite, which is 
where her training will need to kick in.” Lilly says. “I will make sure to stop by, when we 
leave.” I tell her. And she nods. 

ADRIAN: After I get my grandfather to his room, I return to the marquee to go in search 
of my mate, I need to check on her to make sure that she was ok, I know that Amanda’s 
death wasn’t going to affect her, per say, except in the shocking way that it happened. I 
just need to find her. I don’t spot her at first, so I link her. “Love, where are you? And are 
you ok?” “I am fine, I am on the opposite side of the entry door of the marquee, towards 
the back away from the speakers.” I close the link and head in her direction. I spot Lilly 
and Alpha Camron on my way to find Kina and make a detour in their direction. “Lilly, 
Alpha Camron, Luna Courtney, Stephen.” I greeted them. “Alpha Adrian, I must 
apologize to you, I am sorry for yours’s and your grandfather’s loss, but I am not sorry 
that it was me, I warned her, but she didn’t listen, and for that I am sorry.” Lilly tells me. 
“No need to apologize to me Lilly, I am just as sorry that you had to do what you did, all 
of us warned her to leave Kes alone, including grandfather.” “Yes, he did mention that.” 
“When was this?” “Oh, on our way back from the archery tournament, Amanda came up 
as a pointed topic of conversation. I did tell him that if she did not comply with the 
wishes of the princes, they would have the right to execute her on the spot, and I asked 
him if he was ready for that possibility.” Lilly stated. “I hope he does survive; I would 
hate to lose him.” I say to her. She nods at me. “Will you be leaving tomorrow?” she 
asked. “I am unsure, it will depend on Kina and grandfather.” I tell her. “How is Kina, 
with all the excitement surrounding Amanda’s death, I hope it didn’t set her back.” She 
says. “I don’t think it has, I was just on my way to go find her, when I caught sight of the 



four of you.” I tell her. “Well, if she needs to have another treatment, don’t hesitate, I am 
more than happy to help.” She says. “Thank you, I will keep that in mind, but I must go 
find her.” I say and shake hands with both Camron and Courtney, nod at Stephen. Then 
leave to find my mate. I continue to walk towards the back of the marquee and to the 
opposite side that I entered. I finally spot her. “How are you doing love?” I asked 
her. “I am good, but I was really wanting to have some of that dessert, until Amanda 
spoiled it.” “Do you want me to see if there is any left anywhere?” I asked her. “Yes 
please Adrian, those cherries looked absolutely mouthwatering.”

Sweety, come on shh, it’s 
alright, you didn’t do anything wrong, it was all on Amanda, not you, you have nothing to 
apologize for.” “Oh goddess, Kina, is Kina ok?” “Yes Kina is just fine, but she is craving 
some of the dessert that kind of went to the wayside.” “Of course, I will see if Sarah has 
any left.” “No, I will go see if there is any left, you stay and enjoy the dance.” I tell her. 
“Do you know if you will be Heaving tomorrow?” “No sweets, it will depend on both Kina 
and grandfather.” I tell her. She nods and I head into the kitchen. I get one of the 
omegas to help with getting Kina her 

dessert, and I head back to where she is sitting. 

