Due to this.

Some readers seriously express:

The sword without intent, the flexible sword without constancy, the wooden sword
without peer, and eventually, the ultimate state of no sword and no moves.

If we were to really discuss who is the number one in the world, Lonely Dugu Seeking
Defeat, who did not appear, would be the one, a pity that he does not belong to the era
of "The Return of the Condor Heroes."

However.

There is little dispute that Lonely Dugu Seeking Defeat has become the supreme martial
artist in the world of Chu Kuang's writings.

Instead, they're wading into the muddy waters of outdoor
reality shows. Do they really think it's that easy to achieve results in reality TV?

"Speaking of viewing figures, Xian Yu's 'The Legend of the Condor Heroes' surpassed all our Qi
Continent dramas. This could be an opportunity for our Qi Continent's variety to set an example
and show the TV world what dominance in variety looks like!"

"How about going to a wedding? To mimic 'Sugar'?"
"We can decide that later."

"l suggest we create a segment where they sing on the streets, like those buskers—celebrities
mingling with the public.”



"That's worth considering."”

"Make sure to give Sun Yaohuo extra screen time. I've only just learned he's the owner of Flame
Hot Pot. This King of Singing is so wealthy—viewers would never guess Sun Yaohuo could be
so amazing!"

"Actually, there's something to say about Chen Zhiyu as well."

"Chen Zhiyu had quite the chat with me before. His situation, a lot of people might not know,
and those who do would die laughing.”

In midst of various discussions,
The plan for the show was gradually taking shape.

And when July came around, Lin Yuan and the others had already started preparing for the
recording.

At this time.
The program's name was also decided.

It was called...

Now I'll deal the cards,
and everyone just follows my instructions."

After dealing the cards.

Lin Yuan asked everyone to confirm their identities and then became serious, his voice also
taking on a grave tone:

With just six people playing Werewolf Kill and only two special cards, everyone became
completely familiar with the gameplay after playing a couple of rounds.

In fact, ordinary netizens didn't feel anything special after watching the trailer because reality
shows were not a novel concept on Blue Star.

There were just too many reality TV shows in the variety show circle.

Majority played the same card.

Tribe.

Blog.

Passersby gathered to discuss:

"It's pretty mundane.”

"l didn't see any explosive points.”

"The Yu Dynasty fans seem quite interested, but I'm not a fan of anyone, and | don't really feel
anything about celebrities' misfortune; almost all reality shows strive to show the down-to-earth

side of celebrities, and after watching too many, it feels quite forced."

"l might be interested if the Yu Dynasty participated in a music program.”



"Maybe 'The Masked Singer' was too exciting, so I've become pickier. The combination of the
Yu Dynasty and Tong Shuwen ended up creating just an average reality show, to be honest, a bit
disappointing.”

"I'll check out the first episode, just to see."

"You guys are too hasty, they've only released a trailer, maybe the full episodes will have
surprises.”

"It's not hasty, you can tell from the trailer, nowadays reality shows, unless the celebrity
interactions are really outstanding, they all look the same."

At the same time.
The variety show industry was also paying attention.
However, the trailer for the first episode had many people shaking their heads.

"No matter how I look at it, it's a very average celebrity reality show, having celebrities
experience the lives of ordinary people. The idea is actually pretty good, but the appeal is
nothing but breaking the celebrity halo, showing the grounded side of artists, which really isn't
fundamentally different from other reality shows."

"It's probably meant for the fans."
