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[Sapling of the Ancient Tree: Can grow into the Tree of Healing. Unable to move but can continuously 

release the Rain of Energy!] 

 

(Note: The growth of seedlings requires 10-100 seconds to complete. The growth speed is related to the 

skill level.) 

 

A powerful summoning skill... and yet, the growth time makes it relatively less useful. 

 

[Domination Halo (Beginner): Within a certain range, all plant-type Pet Beasts, Wood Element Pet 

Beasts, etc., if the requirements are met, can be dominated by it. Under its domination, the Crown Wolf 

Emperor can issue mental commands to such Pet Beasts!] 

 

The name of the Wolf Emperor indeed has its reasons for mastering other living beings. The Domination 

Halo illustrated that the Crown Wolf Emperor didn’t just possess individual strength but also had strong 

synergy in group efforts. 

 

However, this skill has its pros and cons. In group battles, it might be more effective, but as a Pet Beast 

of a Beast Tamer, its effect is relatively less significant. 

 

The Forest Concealment Technique needs no further explanation; Su Ping had seen this special skill, the 

ability to become invisible in the forest, when Woodhead was first cultivated. After the evolution, the 

skill level had indeed improved, but there were no other changes! 

 

Undoubtedly, what ultimately attracted Su Ping’s attention was this skill, which seemed quite 

extraordinary just from its name! 

 

[Jungle Carnival (Beginner): The Crown Wolf Emperor unleashes all of its Wood Energy and Life Energy, 

causing them to enter a state of wild agitation! 

 

Once activated, the Crown Wolf Emperor cannot move, but the energy level of all its Wood Clones 

increases to Commandant Eighth Rank! 



 

The energy levels of all dominated plant bodies within range increase to varying extents. 

 

All living beings within range affected by the Domination Halo experience increased energy recovery, 

faster wound healing, and enhanced skill power. 

 

The growth time for all Thorns Seeds and Ancient Tree Seeds within range is reduced to 1-3 seconds, 

and they can continue to grow and strengthen! 

 

The duration of the release is determined by the Crown Wolf Emperor’s own level. After release, it 

enters a temporary state of weakness, unable to recover through most means, for an uncertain 

duration.] 

 

PHEW... 

 

Before this, Su Ping had managed to remain calm even after seeing the other skills, including the 

peculiar Wood Clone, a type of Clone Skill Technique he had never encountered before. But after seeing 

this ’Jungle Carnival,’ Su Ping began to understand why Qin Xiaoxue’s Pet Beast of choice was the Forest 

Wolf. Given her status, she could have obtained all sorts of exotic Pet Beasts that others might not have 

even heard of. Yet, Qin Xiaoxue chose the Forest Wolf, a basic race with only an Elite Level. 

 

This obviously indicates that, aside from some special Pet Beasts, those naturally evolved, strong young 

beasts with powerful Racial Potential are, in some sense, inferior. They can’t compare to the 

Evolutionary Bodies developed by human Beast Tamers! The Crown Wolf Emperor before me, and the 

Wanmu Wolf before it, are prime examples! 

 

Su Ping unconsciously licked his somewhat dry lips. The sheer scale of enhancement the Crown Wolf 

Emperor’s abilities brought to forest-related aspects was beyond his expectations. At this moment, 

having seen this skill, Su Ping silently retracted his previous thoughts. 

 

Damn, the Crown Wolf Emperor’s evolution certainly doesn’t seem cost-effective. Two entire Emperor 

Level resources! Not to mention over a dozen Monarch Level resources. To many, cultivating such an 

Emperor Level Evolutionary Body wouldn’t be worth it. 

 



But after seeing the ’Jungle Carnival’ skill, Su Ping had no more second thoughts. 

 

You get what you pay for! Although Jungle Carnival isn’t a Super-Rank Skill, its effects might not be 

inferior to an average Super-Rank Skill. The main reason it’s not a Super-Rank Skill is likely its fatal flaw. 

Being immobile is a real pain. It could easily be targeted by beheading tactics. Wouldn’t that be 

disastrous? Yet, the power of this skill is undeniable! 

 

"Bro, what do you think of this Crown Wolf Emperor?"

Never mind others, our Huaiyang’s achievements are certainly not 

inferior!"

This is because the Cultivation costs and the rarity of 

materials for powerful Evolutionary Bodies are very high. And the Cultivation Competition emphasizes 

national and public benefit! It should be something that ordinary Beast Tamers can widely adopt. 

Otherwise, if the competition were about cultivating combat strength, everyone would focus on 

researching Advanced Level Pet Beast Evolutionary Bodies.

"Today, we will focus on a special Pet Beast named the Crimson Heart Ancient Serpent. It was 

documented, unearthed from history, and vanished approximately three thousand years ago..." 

 

"As everyone knows, on Blue Star, countless years of development and the presence of Evolution Rules 

mean that new types of Pet Beasts are born under various circumstances nearly every hundred years.

Certainly, modern Pet Beasts had been cultivated for many years. In terms of combat power and various 

aspects, they were probably more advanced than in ancient times. But that didn’t mean ancient Pet 

Beasts had nothing of value to offer. 

 

Plus, the main reason Su Ping came to attend the class was another matter. 

 

The hypothesis about Pet Beast de-Evolution that Su Ping had previously proposed was something he 

had never completely abandoned.

"Then, could the Pureheart Ancient Snake also be one such case? Perhaps an alternate Evolutionary 

Body of a snake-type Pet Beast that hadn’t completed its Evolution?" 

 

Upon hearing this, Professor Jiang was slightly stunned. He hadn’t expected Su Ping to develop such 

profound thoughts after attending classes for only a few days.
