Ball 4: OUT! ROHIT SHARMA GONE! "Oh, what a moment! Aarav Pathak strikes! It's a back-of-a-length 

delivery, hard and rising, and Rohit goes for the pull but mistimes it. The ball goes high, but the fielder at 

deep midwicket takes it cleanly!
