Power of a cultivator." 

 

 

"It’s a unique energy condensed from the fusion of Qi Force within the body and Soul Power." 

 

 

"A wisp of Spiritual Power can easily crush dozens of wisps of a Grandmaster’s Qi Force." 

 

 

"Moreover, Spiritual Power contains many wonderful uses." 

 

 

Jiang Fan’s eyes flickered. 

 

 

He sensed that the Qi Force deep within his Dantian and Sea of Qi instantly disappeared, transformed 

into wisps of Spiritual Power, hovering like clouds deep within the Dantian and Sea of Qi.

It’s like being targeted by a missile. 

 

 

The two are not of the same dimension. 

 

 

He felt that compared to before, he had become at least ten times stronger. 

 

 

One could say, now with just a thought, he could instantly kill his former self, completely unstoppable. 

 

 

In some ways, he now counts as a cultivator at the First-Layer Qi Cultivation Stage. 

 

 



"Moreover, now in my Dantian and Sea of Qi, at least dozens of wisps of Spiritual Power have been
