Chapter 343: Defeat the South Korean Star of Tomorrow

When both sides recovered from the blinding at that moment, the Unicorn Army once again launched a
charge, while at the same time, the Banshees, Secret Archers, Druids, and Artillery Emperors on the
building rooftops regained their vision and once again unleashed tons of damage onto the alleys with
Flame Chains, Arrow Rains, and Magic Eggs covering the streets once more! Four of the Elite Unicorns,
who were not healed in time, fell thunderously in the sea of fire!

For the Banshees, as level 4 strategic troops, their basic 6-13 damage isn’t outstanding; even the
cumulative damage from their 5 bounces decays, it’s merely above average. The primary role of the
Banshees is to use their bounces to inflict as many enemies as possible with a susceptibility to burning—
a negative state—and then in combination with the Hell Race Heroes’ Professional Skill Hellfire, allow
other troops to deal an extra 30% or more Flame Damage. Alternatively, to combine with Cold Ice Magic
to deal additional frost damage.

But now it’s different. Among Da Fei’s Banshees are 44 Elite Demon Queens, all elite and the number
not less than the opponent’s Unicorn Army, but the key point is their 30 Attack and 15-23 level 6-7 troop
standard damage, which is thrice that of ordinary Banshees! That’s the confidence for Da Fei to hold the
streets! This is also Da Fei’s most treasured asset!

Not to mention, under Invincible Luck, the damage dealt by a Demon Queen is twice the maximum
damage, and the damage bounced is also doubled each time, a leap in quality!



But what if such damage isn’t enough to eliminate the enemy? What then?

Control the field! Being the bridging strategic troop of the Hell Race, the purpose of the Banshee is
absolutely not for output but for field control! This is a principle understood by any amateur player.

Charming Technique: The Banshee charms enemy troops at a tactical position, making them forget
themselves and unable to fight, and once they are attacked, they regain their senses. The Charming
Effect is related to the number of Banshees and the Hero’s Magic Power as well as the enemy’s Magic
Resistance.

As a spirit type of magic, the requirements for usage are the most stringent, especially the effects on
medium to high-level troops with Magic Resistance won’t be good, often not controlling them for long.
Especially troops like Unicorns that have an Anti-Magic Barrier and are highly likely to invalidate the
magic directly—Charming Technique might not be successful!

But in the face of Invincible Luck, the success rate is not a problem! So facing the raging and imminent
Unicorn Army, Da Fei immediately used the Banshee Army’s signature special skill!

——System Prompt: Your Banshee Army cast "Charming Technique" on the Unicorn Army! The
opponent’s Unicorn Army has all been charmed and cannot act!
