Soldier Farmers, much like "Gold Farmers," don’t level up, do missions, fight, or trade; they’re solely 

focused on accumulating prestige and hoarding troops for sale. Naturally, large guilds like Dragon Slayer 



have specialized Soldier Farmer studios. At present, however, High-level Soldier Farmers haven’t 

matured yet, as recruiting level 4 and above requires the Soldier Farmers to also have strong abilities. 

 

Currently, level 4 troops’ production across various regions in the world is in its initial stages. And 

Dragon Slayer Guild’s discovery of at least two level 4 Fire Element Altars in one scene was undoubtedly 

a major discovery. 

 

As mentioned in the earlier Pool of Radiance battle, although Elemental Soldiers are level 4, their 

attributes have reached level 5 standards, with each Elemental Soldier having unique features. The Fire 

Element and Water Element are known as the strongest wild troops that players want to avoid, with Fire 

Element being the strongest long-range level 4 troop and Water Element possessing Ice Pillar Magic. As 

for Wind Elements, they are the fastest troops on Hero Continent, with Earth Elements being melee 

nemeses.

— City Supplies: 0 (Warning: The city has no food and cannot sustain any population; you must solve the 

food problem by constructing a supply warehouse.) 

 

— City Military: 1000 Elite Earth Element Guardians, 1000 Elite Water Element Guardians, 10000 Water 

Elements, 600 Elite Wind Element Guardians. (Note: This army is a neutral army under the Elemental 

Contract, the City Lord cannot command it; Contract duration: 3 years. Once the contract expires, the 

Elemental army will automatically disband.) 

 

— City Diplomacy: Sea Spear Naga Empire (Hostile), Wailing Sea Demon Tribe (Hostile), Angry Scale 

Fishman Tribe (Hostile), Raging Scale Fishman Tribe (Hostile), Blood Scale Fishman Tribe (Hostile). 

 

— City Facilities: Level 1 City Hall, Level 1 Earth Element Altar, Level 1 Wind Element Altar, Level 10

Holy moly! Dirt poor! So this basement with only a stone bed is the City Hall? And this Elemental army is 

just a temporary mercenary force? And these hostile diplomatic relations have completely dazzled me! 

 

The Elemental Contract lasts another 3 years, which is about over a hundred days or three months in 

real time.
