[Points needed for next upgrade: 20 billion.]

[Unlocking legion skill: Void Singularity.]

[Note: Level 9 Void Warlocks’ Transdimensional Leap radius greatly increased.]



[Elemental Assassin power upgraded to level 8. Can breed 1600 Elemental Assassins daily.]

[Points needed for next upgrade: 6 billion.]

[Life Sorcerer power upgraded to level 8. Can breed 1600 Life Sorcerers daily.]

[Points needed for next upgrade: 6.5 billion.]

[Mountain Shieldbearer power upgraded to level 8. Can breed 1600 Mountain Shieldbearers daily.]

[Note: Level 8 Mountain Shieldbearers can generate 8000 layers of Holy Light Shields.]

[Points needed for next upgrade: 7.5 billion.]

[Doomsday Warrior power upgraded to level 9. Can breed 3200 Doomsday Warriors daily.]

[Points needed for next upgrade: 210 billion.]

[Unlocking legion skill: Celestial Doom Judgment.]



[Note: Level 9 summoned units have a base power comparable to Stellar rank level 3. If promoted to
Stellar rank level 6, they must pass the stellar rank calamity; if promoted to sage rank, they must pass
the sage rank trial. Failure will result in the death of the summoned unit.]

[Additional reward: Royal Grace.]

Upgrade complete.

Aurek silently calmed the surging waves within his heart.

Despite the exponential increase in points needed, he now had the ability to breed 6400 Stellar rank
units and 4800 Grandmaster rank units daily!

Such overwhelming power was truly astonishing! Even Aurek himself could hardly contain his
excitement.

The once-distant dream of unifying the entire Eura continent was now becoming a tangible reality.

Aurek no longer tried to suppress his emotions. The increase in the King’s power meant the summoned
units’ strength had reached a new height. The newly unlocked skills represented a deeper application of
the powers of attributes.

Void Singularity was the ultimate destruction phenomenon formed by the collapse of spatial structures.
