[Initial Level: 1]



[Upgrade requires Emperor Points: 900]

[Skills: Archer’s Heart, Arrow Rain Assault]

[Note: Level 1 Elven Marksman can nurture 10 Elven Marksmen daily. This legion excels in archery, and
as their level increases, their arrows’ power and piercing ability become terrifying...]
