[Space Summon Legion Authority upgraded to level 13, capable of nurturing 51,200 Void Warlocks per
day.]

[Emperor Points required for the next upgrade: 80 trillion.]

[Note: Level 13 Space Summon Legions are equivalent to Divine Cleric level 4.]

Mountain Shieldbearer, Life Sorcerer, Frostbound Warlock, Doomsday Warrior, and other summon
legions were not yet upgraded.

Even so, the Empire’s military power now had become terrifying, with daily additions of 400,000 to
500,000 Divine Cleric rank or higher attribute legions.
