[Titan authority upgraded to Level 18. 

 

Daily generation: 1,638,400 Level 18 Titans.] 

 

[Emperor Points required for next upgrade: 72 trillion.] 

 

[Skill unlocked: Chaotic Stillness.] 

 

[Note: Level 18 Titans possess combat power comparable to first-tier God King realm.]

Upgrading the Doomsday Warrior authority to level 19 had consumed nearly 75 trillion Emperor Points! 

 

Each day, more than three million Sage King–rank warriors would be nurtured!
