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Chapter 255: Cooperation

Their making such a choice was also within expectations.

We
have to wait until the 'free trading phase' of the sixth round to conduct the transaction.



"That is to say, for the judgment at the very beginning of the sixth round, we're powerless. But at least
before the judgment of the seventh round, both of your communities can ensure all members have
shelters."

Hearing this, joyful expressions appeared on both Zhang Shichao and Jin Cheng's faces.

Although new nine-square grids would continue to be auctioned later, no one knew in what specific
order these nine-square grids would be auctioned.
