[Given the lengthy game duration, the vending machine nearby offers food, beverages, and visa time
exchange coupons for purchase. Please help yourself.]

[This game has a total of 40 players from 6 communities.]

[Please note: In this game, male and female players have different benefit rules.]

[Male players will receive 30,000 minutes of visa time indiscriminately after the game ends.]

[Female players will have visa time continuously and randomly deducted during the game process, and
will receive no visa time reward after the game ends.]

[After the game officially begins, every 10 minutes you must enter the meeting room ahead for a 10-
minute meeting with other players.]

[Every hour, you will receive 1 "like" and 1 "dislike."]

[During the 8-hour game duration, you will participate in a total of 24 meetings and accumulate 8 "likes"
and 8 "dislikes."]



[The system will randomly match players from other communities to meet with you.]

[Alternatively, you can use the small screen next to the door to invite players you’ve already been
matched with for another meeting.]

[After completing a meeting, both players can give each other "likes" or "dislikes" to express their
attitudes.]

[The "Data Query Machine" next to the vending machine can query specific data within the game. For
specific rules, see the machine’s instruction page.]

[Special attention: The final meeting of the game will conduct a "final selection vote." If the meeting pair
are of opposite sexes and mutually give each other likes, both will receive an additional 30,000 minutes
of visa time.]

[More rules will be unlocked continuously as the game progresses.]

[The first meeting will begin in 10 minutes. Good luck!]

The rules remained displayed on the big screen for players to memorize.



Additionally, in a prominent position in the room was a special timer showing the current game time and
the 10-minute countdown for each waiting period.
