And when an energy refining realm cultivator reaches level 5 of energy refining realm 
and was finally allowed to take on group tasks such as killing beasts in a group of 5, or 
gathering medicinal herbs as a group of 3... 

Despite having to face the risk of dying while trying to complete a group task... 



The number of lower-quality energy stones a level 5 energy refining realm cultivator 
would be able to earn from completing each of such tasks was merely just around 15! 

Thus, if an energy refining realm cultivator who possesses no background wants to buy 
a tier 1 spatial pouch, they would have to complete up to at least 50 of such group 
tasks! 

After all, assuming that the level 5 energy refining cultivator would need 250 lower-
quality energy stones for spending on various expenses... 

By completing 50 of such group tasks, then would the level 5 energy refining realm 
cultivator be able to possess 750 lower-quality energy stones. 

And after deducting the 250 lower-quality energy stones from the 750 lower-quality 
energy stones, then would the level 5 energy refining realm cultivator have enough to 
buy a tier 1 spatial pouch! 

And this was just for buying a tier 1 spatial pouch. 

If the level 5 energy refining realm cultivator wants to buy a tier 1 spatial ring, which 
usually costs a few times more than what a tier 1 spatial pouch costs...

"10 top-quality energy stones, 100 middle-quality energy stones, and 200 lower-quality 
stones... This amount of energy stones should be enough to last both you and your 
husband, Sebastian, for quite a while!" 

"Now... It is an important thing to pay close attention to one’s diet... So, let’s see..." 

"10 kg of a foundation establishment realm beast’s meat... tier 2 medicinal herbs... tier 2 
honey..." 

"And lastly, those bunch of tier 1 and tier 2 cultivation pills should be more than enough 
to last both you and your husband till the both of you reach foundation establishment 
realm!" 

Upon speaking up to here, Coril took out a Chinese compass that evidently had a 
formation attached on the top of it, then said to Julia, "Oh, that’s right! I almost forgot.
