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That was just a Golden Core Second Layer existence. Ever since the White Fog appeared in our East 

Breeze, enabling us to see the situation on the other side through the fog, we have always had a large 

number of experts stationed at the borders of East Breeze. 

 

Normally, Eastern Wasteland should do the same, but they have no one guarding, so I deduced that 

Eastern Wasteland might be very weak. 

 

Of course, I didn’t make my judgment based solely on this. As I continued on my journey, I noticed very 

few people around, and along the way, I also saw two abandoned sects. Those two sects were clearly 

massive, but completely desolate.

It can be said that 

almost all the strongest people in our Hundred Peaks Sect come from Four Treasures Peak. 

 

Our Sect Leader is the Peak Master of Four Treasures Peak and is also the master of Yan Yourong and 

the others!" 

 

Gu Ling was suddenly confused upon hearing this. If Four Treasures Peak was so strong, why wasn’t it 

the number one ranked peak in the Hundred Peaks Sect? And he had another point that he didn’t 

understand even more.

Immortal Imperial Dynasty still exists, and everyone continues to abide by the laws of the Guardian

The number one strongest in Eastern Wasteland. 

 

Han Qingyang suddenly thought of the Xiang Ziyu he had encountered before, who despite being so 

formidable, was still not the strongest in Eastern Wasteland. 
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So, just how terrifying was the Sect Leader of the Hundred Peaks Sect, the strongest in the East 

Wilderness? 

 

Amid his confusion, the Flying Boat suddenly stopped, and then he realized they had entered a sect 

gate, and the Flying Boat descended; the three of them were ushered out. 

 

Had they arrived at the other sect’s gate? 

 

Already?
