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In this way, even if his aura hits others, they will think it was demonic qi that struck them. 

 

Saying this, the opponent was already struck by the demonic qi. 

 

"Demonic Mountain!" 

 

"What is that? Hundred Zhang Demon Mountain!" 

 

The next moment, the three of them focused their gaze on the towering demonic mountain. 

 

"Hundred Zhang Demon Mountain? How can someone in the Mid Longevity Period possess a Hundred 

Zhang high demonic mountain!" 

 

"Forget about the Mid Longevity Period, even at the Peak of the Longevity Period, no one could achieve 

a Hundred Zhang tall demonic mountain. I’ve never heard of anyone in the Longevity Period who could 

make their demonic mountain reach a hundred zhang in height!" 

 

"This person, what is this situation? Even beings in the Indestructible Period might not have a demonic 

mountain a hundred zhang tall!" 

 

In an instant, not just the three Heart-eating Demons, even the two from the distant Killing Society 

widened their eyes in shock. 

 

"A demonic mountain a hundred zhang tall? Senior Brother, have you ever heard of such a record?" 

 

"No, no one in the Longevity Period could make a demonic mountain this high, not even an immortal 

mountain. Who is this person, what kind of existence is this?" 

 



Amid everyone’s astonishment, Cao Zhen had already drawn a jet-black longsword. Since he was now 

pretending to be a member of the Weeping Blood Demon Sect, he couldn’t use the Thunder Light Sword 

anymore. 

 

Fortunately, during his travels in the Guardian Immortal Imperial Dynasty, he encountered a member of 

the Demonic Sect, whom he casually slew, acquiring a treasure. 

 

Although it was a Common Low Grade treasure, it happened to be a treasure of the Demonic Sect 

member. 

 

Looking at the three people before him, blood-red light gathered around him, a bloody aura converged 

around him, the aura seemed solid, gathering together like a Blood River, flying in the void. 

 

In just the blink of an eye, the Blood River abruptly exploded, and in an instant, numerous blood-colored 

demonic beasts suddenly flew out. 

 

At this moment, everyone even felt an illusion, that the blood-colored river was the Boundless Bloody 

Hell, and terrifying demonic beasts from the Blood Prison flew out from this Blood River. 

 

Some were like ferocious Blood Lions, others like Blood Tigers, and even Blood Dragons and blood-

colored Kylins. Countless blood-formed demonic beasts flew out, swooping toward the three Heart-

eating Demons. 

 

Each one was filled with ferocity and brutality, each seemed comparable to the existence of an Earth 

Immortal Realm! 

 

And now, these demonic beasts were so dense, they obscured the entire sky. 

 

Though it was noon when the sunlight was strongest, at this moment, the entire void turned blood-red! 

 

With one strike, the heavens shook and the earth trembled, the sun and moon lost their light! 

 



This was a spell from the Love-Blood Devil. 

 

Previously, when the Love-Blood Devil attacked the Hundred Peaks Sect, he had seen the Love-Blood 

Devil perform this spell. 

 

This was also the strongest spell the Love-Blood Devil mastered, a Yellow Level Upper Grade spell. 

 

The Love-Blood Devil was his designated user, however, the spell level was the same as the Love-Blood 

Devil. 

 

But his power far exceeded that of the Love-Blood Devil. Using the same spell, he didn’t know how much 

more terrifying his performance was compared to the Love-Blood Devil! 

 

As the blood-colored demonic beasts flew below, the surrounding void continuously shattered, and the 

massive stone slabs of the mountain gate he was at crumbled loudly. 

 

In just an instant, the entire mountain gate completely exploded, turning into dust! 

 

"Blood Transformation into Evil Technique!" 

 

"He’s indeed from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect!" 

 

The three watched these terrifying beings descending like blood-colored demonic beasts and 

simultaneously cast spells. 

 

Behind the Heart-eating Demon, a demon mountain over thirty zhang, nearing forty zhang in height 

appeared. The entire shape of this demon mountain was actually like a heart, and once it appeared, it 

beat frantically, like an enormous heart pounding. With each beat, the surrounding world seemed to 

beat along, making one’s mind restless. 

 

Below the mountain gate, the Golden Cores that were sent flying by Cao Zhen’s qi wave shook 

uncontrollably in sync with the beating demon mountain.

At this 

moment, he seemed like an immense bird, soaring high with a mere wing flap, like a massive Kun Peng, 

ascending ninety thousand li.

"This is terrifying! Is this really someone at the Longevity Period mid-stage? No, should I say, is this 

something anyone at the Longevity Period can do?" 

