"I certainly have considered these issues," Lv Chaoqiong replied to Ai Yunqi. "But I have not yet figured 

out the reason for this.

Do you think if Peak Master Cao wasn’t a reincarnation of a great ability, how could he have managed 

this? Is it possible with the foundation of Four Treasures Peak? If Four Treasures Peak had a heritage, 

why would it have remained at the very bottom of the Hundred Peaks Sect for so many years? 

 

As for not knowing about Qin Haoxuan or the Tai Chu Era. 

 

The history of the world of immortal cultivation is so ancient; with the long river of history, there are 

eras and predecessors we don’t know about. What’s so strange about that?" 

 

Lv Chaoqiong fell silent for a moment. Indeed, the great changes in Four Treasures Peak were too 

abnormal. If Cao Zhen was truly a reincarnation of a being of great ability, then everything made sense.