KESKA: For some reason I keep hearing splashes and giggling coming from the pool 
area. “I will be back.” I tell our group. And head towards the pool. “Hu un baby doll not 
without me.” Trever says. I just shake my head “come on.” I head to the Pool, to see 
what the heck is going on back there. When we get back there I see Chase, and he is 
lifting Demi up in his cupped hands to give her a boost, as she takes a dive. I just 
chuckle at the antics of them all. As another boy comes over to Chase for his turn to get 
tossed. “How did they talk you into playing in the pool.” I asked Chase. “It wasn’t that 
hard really, I needed to work through an adrenalin overload from what happened at 
dinner, so I decided to come hang out with these guys.” “Yes they can definitely work 
through an adrenalin spike.” I said. Knowing my little brother and sister. I look at Trever, 
“Want to join them?” I asked him. “In a bit, I want to dance with you some more, before 
we join them.” He says. “Ok.” “I will let Alpha Camron know that you volunteered to keep 
the younger ones company.” I tell Chase. “No need, if he needs me, he will link me.” He 
says. “Ok.” “Hey sis, what you doing back here, I thought you were at the dance.” Liam 
call out. “I was, but I kept hearing splashing and giggling coming from back here, so I 
came to investigate, to make sure everything was all copasetic.” I say to him. “Yep all’s 
good back here.” He says. I smile at him and nod. I turn and head back inside, with 
Trever right behind me. We rejoin our table. “What’s up?” Mackie asked. “I just kept 
hearing noises coming from the pool area, so I went to check it out, our younger siblings 
are having a pool party.” I tell her. She smiles. 
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KESKA: I watch as Trever goes over to the DJ booth, he 
has a short conversation with the D1 and comes back to the table. “What did you talk 
to him about?” I asked him. “Don’t worry you’ll soon know.” He says. I scowl at him. 
Then the DJ says, “we’re going to slow things down a bit and give the mates another 
go on the floor, to snuggle.” I just look at Trever. “What, don’t look at me, 
I didn’t do anything.” He says while trying not to smile. I shake my head at him. The 
song starts and Trever pulls me onto the dance floor to “Lady.” by Styx. Again, 
I wrap my arms around him, and we sway to the music. Then the music goes right 
into Africa by Toto and You Take My Breath Away by Rex Smith all, slow songs. 
And a crazy eclectic mix of songs, but I knew them all, and I think that was 
the point, he wanted to dance with me to what I knew. And we did. Mackie and Dutch 
were on the dance floor as well, but they danced to more than we did, as 
Mackie knows more of the newer stuff than I do.

There was a lot coming down the wire, Wyatt and I 
needed to finish our two months with Mr. Rickman, we still haven’t heard back from the 
committee if Janica could join Alpha training with me or not, and now this possible war 
with Stone Claw, it just feels like there’s a lot to do and not enough time fore everything 
to get it done in, I guess part of that is because with war it doesn’t happen on your time, 
it happens on the aggressors time, and they don’t care if your ready or not, they would 
rather you not be ready, makes it easier for them. But we will be ready for them, every 
pack here will be training extra hard and trading warriors and trainers so that every pack 
can better defend themselves. Yes all of this was going through my mind, along with 
taking my mate up to my room and ravishing her thoroughly, but that couldn’t happen 
yet, as this dance was in honor of mine and Jessie’s 18th birthday, so I couldn’t leave 
until late, closer to midnight. Right now, I am watching Kes and Trever dance, at least 
she will have peace now. “What’s on your mind?” Janica asked. “A lot of stuff, but 
mainly Kes will have peace now.” I say nodding in her direction on the dace floor. “Yes 



her two worst adversaries are gone. I just feel bad for your grandfather, that he has to 
suffer the loss of his mate for it.” “Yeah, that is the worst part, Mimi never thought things 
through, just like Jessie, she never thought things through, to actually see the bigger 
picture, and how others around them would end up suffering, as long as they got what 
they wanted the way they wanted it.”

CAMRON: After several songs have played I do start to wonder where Chase got 
himself off to. “Chase where are you?” “In the pool, with the kids.” 
“What?” “Seems that Liam decided to have a pool party of his own, while the rest of the 
adults were having their party.” “Ok, have fun.” I close the link and just chuckle 
“Chase?” Courtney asked “Yes, he is in the pool with the kids, I guess Liam is having 
his own party.” Lilly laughs at that as well. “I guess that is one way to work off an 
adrenalin spike, Liam can do that.” Lilly says still smiling. 

KESKA: After my 80’s fix, I link Mackie, “Liam is having a pool party, I am kind 
of wanting to go join him, and let 
the others have their dance.” “I am with you, I am starting to get a little 
uncomfortable, they are starting to make out in the corners.” “Yup, with you.” I close the 
link. I take Trever’s hand and start to lead him out of the marquee and back towards the 
pool. Once away from the noise of he marquee. “I would like to go join Liam in the pool.” 
I tell him with what I hope is a hopeful look on my face. He chuckles at me. “Of course, 
babe, we can go join them in the pool.” I look over and Mackie and Dutch are right with 
us, so we go change and go back to the pool. Chase is still there with them as well. 
“Hey guys can we join?” I asked. “you can always join Kes.” Liam says. I smile at him. 
We enjoy the rest of the night at the pool with them. 