 

Countless blood-colored creatures fell, as if endless blood had descended, instantly landing on the three. 

 

In an instant, all the clothes on their bodies exploded, and their skin was blasted with wounds, with their 

internal blood and energy roiling uncontrollably from the impact. 

 

"Puh..." 

 

The Heart-Eating Demon opened his mouth and spouted a large mouthful of crimson blood, and then his 

eyes widened abruptly. In his sight, a person from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect had already appeared 

in front of him with a sword, while the other’s black sharp sword was already swinging. 

 

As the sword fell, boundless demonic qi had already descended, this sword seemed to have flown out 

from the Nine Netherworld, filled with eerie, dark, and terrifying aura. 

 

The angle of this sword was extremely tricky, making him feel that this sword might be the most 

terrifying and sharpest sword under Heaven.

In the next moment, a sharp pain struck his neck, and crimson blood shot up to the sky.

Although Cao Zhen couldn’t use the Heavenly Illusion Sword Technique, his disciple Duo Duo was 

cultivating swordsmanship. He could use other sword techniques, and with his current cultivation base, 

he didn’t even need to pursue sword moves.

Under the previous attacks from Cao Zhen, the Black Crow Demon was already injured. Now, staring at 

the falling palm, he could only frantically gather his demonic qi, forming a massive shield in front of him. 

 

But when the blood-colored giant palm fell, the shield formed by demonic qi instantly shattered, and 

subsequently, his whole body was torn to pieces. 

 

Among the three demons, the Ultimate Wind Demon had already turned around quickly, flying away at 

a rapid pace. Too terrifying, this person from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect was the most terrifying 

and powerful Longevity Period he had ever encountered! 

 

Even if the three of them joined forces, they couldn’t stop the opponent. 

 



He even felt that the opponent could kill them as easily as chopping vegetables. 

 

He finally understood why the opponent was so arrogant, because he possessed such strength! 

 

He could only flee, his greatest skill being speed, and now, while the opponent was killing the other two, 

it was his only chance to escape. 

 

Cao Zhen watched as the Ultimate Wind Demon fled into the distance, but he didn’t chase after him. He 

could tell that the opponent was someone skilled in speed; with his current strength, even without using 

the Silver Light Wings, he could catch up to him instantly. 

 

But after catching up and killing him, who would spread what he had done? How would others know 

that a mysterious expert from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect killed members of the Heart Captivating 

Devil Sect? 

 

Originally, he planned to kill all three and leave the Golden Core Stage people to spread the word. 

 

But the Heart-Eating Demon’s spell affected them, shockingly killing all those in the Golden Core Stage, 

leaving only this person. 

 

Cao Zhen casually placed the Heart-Eating Demon’s head into the Qiankun Bag, then pulled out the 

Qiankun Bags of the Heart-Eating Demon and the deceased Black Crow Demon, collected them, and 

entered the Cave Mansion to pillage it before leaving. 

 

After assassins from the killing society kill someone, the opponent’s Qiankun Bag naturally becomes 

theirs. 

 

Those are their spoils of war. 

 

In the distance, the two members of the killing society looked at the disappearing terrifying existence 

from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect, exchanged a glance, and both noticed that a layer of sweat had 

already surfaced on the other’s forehead. 

 



That Earth Immortal Realm was really too terrifying. 

 

They came from the Great Teaching as well and had seen many experts, but they had truly never seen 

anyone so formidable at the Longevity Period. 

 

"The Weeping Blood Demon Sect actually has such a formidable expert!" 

 

"The Weeping Blood Demon Sect is hidden so deeply, we truly never knew they had such a terrifying 

existence." 

 

"Speaking of which, during the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, the Weeping Blood Demon 

Sect was also hidden very deeply. Remember, they had a Golden Core Period Limit named Blood Drink, 

and they even wanted to use Blood Drink to kill Cao Zhen, but unexpectedly, Cao Zhen’s physical body 

breakthrough reached the Golden Core Period Limit and ended up losing Blood Drink." 

 

"If the Weeping Blood Demon Sect still has such experts, wouldn’t that be too terrifying?" 

 

"But speaking of which, do you find anything strange?" The female cultivator looked at her senior 

brother in amazement, "He took away the Heart-Eating Demon’s head in the end, could it be possible 

that he is also an assassin from the killing society, tasked with killing?" 

Chapter 1533:  

"How is that possible?" the male cultivator instinctively said. "A being of such existence has absolutely 

no need to be an assassin." 

 

Even though the talismans from the Assassin Guild are miraculous, they only allow you to view tasks. 