LIAM: “Hey Kes?” “What Liam.” “Do you think we could maybe start an archery class? I 
mean like have it in like gym class or maybe as an after–school activity?” “I think that 
would be an excellent idea Liam, but that would have to come from father, or maybe 
James, not from me, I’m not the one in charge.” “I know, but I just thought I would run it 
by you first to see what you thought about it. I mean that way we could have more help 
in a war, or when there is a rogue attack, and we (I use my hands to encompass some 
of the others in the group.) wouldn’t feel like we can’t do anything, we would be doing 
something to help, even if like we would be stationed at the safe areas, covering the 
people to help make sure they get in safe.”

“Lissa, you don’t have to apologize, you didn’t do anything 
wrong.” “Yes I did, I was just as bad as the rest of the family.” “Hey, it’s ok, it’s better 
that you recognize that fact and do better going forward.” She tell me. I nod. “but still I 
needed to say it.” “Thank you, Lissa, just saying it shows that you are better than both 
Mimi and Jessie put together.” She says. and that makes me feel better. “Do you 
think that I could continue to train? Do you think dad will let me?” “Ask him, tell him 
that you want to.” She says, I nod. “I will ask him maybe on Friday after everybody has 
left.” She nods at me. 

KESKA: Trever insisted that I sleep with him in their suite, as my bed wasn’t big enough 
for the both of us. I am up at my usual time, and I head downstairs to help in the 
kitchen, I have been doing it for so long that it’s now habit for me. But Sarah shews me 
out, “Jessie is no longer here, out with you, go join the family, we have this.” “Yes 
Sarah.” I head out to the marquee and find a table towards the front of the space, it had 
been transformed back into the buffet style service for today’s breakfast and lunch, 
figuring that everybody would be going sometime between the two. When I see 
Father, I linked him. “Father, I know that you have been very busy with the possibility 
of a war and all, but did you find out if Mackie and I could take our driver’s test early?” 



“Yes Kes I did look into it, and the only way that you could do that is if we do 
a special application for what is deemed a farm license, and if we 
did that, you would not be able to drive after dark, or you were driving a tractor.” 
“Ok thanks.” “We will figure something out. I promise.” “Thank you.” I close the link. I 
must have had a dejected look on my face. “Hey, why so glum?” Mackie asked as she 
sat down next to me. “Father said that we couldn’t get our license early, or well we 
wouldn’t be able to drive after dark or we would have to be driving a tractor.” I tell her. 
“Don’t worry, we’ll figure something out.” She says to me. “That’s what father said too.” 
I tell her. I feel a push of a link, so’l open it. “Kes, you will need to 
come here right after breakfast is over.” I hear Nana’s voice in my head. “Ok Nana.” “Is 
everything ok?” Mackie asked. “Yeah, just Nana, she wants me there right after 
breakfast.” I say, and 

she nods. 

CAMRON: After breakfast I go search out Lex, as he is the one that will be taking 
charge of Black Waters Pack due to the fact that both his older sisters are mated to 
alphas of their own Packs. I write down all my information for him so that he can have 
Courtney’s thing packed up and shipped to her in my Pack. “Does she have a vehicle 
that we will need to come get?” I asked him. “she has a car, if she wants it, we can 
always put it on a trailer.” I turn to my mate, “Do you want your car?” “Yes please.” “Ok, 
we will get it to you.” Lex says. “Thank you, congratulations, and good luck.” I shake 
hands with him and then we head over to Lilly’s. 

KESKA: When I finished breakfast, I headed over to Nana’s [Do you know what Nana 
wants Corla?] I asked her. [No, but if the Packs are really leaving, it could be that we 
are going to be nipping a few people today.] [Crap that’s right, I forgot about that, with 
everything else that has happened.] I feel a push for a link, I open “Love 
where are you?” Trever sounded a bit panicked “I’m ok Trever, I am on 
my way to Nana’s, I think that I will be nipping some people today, and I want to 
run the course, I have a bit of frustration to work out. “Frustration about what?” “Mackie 
and I can get our license early, so no driving yet.” “Don’t worry about it love, if it comes 
down to it, Dutch and I will take you to work 
and bring you home again.” “I’m at Nana’s we will talk more when I get back, or are you 
coming here?” “If you are going to run the course I am coming to you, I am going to 
get my brothers though, because I and they want to know more about the whole 
phasing and elemental hybrid issue.” “Ok, I will let Nana know. Bye.” “Bye.” Trever 
closes the link, and I go knock on Nana’s door