Once a task is accepted, you can’t notify members of the Assassin Guild; you must complete the task 

yourself, sever the opponent’s head, and return to the guild to claim your reward. 

 

That’s why it’s not uncommon for the guild to witness the same task being accepted by two teams, or 

even three teams. 

 

The guild doesn’t care about how many accept the task, nor do they intervene if you fight amongst 

yourselves after accepting a task. As long as the task is completed, that’s all that matters. 



 

The female cultivator also believed such a master would not take on such missions, but soon found 

herself surprised to discover that the task of assassinating the heart-eating demon had disappeared 

from the talisman. 

 

With the task vanished, someone must have completed it. 

 

So, that person really did join the Assassin Guild. 

 

Though she couldn’t understand why someone of such existence would become an assassin, she knew 

that once the guild had an assassin this terrifying, the entire cultivation world would likely be on edge. 

 

After Cao Zhen killed the heart-eating demon, he didn’t go to the guild himself but sent his avatar with 

the head to submit the task. 

 

Yet, he was puzzled by the fact that even though he let one escape deliberately, there was no rumor 

about him spreading throughout the world. 

 

With no choice, he continued his role as an assassin. 

 

Moreover, he targeted only those in demonic sects. It’s just that those people were indeed scum, 

villains, allowing him to kill without any qualms. 

 

He certainly couldn’t kill a good person for no reason. 

 

"Have you heard? The Soul Pulling Demon of the Soul Breaking Demonic Sect is dead!" 

 

"The Soul Pulling Demon? Isn’t he a being at the peak of Longevity Period? Moreover, among the 

current experts of the Soul Breaking Demonic Sect, he’s ranked in the top ten. Who killed him?" 

 

"It’s said to be someone from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect!" 



 

"I also heard that ten experts of the Longevity Period from the Burning Sky Demon Sect were killed, also 

reportedly by someone from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect." 

 

"And two elders from the Sect of Ten Thousand Beasts were killed by someone from the Weeping Blood 

Demon Sect!" 

 

"It’s really unexpected that the Weeping Blood Demon Sect has such an expert. A hundred zhang 

Demonic Mountain; such a strong Longevity Period expert has never appeared in the history of the 

Eastern Province!" 

 

"Indeed, now many are saying that person from the Weeping Blood Sect has reached the Longevity 

Period Limit." 

 

"Longevity Period Limit; previously, there were talks of Golden Core Stage Limit, but never has anyone 

mentioned Longevity Period Limit. This is the first time someone has talked about the Longevity Period 

Limit!" 

 

"But that person truly is too terrifying!" 

 

"However, what do you think the expert from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect is thinking? Such an 

existence, within the Weeping Blood Demon Sect, lacks no resources, so why become an assassin?" 

 

"Being an assassin, maybe it’s purely because he enjoys slaughter? After all, everyone knows the 

Weeping Blood Demon Sect is extremely cruel and ruthless within demonic sects." 

 

"It’s understandable if he enjoys killing, but why does he keep targeting people from demonic sects? 

Their own Weeping Blood Demon Sect is also considered a demonic sect, and by killing people from 

major sects like that, isn’t he creating trouble for the Weeping Blood Demon Sect?" 

 

Throughout the past year, a terrifying assassin’s legend has spread across the Eastern Province. 

 

In this year, it’s unknown how many have died at the hands of this terrifying assassin. 



 

Other assassins usually kill in various covert ways, but this person always makes kills openly with his 

mighty cultivation base, striking targets head-on, and leaving calmly afterward. 

 

During this year’s time, it’s unknown how many tasks he has taken, how many times he has acted, never 

failing once! 

 

People even agree that the assassin from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect is now the top expert in the 

world. 

 

Yet everyone wonders why he wants to go around killing people, and there’s another thing: doesn’t the 

Weeping Blood Demon Sect have a grudge against the Hundred Peaks Sect? With such a master, why 

don’t they lead people to destroy the Hundred Peaks Sect? 

 

This year’s time has also put the Weeping Blood Demon Sect in the spotlight. 

 

Within the conference hall of the Weeping Blood Demon Sect, high-level members of demon sects are 

gathered, each with complexion darker, each angrier than the other! 

 

"Those demonic sect people, one more foolish than the other!" 

 

Among the crowd, an elderly man with a narrow face and extremely high cheekbones angrily said: 

"Earlier, members of the Sect of Ten Thousand Beasts asked what we meant, asked us why we killed 

their two elders, asked us if we want to go to war with them!" 

 

And they said we should return their two strange beasts, the Hundred Chirping Bird and the Thunder 

Roc, entirely to them. 