would want him immune.” I say. “I will link him and ask.” She says. I watch as her eyes 
glaze over. “He said he will be here shortly, and the princes are also coming, as they 



want to know more about the phasing and the elemental aspect of me.” She says. “I 
can only tell them what it is that I know and that is not much.” “but it is more than what 
they know.” “true.” A knock comes, and Stephen answers the door. “Alpha Camron, 
Luna Courtney, Chase, please come in.” Keska and I leave the kitchen and walk down 
the hallway to the front room to greet them. “Hello Alpha, Luna, Chase.” I greet them 
and so does Kes. “Hello miss Lilly.” “Now, we need to know if Chase wants to be part of 
this, and if Luna Courtney wants to be a part of this as well.” Say to all of them. “I would 
like to understand a bit better before I make my choice.” Luna Courtney says. “Yes, I 
expect you would need to know more, as he had not found you at the time of his first 
introduction.” I say. I look at Kes and see that her eyes are glazed over. “We will have to 
wait a minute.” I say. “Chase what about you? You were here for the first introduction; 
do you want it or not?” I asked him specifically. “I have thought about it, I truly have, and 
even though I am honored by the offer, I will wait for the shot that will get made from 
him.”

“Now to answer your question Luna, Kes is a very 
unique hybrid, I know this is the first time you are hearing this, and I know what you’re 
thinking, she is to young to have her wolf, but as you saw at dinner last night, Keska has 
had some very bad hardships that she has lived through, which has brought her wolf out 
early. My mate was a phase elemental, and Kes is the hybrid of his elemental side and 
wolf, she can control both fire and water, I don’t know if you caught what she did.” “Oh, I 
saw what she did, I was terrified for her, I thought that she was going to be burned.” 
Courtney says. “Yes. Well, she also has a poison toxin, as I was telling Camron last 



night, if she only nips you, and with the proper medical attention and some of the proper 
herbs you will become immune to her particular toxin, but also those that would fall 
under the same heading/family as hers. Think of it in terms of like an antibiotic, penicillin 
and amoxicillin are in the same family.” I say. “only this is a toxin.” “I am immune, as my 
mate made sure of that when we mated long ago.” I tell her. I watch her closely to judge 
her reaction to the information she just received. “Will I be very sick?” “I can’t say for 
sure, each person is different, the Dr. here was sick for just 3 days, it started at around 
dinner time of the day she nipped him.” “When my mate nipped me, I was down and out 
for a full week, I can’t give you any more than that as she has not nipped anyone else 
yet.” “I will do it, that way I to will be able to help the Pack better, as well as Camron.” 
Courtney states. I nod. “Ok, I would like for you to keep me informed as to how long 
each of you are sick for.” I say to them. “Who else are we going to have her nip today?” 
I asked the group. “I’m in.” both Carson and Calen say. “I think that the Princesses 
should go first, then us.” Barrett says. “Only because, we can help take care of them, 
and then they can do the same for us.” He adds. “I can’t nip Mackie yet, it will have to 
be after our shift at the restaurant, unless we can make sure she is better by the time 
we have to start.” Kes says. “I can’t guarantee anything sweetheart.” I tell her. “Then I 
am not going to nip her yet.” “Ok, we will let you settle into your Schule at the restaurant 
before we decide on Mackie.” I say. “I will have to make up a couple more bundles of 
herbs, before we get this show on the road.” I say. “Kes you might as well go shift so 
that you will be ready.” I tell her. She gets up and heads outside. I go to the kitchen and 
finish up with getting the herbs ready for those that will need them. 
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LILLY: It had been ages since I thought about the day I lost my mate It still hurts, but it’s 
because of the kids that I kept going. “Alright Kes, we’ll get the bags added, but this 
time you are going to start at the end and run it in reverse. So go get climbing that last 
high pole, while the princes‘ and Stephen get the bags added.“ell her. “Yes Nana.” I 
watch as she jumps the poles to the last one, and balances there until the princes and 
Stephen get the bags and swinging. Once that was done, I call “GO.” And I time her. 
Making her run it in reverse forces her to have to climb the ropes on at least one end of 
the balance beam and makes her have to run the whole length of the beam, instead of 
her usual cutting it half. But even with the change up, she beat her old time 
by 45 seconds. “Anyone else want to run it?” I asked the group as a whole. 
They all took turns on it. 