 

Return what? I don’t even know they have those two strange beasts! They claim our Weeping Blood 

Demon Sect killed their two elders! 

 

They even said if not for our previous cooperation, they would have declared war on us already! 



 

Are they mad? We have no reason to kill their people! That so-called Bleeding Tears Assassin is 

absolutely not one of our people from the Weeping Blood Demon Sect!" 

 

"Not only the Sect of Ten Thousand Beasts; this past year, the so-called Bleeding Tears Assassin has 

killed too many people, many demonic sects came to us seeking an explanation!" 

 

Among the people, a man with a face full of beard angrily said: "What explanation? That’s not our man, 

their people being killed has nothing to do with us!" 

 

"But everyone claims the Bleeding Tears Assassin is one of ours, given he’s used many spells from our 

Weeping Blood Demon Sect. Especially the Blood Transformation into Evil Technique, our hidden secret 

technique which only our Sect Hierarch and the Love-Blood Devil can perform." 

 

Yet the person can execute spells like the Blood Transformation into Evil Technique—when we claim 

he’s not from our sect, no one believes!" 

 

"Yes, and the opponent’s aura, that dense bloody scent, even their style of conduct, it absolutely seems 

like he’s from our Weeping Blood Demon Sect!" 

 

"Sect Hierarch, what should we do now?" 
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The Bloodless Demon was quite troubled. He had already plotted out how to assassinate Cao Zhen. He 

believed that even if Cao Zhen kept hiding within the Hundred Peaks Sect, under his plan, Cao Zhen 

would definitely leave the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

However, just as he began to implement his plan, a Crying Blood Assassin showed up. 

 

Now, all the various demonic sects are demanding an explanation, and those major immortal sects have 

become increasingly wary. He even heard that some people from the major immortal sects are 

discussing whether to take action against their Weeping Blood Demon Sect. 

 

He has repeatedly stated that the assassin is not from their Weeping Blood Demon Sect. 



 

The response from people of other great teachings is also simple: the fact is that the other party is using 

the spells of your Weeping Blood Demon Sect. If you say it isn’t, then go kill the other party. Otherwise, 

we will hold your Weeping Blood Demon Sect accountable. 

 

In the cultivation world, if a great teaching or sect’s cultivation technique, or spell, is leaked, this force 

would immediately seek out the other party to either cripple their cultivation base or kill them. 

 

If they don’t do this, it’s an admission that the other party can use their spells and cultivation 

techniques, admitting the other party is one of theirs. 

 

But the problem is, the whereabouts of that assassin are not only uncertain, but he is also considered 

the number one expert in the world today. How can they kill him! 

 

Moreover, it’s baffling. Their Weeping Blood Demon Sect shouldn’t have much inheritance circulating 

outside. How could this person know their sect’s spell? 

 

And, such a strong Longevity Period person, why was there no mention of him before? 

 

This person just seems to have suddenly appeared out of nowhere. Everything about his origins is a 

mystery, and perhaps only the people of You Sha Society know something, but the problem is, the 

people of You Sha Society cannot possibly disclose this information to anyone. 

 

Now, first there’s the Hundred Peaks Sect situation that hasn’t been resolved, and now a Crying Blood 

Assassin has appeared. 

 

If the Crying Blood Assassin is indeed from their Weeping Blood Demon Sect, the first thing he would do 

is send him to annihilate Cao Zhen. 

 

Cao Zhen... 

 

Things have to be done one at a time. 



 

The Crying Blood Assassin has formidable strength and is extremely mysterious, and no one knows 

where he is. Trying to deal with him is really too difficult. 

 

But Cao Zhen does have a weakness, and his weakness is the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

He doesn’t know what reason makes Cao Zhen, a reborn great ability, so invested in the Hundred Peaks 

Sect, teaching the Mysterious Rank spells to his disciples, and also imparting so many Yellow Grade 

spells to the disciples of the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

He only needs to know that Cao Zhen cares about the Hundred Peaks Sect. 

 

Cao Zhen cares so much about the Hundred Peaks Sect, he certainly wants the Hundred Peaks Sect to 

become a great teaching! 

 

Becoming a great teaching would change the entire sect’s fate, and not to mention, what rich rewards 

the sect can obtain after passing the sect tribulation to become a great teaching. 

 

He has also inquired about the Hundred Peaks Sect, knowing that the Hundred Peaks Sect now has only 

a history of twenty to thirty thousand years. Under normal circumstances, the Hundred Peaks Sect 

would need a very, very long time to become a great teaching! 