DRAKE: I was on the stairs heading down, just to take a break from the 
paperwork that seemed to never end lately, when I caught movement in Lilly’s 



backyard, which reminded me that I was going to get a course to incorporate into 
the training. I linked Mitchell “Mitch, we need to get an obstacle course set up and start 
training with it as soon as we can get it here.” “I will start researching which ones have 
the best ratings, and also maybe get ideas and we can build our 
own, that will save some money, especially after the ball, I know the finances took a 
hit.” “Yes, they have, good idea. Thanks.” “Welcome.” I close the link. And I head over 
to Lilly’s to actually see the one she has in her back yard. 

ADRIAN: I was concerned about grandfather, so I went to check on him as I passed the 
stairs. I noticed movement in the distance and realized that I was looking at Lilly’s back 
yard, it reminded me that I wanted to incorporate an 
obstacle course in our training, so as I continue on to grandfather’s room, I called my 
Beta. The phone rang twice, and he picked up. “Yes Alpha?” “Heath, I want you to 
research obstacle courses and find us a good one, or things that we can make 
ourselves, I want the fighters working on it the minute we get it and get it 
up.” “Yes Alpha.” “Thanks.” And I hang up. and knock on grandfather’s door. “Come.” I 
had to use my wolf’s hearing to catch it, it was so weak. Grandfather was laying in the 
bed, he seemed so fragile; my heart went out to him. I know Amanda deserved 
everything that happened to her, but he didn’t. I just hope that his wolf will survive 
this. “Grandpa, how are you?” “I will be fine Adrian, it hurts, but it’s still fresh.” “I am 
sorry that you have to suffer because of what she did, I wish that I could figure 
something out so that you wouldn’t have to suffer so much.” I tell him. He just smiles at 
me. “I know you do, son, I know you do. Don’t worry, I plan on being here to 
see my great grandchild born.” He says. “Kina sends her love, she will be by a little 
later, the pup is being a bit restless for her.” I tell him. “Just like you were for your 
mom.” He chuckles. I smile back at him. “Is there anything I can 
get you, food, tea, something stronger?” He chuckles again, “I am good, go be with 
your mate.” He says. I nod and leave him rest. 
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JAMES: I was going over all the things in my head that I had thought about last night at 
the dance, and there really was nothing that was in our control at the moment, the Alpha 
council, is my biggest wish, and concern at the moment, I think that Janica would do 
great at the training, alongside me, then we could and would make a better team for the 
Pack. I just worry about this war, I want to be here to help defend the pack if it comes 
down to it, but I won’t be able to do that if I’m at training. I don’t like that thought 

at all. 



DRAKE: I get to Lilly’s in time to see Kes, it looks like she is halfway through her run. I 
just marvel at how well she works her way through it. I stand and watch the others as 
they take their turns running it. I wish I would have been here sooner, earlier in her 
training, I have missed so much with her. I am proud that she is our best archer, again I 
had no clue about the fact that she even did archery. After Mackie went through her run, 
I call out to Kes. “Kes, we have guests that are ready to leave, we need to see them 
off.” I tell her. “Yes father.” Goddess I was hoping we were past that. But I guess I still 
have to prove myself still. 

KESKA: It was nice, with Jessie gone, and the ball over, the summer settled into a quiet 
routine, the Packs left between breakfast, and shortly after lunch, except Adrian he 
stayed a few extra days, to make sure Papa Sutter was ok to travel. I did visit him a few 
times, sat with him, read to him, I even apologized to him, because I felt bad that it was 
because of me that Amanda died. He scolded me for that. “It was Amanda’s fault that 
Amanda is dead.” He said to me. “Not yours.” “Yes papa.” Coros and Corla did run 
together, but they stayed close to the hunting cabin when they did. The princes‘ 
returned home as well taking their mates with them, again except for Trever and Dutch, 
the stayed with Mackie and me. The Friday after the ball Father got slammed with both 
Lissa and Liam’s requests of starting an archery class, both in school and as an after–
school activity, and letting the girls train more, or longer if they chose to do so.