 

However, there’s also an abnormal situation. 

 

In this world, there’s a thing called the Instant Millennium Pearl! 

 

Extremely scarce in quantity, possessing the Instant Millennium Pearl, afterward, you can search for an 

already extinguished great teaching and swallow its fate. 

 

After completion, as the sect passes each day, it’s as if passing through a thousand years of history. Of 

course, this millennium time is only the entire sect gaining a thousand years of accumulation, and the 

disciples of the sect will also be affected, but this impact is a very positive influence. 



 

During this period, instead of spiritual energy, there will be celestial energy! 

 

During this period of cultivation, it cannot merely be described as getting twice the result with half the 

effort. 

 

After using the Instant Millennium Pearl, even a sect with the shortest founding time would only need 

about a thousand days to pass the sect tribulation. 

 

Of course, this kind of Instant Millennium Treasure Bead is extremely scarce, and generally, neither a 

great teaching nor other sects would use such a treasure bead. 

 

After all, to become a great teaching, one must pass the sect tribulation. And the sect tribulation is not 

that easy to pass. 

 

When a sect or great teaching forcibly undergoes tribulation through the Instant Millennium Pearl, if it 

does not possess matching strength, the end result can only be defeat and extinction. 

 

However, there are exceptions during a special period, that is, the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and 

Earth period, and a period after the Mini Epoch of Reversal of a Thousand Caverns, even though the 

Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth period has ended, there are still experts in slumber, which 

means Heavenly Dao is still suppressing the power of cultivators worldwide. 

 

Thus, the power of the sect tribulation would not be so terrifying! 

 

And the Hundred Peaks Sect, being able to withstand the attacks from Void Breaking Sect, subsequently 

deflecting assaults from both their Weeping Blood Demon Sect and Soul Breaking Demonic Sect, is 

merely the strength the Hundred Peaks Sect has shown. No one knows if the Hundred Peaks Sect has 

hidden strength, and judging from various signs, if the Hundred Peaks Sect undergoes tribulation during 

this special period, it is very likely to become a great teaching. 

 

No sect can resist the temptation to become a great teaching, and he believes that the Hundred Peaks 

Sect and Cao Zhen would be no exception. 



 

Moreover, now they also have a great teaching to swallow fate, which is the Void Breaking Sect! 

 

Like the previous Heaven Prayers Sect, the entire great teaching has already been annihilated. They 

failed the sect tribulation, and their fate is completely gone. 

 

But the Void Breaking Sect is different, for they didn’t fail the sect tribulation, but instead were 

extinguished by the joint efforts of the three major demonic sects. To be precise, the Void Breaking Sect 

has not yet been completely destroyed. 
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Therefore, if the Hundred Peaks Sect possesses the Instant Millennium Pearl, theoretically, it could 

indeed quickly become a Great Teaching! 

 

If Cao Zhen finds out that there is news about the Instant Millennium Pearl, he would definitely be 

tempted! 

 

What he needs to do is to make Cao Zhen believe that a certain danger zone contains the Instant 

Millennium Pearl! 

 

The Instant Millennium Pearl can only be born in danger zones. 

 

During the Minor Era of Inversion of Heaven and Earth, all the danger zones were closed, and now that 

this era has ended, the danger zones have reopened. 

 

The reason why they are called danger zones is because they are extremely perilous. 

 

Even the Great Teachings of the Eastern Province send people to explore these danger zones, yet none 

dare claim they have fully mapped out a danger zone or completely investigated it! 

 

Let alone in the Earth Immortal Realm, even those in the Immortality Regainment Realm and True 

Immortal Realm die in the danger zones! 

 



Currently, the Tai Chi Sect, an extremely powerful Great Teaching in the Eastern Province, once the most 

elite Great Teaching, declined instantly when their Sect Hierarch ventured into one of Eastern Province’s 

three great danger zones, Absolute Nihility, and never returned. 

 

However, their Weeping Blood Demon Sect, though lacking a complete map of Absolute Nihility, has 

mastered a detailed map of the western peaks of Horizon Peak within Absolute Nihility. 

 

Horizon Peak is not a single mountain but a range of peaks. The immensity of the Absolute Nihility 

danger zone makes it seem boundless, even though a single area of it is already vast. 

 

Being able to grasp the map of the western peaks of Horizon Peak has been exceedingly difficult for 

them. 

 

This map has been painstakingly explored by countless predecessors of the Weeping Blood Demon Sect.

After all, the danger zones are too crucial. Although filled with peril, many still venture into them due to

There are even legendary Heavenly Ranked Treasures, Earth Level Treasures within!
